On Trieste

Rome, May 1 (#—U. S.
Secretary” of State John Fos-
ter Dulles and Italian Premier
Mario  Scelba meet in
Milan Monday to “look over
the international horizon”

As far an Italy’s part in the talks
goes, that international horizon
has two darkening starm clouda.

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Indo-China Policy Revised

As he had begun to do in his
speech to the Chamber of Com-
merce At the beginning of the
week, President Eigenhowar, at his
press conference Thuraday, con-
tinued his redefinition of American
policy toward Indo-China.

To the Chamber of Commerce,
he Rad spoken of achieving &
“modus vivendi” in Indo-China—
something that would stop the
bloodshed even if perfect solution
of fundameéntal prohlems could not
be achieved immedintely.

At Ris press confgrence Thurs-
day, the indirecl quotation of the
official transcript shows the Pres-
ident thinking as follows:

“You were steering a course be-
tween two extremes, one of which,
he would say, would be unattain-
able, and the other would be inac-
ceptable.

*It. would be inacceptable, he
wonld think, to see the whole anti-
Communistic defense of that area
crumble and disappear,

“On the other hand, you cer-
tainly could not hope at the pres-
ent state of our relntions in the
world for a completely satisfac-
fary answer with the Communists.
The most you could work out is
piactical wry of getting along

“Now, whether or nol even that
was possible, he didn't know; but
when you came down to Jt, that
was what we had been doing in
Europe.

If he wants a modus
vivendi in Asia, he can have |t
And if he prefers to have none of
these, but merely to rub western
noses in their own {rresolution and
division, he ¢an do that too.

We do not have immediate har-
gaining power-at Geaeva, not, at
least, the kind of hargaining
power our diplomats usually fancy
as necessary for meetings with the
Communisty,

It ¢an be inaisted, howaver, that
our best kind of bargaining power

and perhaps, in the end, the only
Kind of bargaining power which
really  counts ~has  not been
diminished at Geneva, Even in the
very irresolntion and division
which exists at home and abroad on
the {ssue of lndo-C‘hu'm, there In a
certain moral strength. There are
times when It I8 more right to re-
fuse to do something which I8 not
clearly justified than it is to go
ahead and do it. Our very irresolu-
tion and indecision la proof that
what we want Is peace, and not
war. And Molotov, at Geneva, may
not be up againat the kind of
power-aqueezs our diplomacy likes
best to try to impose on him, but
he ix certainly before Lthe bar ot
world opinion more clearly than
ever before, For, this time, there ia
no doubt that he has power, and
the freedom to use it, for world
goodd or il THe power advantage
of the mom-nt is his. The
stralegical advantage of the mo-
ment is his. He has, for the me-
ment, a dominance Communist
