ference. This is being labeled, in
some quarters, as the worst diplo-
malic defeat for the United States
since the fall of China to the Com-
munists, In this comparison there
iz, once again, the somewhat non-
aensical theory that we could have
altered  the course of events in
China if we had really wanted to.
But the point is that our present
defeat is considered eerious, and
something we could have avolded.

We think that there i no doubt
that we could have avolded this
particular diploraatic mituation of
the moment. Becretary Dulies did
not have to go out on a limb, as
he did, and we would probably be
better off if he had not done so.

have the final effect of shifting
the battle at Geneva to the area of
the world’s mind, which is where
this whole battle will eventually he
determined anyway, It is prema-
ture, at least, to conclude that we
are weak and defeated hecause,
for once, by “mistakes” in our dip-
lomatic Jeadership, we have no
armor in place except our moral
armor. It may prove stronger than
all our guns or alliances, If it has

Finully, whatever confusion and
weakness may exist in our foreign
policy of the moment, it should be
quite obviou® that the usual brand
of inlerrogation from Congress
can do nothing in this particulas
situation, at thiz particular mo-
ment, except to increase the con-
fusion and advertise the weakness.
Unless we have asome restraint,

The
football isn't really football as
Americans know it, but soccer,
Nor are the pools of the informal
varidty found in American offices
and factories,

They are big businesses with an
annual turnover of more than
$225.000,000, One out of 10 letters
hendled by the General Post Of-
fice is to or from the pool pro-
moters; the same s true of 60
per cent of the postal orders
issued,

In the subway going to work,
in the factory during the mid-
morning tea break, in offices you
see them—men and women with
puszled expressions trying to
figure out the winners in Satur-
day's football matches.

$225,000 at Stake

Al stake is $225,000 paid out
each week in firat prize dividends,
and with it the opportunity to own
a home, a television set, & car and
to salt some away for old age.

But the dog long has been one
of nature's most artful seif-sales-

This of course, ia not too d&iffi-
eult a feat In & world ere a lot
—of ¢ also believe that if you
Jeave & horse hair in a closed jar
of waler for six weeks it will turn
into a parter snake.

The current statistics on the
canine population of New York
Ciy, however, bring a jarring note
of fact Into the legend of the dog's
Joyalty to man,

Since 1847, the nuinber of legally
licensed dogs here (nine out of 10

the law in this respect) has
fallen from 312,517 to 272814,
During the same period the human
population has grown considerably,
And S.P.C.A. officials eatimate the
oat population of the city is be-
tween 400,000 and 500,000,

What do these figures really
mean? Hax the dog rejected man-
kind at last, and fled the city?

1 think so. But apologists for the
dog—what dog ever lacked an ad-
vocate 7-—give other explanations.

These arguments sound plauv-
mible at first glance But they don't
hold water.

lord turn hix “ack on him?

Or would anybody who ever was
Lowned by a dog really discard him
simply because of the high cost of
living? What price friendship—
' the pleading eye, the wagging tail
of love? )

No. Nobody who has faith in the
race of man could believe a be-
ing’'s loyalty to his dog doea not
at least equal his dog's loyaity 1o
him. I prefer to believe dogs are
lesving the city not because they
have ceased to like mankind, but
because their commonsense (ells
them & medern city s no place for
a dog.

The growing traffic jams; the
crowding together, the incessant
noise, the unhealthy fumes—all
these characteristics of city life
repel a dog. Man is unfitted for
these strains himself, and a dog
in, even more 20, He has simply
broken under the strain. He can't
take {t any more and relain a nor-
mal dog’'s outlook on the world.

Cats are tougher. The feline

I don’t see any reason for criti-
cizing the dog because he ia de.

| Alps, and carry on all his other
age old chores.

But the dog’'s nerves simply no
longer are up to the wear and tear
of city living, He has had to face

Various State
grants would reimburse the towns
with a total of $65400, making
the yeatly coat about $303.300.

Based  on the anticipated en-
roliment of 800 in 1807, the year
in which the school would be
opened, the net cost per pupil
would be $267. The present tui-
tion rate at the Windham High
is 3295 per pupil, and at Man.
chester High School $300.

The towns have all been told
that after 1857 they would have
to make other provisions for their
pupiis now altending schools In
Willimantic, Manchester and Enat
Hampton.

All four towns will hold special
town meetings Monday to decide
whether or not to hold referen-
dums on June 14, .
