Washington, May 17 (#)—
Atty. Gen. Brownell said of-
ficially today the Justice
Dept. is considering “possible
violations of the criminal
Jaw" in the preparation and
dissemination of a document
Sen. McCarthy presented May
4 in the McCarthy-Army
hearings,

Brownell made the disclosure in
ruling that no part of the docy-
ment should be declaanified from
its confidential category.

MeCarthy's document wasx 21,
pages long, In the form of a “let-
ter” signed with the name of FBI
Director J, Edgar Hoover. Hoover
reported ha had never written
such a letter but that its subject
matter and parts of s language
were - identical to a‘confidential
FBI memorandum of the sume
date. It dealt with an Investiga-
tion for possible subversives at Ft.
Monmouth, N, J.

McCarthy refused to say how
he got the lstter, except that |t
came from an Army intelligence
officer who was worried by the
Army’s handling of the Ft.

Hoang sald the bombardment of

oners were killed —was In violation
of the wounded eyvacuation agree-
ment, He said restmption of the
evacuation hinged on whether the
French would again make the
highway immune from bombing at-
tacks.

Rejects- French Proposal

Hoang rejected the French de-
mand for neutral supervision of
the highway as “not realistic.”

He denied an earlier French
charge that the Vietminh had dis-
criminated against Vietnamese
zoldiers and planned only to evacu-
Ata the French wounded soldlers
thev"had captured in the fortreas.

The rebél spokesman sald the
Vietminh had agreed (o permit the
evacuation of all soldiers under
Frepch command who were seri.
ously wounded regardieas of race
or nationality, But he claimed very
few Indochinese were among the
wounded, He claimed only one-
eighth of the defenders of Dien
Bien Phu were of Indochinese ori-
gin andemost of these deserted to
the Vietminh during the battle. By
