Meanwhile, in Indochina, a "lit­
tle Dien Blen Phu" battle was

besieging the post of Yen Phu. 
guarding the gateway into the big 
rice marketing and road Junction 
town of Phu Ly.

A.s at Dien Bien Phu. the rebels 
after each heavy barrage of Are 
burrowed steadily closer and fev- 
eri.'hly difg trenches. The Viet­
minh. estimated in a strength of 
12 battalions, have kept Yen Phu 
encircled for a fortnight.

supplied solely by ai'/. French

fighters and bombers are hitting 
heavily at the Vietminh In their 
hastily dug trenches and their 
bases In the nearby hills.

Rebel pressure was stepped up 
on the broad arc forming the 
southern defenses o f the Delta rice 
bowl.

The arc is anchored, to. the east 
by the big textile manufacturing 
center of Thai Binh, M tnlles from 
Hanoi; to. the west by the im­
portant road Junction center of 
Phu Ly.
