Manchester residents and out-of-
town tax-payeras have paid in a
total of $2101.351 In taxes and
water servite bills so far this
year, nccording to Collector of
Revenue Paul Cervinl's May report
to the general manager.

The report aiso shows that other
resources of revenue for the town,

not including parking meters or
the parking lot—have resulted in
collections totalling $547,339, about
$48.000 of which was producsd
during May. x

The meoters this year hmve so far
brought in $22.850, and the town
parking lot, $840, for a total of
§23.800. Along with the parking-
meter fund balance of $49038 at
the start of the present fiscal year,
this brings the total to $72.928
Cewvinl says that $40,000 .of this
has been invested,

The report shows that a total of
§1,920,343 has been collected in
taxes so far this year, about half
of this collected in May and, for
the most part, reflecting pavment
of current bills, The total figure,
however, does contaln taxes col-
lected on bills dating back to 1947,
along with the interest and lien
fees pald on those old bills.

Water collections xo far total
$181.008, Including $21,648 paid In
last month_ and 3379 in interest
and lien feen on old bills.
