And a settle-
ment now in Indo-China, approved
by the indepencent native powers
of Asia, would place against fur-
ther Communist expansion in Asia
& block more effective than
American guns—the block of free
Asian opinion itself.

But aguinst thése obvious temp-
lations to the Communiats, there
are othe: factors which obviously
make them pause and consider.

They “eould topple Mendes-
France, but if they did so they
would also destroy the last pre-
tense- that Communists can be
dealt with, For it Mendes-France
can't deal with them, no one can.
. They could obtain some im-
mediate cheéap victories in Indo-
China, but only at the risk of
opening a third world war.

They could create turmoil and
the need for dristic decisions In
western diplomacy, but only at the
cost of forcing the neulral na-
tions of Asia to dragtic decisions
too,

Bo, ax against every templation
Lo “behave like themselves, the
Communists - face penalties and
losses . which they may find too
great to'accepl. If that proves the
case, the spirit and manner of the
Mendes-France approach can be
judged to ‘have had much to do
with it. He has exhibited & dra-
matic talent for putting the Com-
munista on the spot which no
other western leader has hitherto

In this Age, when the
mistencies of men and nations are
being exposed pitilessly, day by
day, it i& perhapa no surprise to
discover that the western powers,
who presumably believe in the
self-determination of peoples, and
who often seem to regard the
Ruarantes of a “free slection' as
the solution of almost any foreign
difficulty, are not pressing very
hard for any holding of free elec-
tions as a phtt of the settiement in
Indo-China. :
~ The western powers pre indeed
bound to ask free eloctions, In
principle, but they are not going
to be at all insistent about any
definite date for holding
And the reason is rather obvious,
The Frerch suspect that, if free
elections were held anywhere |n
Indo-China as of today, the Com-
munists would win them,

Ba, to the other cynicisms of the
age, add this: that the democra-
ciea believe in free elections moat
strongly when they have reason
{to believe the free clections will
g0 their way, and. that they ad-
mire the instituiion of & free elec-
tion less ardently when they sus-
pect that a free election might go
against them,

It was spparently a free slece
tion, for that matter, that in-
stalled the regime in Guatemala
we did nol like. And the election
which ratifies the Guatemaian re-
Fime we do like, If it does. ratify
it, will be an election considerably
less © free. Similarly, in British
Gulana, free elections bmu.h'l in-
o power Lhe Commun}u-uluod
regime the British tossed olit so
Unceremoniously not leng ago.

The Communists, of course, ars
equally practical in their attitude
toward ‘“free elections™ They
want them only when thay are
likely to win, and alse make very

He worked toward,
and ultimately achieved for him-
self, the sole authority in govern-
nmient, in business and in society in
general. Curiously enough his
financial support came from
wealthy businessmen. .

“Each of these features finds ita
parallel, though it must be ad-
mitted to a weaker degree, In the
career of the junior Senator from
Wisconsin.” .

“The mont disturbing resem-
blance,” Flanders said, was what
he called a McCarthy attempt in
an earlier Senate investigation to
prove American soldiers tortured
false confessions from *Nazl rof-
flians’ who had killed American
prisoners of war.
