Aiken called reporters to hia 
office and handed them a state­
ment telling o f the Dembcrata' 
action. He said he dfcided to dio- 
cloae. the’ move because "I've  got 
fed up with being blamed for de­
lay on thia farm bill.”

Prior to  Aiken'a announcement, 
Majority Leader Knowland ^R- 
Calif) . had spoken of having, the 
Senate take up the $3,100,000,000 
foreign aid bill a fte r  completion 
o f the atomic energy leglalation 
which has tied iip the chamber for 
nine days^

Knowland had said earlier that 
the farm bill would be next In 
lino on the Senate calendar. Sen­
ate leaders had agrewl thia should 
only take two or, three days of 
debate.

Herb are a few samples of what
hgk been done:

In the past 12 months, 175 
freighters, each carrying 10,000 
tons of food, clothing and other 
supplies, docked st Korean'ports.-

Doctors and nurSea operating 96 
hospitals and 569 dispensaries un­
der the supervision of the Arm y’s 
Korea Civil Assistance Command 
(KCACi have been treating an 
average of 850,000 out-paUenta per 
month.

These dispensaries have inocu­
lated practically the whole Korean 
population, and contagious disease 
has just about been eliminated.

American bombs and shells as 
well as Ckimmunist explosives 
knocked out about three fourths 
of the factories in South Korea, as 
well as crippling, the electric and 
steam generated power systems to 
run them. Since the dismal days of 
1950-1961 the average monthly 
power output has increased from 
10-15 million kilowatt hours to 7 
millions. Contracts were signed 
last “month to spend 80 million dol­
lars for three large steam plants 
which will double this output by 
1966,

Milk cow and swine totals helve 
nealy doubled since 1950. Grain 
production has increased six and 
seven times. Transportation and 
ibommunications are being res­
tored as rapidly as possible. Next 
month 1,400 railroad cars will be 
unloaded at a South K o r e a n  
port.

FI\-e Programs OperaUag
There are five integrated pro­

grams through which aid money 
for Korea - is being channeled:

FOA —  Foreign Operations Ad­
ministration. This is the general 
aid program headed In Washing­
ton by Harold Stassen. I t  waa 
slow getting started because of 
dissatisfaction from K o r e a n  
government leaders. Since the war 
stopped it has spent 178 mlilions.

KCAC —  Korea Civil Assistance 
Oommand^Thla is the U. S. A r- 
my“s relief agency to care ' for 
civilians in war aresas. In the 
paat year it has expended 134 mil­
lions in Korean relief.

U NKRA —- United N a t i o n s  
Korea Reconatruction - Agency. It 
has .apent 45 millions , in the last 
12 months.

A F A K  —  Armed Forces Assis­
tance to Korea is the 8th Army's
own private relief agency. It has 
spent 15 millions on projects since 
the war ended.

Military assistance —  An put 
right g ift  in uniforms, equipment 
and supplies to the Korean Army. 
In . the past year it amounted to 
350 millions.

C. Tyler Wood came to Korea 
lart August to head FOA and co­
ordinate the other programs. He 
had authority to spend 50 millions 
immediately. Meanwhile,-the Elsen­
hower administration waa getting 
a_ billion dollars earmarked for 
Korea relief, to be spread over 
three , to five years.,

Invisible Aid
Much of the aid program la In­

visible because,it is still in the 
planning stage. Consequently, 
Koreans anxtpu.a to see factories 
operating and war ravaged cities 
waste, delay and confusion. But 
the men in Korea ’vho are respon­
sible for affairs of the American 
taxpayer speak encouragingly and 
explicitly. -

"Achievements are evident,” 
says Wbod. "You Can walk down 
the streets and see there ia no 
sign of starvation. Neither is there 
•any lack cIothiqg.‘ There have 
been no epidemics. Inflation has 
been retarded by pumping in an 
adequate supply of consumer goo(fa 
and raw ...aterials ’

U . S. Ambassador Ellis O 
Briggs says:

"Eventually we may be able to 
put Korea on her feet ecbnbmlcally, 
but for the rest of our lives we 
probably will have to help Korea 
support her army. Remember how­
ever, that this-is a country which 
hates Ckimmunism and wants to 
halt its spread in Asia. We should 
consider- ourselves fo'rtunate in 
having such a friend with the man 
power (p form a 20 division army. 
Think how much It would coat to

support that many American dlvi- 
siona in Korea."
« Korean critics o f the aid pro­
gram agree there ia a surplus of 
rice and barley' this year because 
o f,the import of fertilizer; farm-' 
ers are being re.settled everywhere 
and most o f the schools in South 
Korea have reopened.

But they still want to see fac- 
torlea built and operated by Ko­
rean workers.

"Let us take you around the 
country and ehow you the demo- 
liehed factories in and around ev­
ery big city,”  Preaident Syngman 
Rhee told this correapondenL 
"These ruins stand gauntly for- 
anyone to see, with few  eigne of 
reconstruction or rehabilitation de­
spite the mlUions of dollars sup­
posedly earmarked for that pur­
pose.

“ I f  the American people come 
and ask us to show them yvhat we 
have done wuh their money we can 
only respond that wo have not 
really been given responsibility for 
the reconstruction of our economy. 
The money has been spent by our 
friends who have not alwayi de­
voted it to economic reconstruc­
tion.

"To sum up the whole unfor­
tunate situation U. S, aid adminis­
tration to date has been more 
of a bureaucratic expansionism, 
marked by organization and re­

-organization, ad infinitum, than a 
‘determined honest intelligent ef­
fort to achieve th i economic re­
habilitation of Korea.

"However, this does not include 
U N KRA  which now gives indica­
tion of real helpfulness. W e know 
that Gen. John B.‘  Coulter as the 
agent general o f XHUKRA has 
achieved a good deal alresuly in 
g e t t i n g  rid of the gigantic 
administrative establishments in 
America. Japan and. Korea.”

One of the factories which some 
Koreans want to see built would 
employ nothing but war widows.

"There are from 200,000 to 300,- 
000 war widows in Korea,’.* says 
Miss Louise Yim, head of a uni­
versity. " I  Would like to see fac­
tories where they could make uni­
forms, or something for our sol­
diers. A fter-all'we are going to be 
having a largo army for a long 
time.”

image of all its own darker na­
ture which is outlined so sharply 
in the personality and the aims of 
McCarthy himself. ^

globe as he pleased. But his g o i ^  
is not merely a  result of his one 
fault as an inquislBor.

Jules Moch, chairman of the 
French dslegntion at the United 
Nations disarmament conference,

Moreover, 
the American argument goes,' so 
better plan has been presented by  
anybody.

Delegate Moch thinks a  better 
plan may be drawn up, once the 
world cuts , itself loose from the 
proposition whUdi looked good 
enougdi when the United States 
still had a monopoly on ‘the atom. 
This may be so. '  *

But we begin to doubt i t  More 
and more we begin to think the 
atom ia^just another weapon, how­
ever fearsome a  weapon it may 
be, and t ^ t  men will succeed in 
controlling It when they succeed 
in controliiAg machine guns, and 
not before.
. Now  In order to cwitrol machine 
guns, or shotguns, mankind has 
to come to decide two things for 
itself. It  has to decide that it has 
had enough war. And It has to d ^  
cide that, in order to forbid it­
self war, it will concentrate what 
armament it will leave in the 
world— whether it 'la machine 
guns or atomic bomba— in the 
hands of one international police 
force.

Any scheme for armament con­
trol or armament reduction which 
still concedes to individual na­
tions the right to wage war of any 
kind, with any kind of we^ion, for 
any kind of cause, can neuer be 
anything more than a  pretense. 
And any agreement which tries to 
decide which shall be conti^lled 
or eliminated or reduced first—  
the atomic bomb or the machine 
gun— is an agreement ' that is 
never going to be negotiated and 
signed.

8o it is not only the Baruch 
plan that is dead. A ll other cur­
rent disarmament proposals be­
fore the United Nations are also 
dead. And they will all remain 
dead until the world.comes to a 
decision not about/ armaments, 
but about war Itself, and is will­
ing to back up its decision to have 
no more war by stripping all na  
tions themselves of the power and 
the right to wage war.

Thus, although one of the things

In the aecond place, the adminis­
tration may not have bought 
power, but it certainly has bought 
headache. Only after you get con­
trol of thla kind o f patronage do 
you begin to realize that its dis­
tribution, no matter how accom- 
pltahed, always makes as many 
enemies as friends.
. In the third place, against this 

dubious gain, the organlzationhas 
Zeller back in nomination. And, 
although the matter of Insurance 
policies waa the moat concrete ex­
ample o f the administration's un- 
pleaasntneas 'with ZCller, it was 
by no means the moat fundamental. 
Zeller has bad a  pleateantly inex­
haustible talent for being an off- 
horse In every adminlatration of 
which he has been a 'part.

The Inddchina settlement is the 
high point thug fer of a pattern of 
Kremlin diplomacy which began 
unfolding after the death of Stalin 
IS months ago.

Since then the Soviets have en­
gaged in a steady relaxation of 
tensions which produced an end 
o f the Korean war, great emphasie 
on spurring trade with the West, 
more courteous international con- 
tacte generally, and now the Indo­
china settlement.

American officials are convinced 
that thet* ia no evidence yet .that 
the Soviets have given up their 
major strategy of continually ex- 

their areas of control with 
::he eventual aim of 'Worid con­
quest. The belief is that they are 
simply going about this in a dif­
ferent way. They may also be 
motivated, and apparently the 
Britiah -government considers this 
to be a fact, by desire to increase 
the living standard in the Com­
munist world as a matter of in­
ternal pollticsLl necessity.

From the point of view of the 
United Statee, the difficulty thia 
creates is simple. It lessens the 
apparent d s n g »  of Russian ag­
gression and thus reduces the in­
centive to prepare against aggres­
sion.

The history of development of 
the anti-Commimtst alliance pro- 
vldea a basis for thia conclusion.

The European recovery pro­
gram, the North Atlantic 
Organization (NATO) and the 
American military aid programs 
all atarted aa Reactions by allied 
western 'nations to the spread of 
Soviet power, 'ihey \'vere designed 
to meet a danger symbolized by 
such events as Red seizures of 
power in Hungary and (^izechoslo- 
vakia, Soviat efforts to exited con­
trol in Germany and Red pressures 
on Greece and Turkey.

Authorities here believe the 
buildup of Allied strength which 
has taken place since 1947, coupled 
with wlllingnees to fight in Korea, 
led the Kremlin to engage in many 
of the negotiationa o f ’ recent 
months.'

In other words, they attribute to 
greater western strength the hold­
ing of the line In Germany and 
Korea, and even the fact that the 
Indochina terma were not worse 
from' the western viewpoint. They 
think also that unless this strength 
is maintained at a high level auch 
results cannot be expected in the 
future.

In ^Europe the United . States 
holds''the defense structure will be 
Inadequate until resources'of 'West 
Germany Are added to those of the 
nations already in NATO.

In Washington’s view, EDC is 
the best means to t)iia end, but if 
EDC is not ratiflbd by thb French 
to the next few weeks the United 
States and Britain will undertake 
to get France to agree to West 
German aovereignty and eventual 
rearmament independent of EDC. 
Inclusion o f West Germany di­
rectly in NATG to one alternative.

The situation, however, offers 
the Soviets an opportunity to make 
great difficulties for the western 
alliance by playing on French fears 
of German rearmament—an oppor­
tunity which the Kremlin- is ex­
pected to utilize to the utmost.

Doctor Says
THERE IS NO POSITIVE TEST 
YOU CAN USE ON \HLD 
MUSHROOMS

Every year a j^ood many people 
roam the fields and woods collect- 
inff mushrooms which they cook 
and eat.

Tixia is a dangerous practice aa 
there is no way to distinguish be­
tween the edible imitorooms and 
the several poisonojs kinds. Even 
experts oJten have difficulties.

The superstition that a silver 
coin will become tarnished from 
the poisonous varieties if it is put 
in the dish in which mushrooms 
sre being cooked is whoky false. 

Also the taste is * not reliable,
I most o f the poisonous species 

are supposed to have an tg;reeable 
flavor..^

In th'e United States most cases 
of poisoning are caus.ed by musSi- 
romns of the ar^anita family, the 
best known variety of which is 
sometimes cal'od the "death 
angel.”

The poison -(from the , “ death 
angel,”  or amanita phalioides. is 
technically known aa toxin, ̂ bou t 
six to eighteen hours aiter eating 
this d.angerous mushroom the 
symptoms 'oegto to appear. They 
usually'consist of nausea, vomit­
ing. diarrhea and se- ere atxlominal 
pains. There m:,y be great thirst, 
inability to urinate, dizainefs, 
jaundice after two or three flays, 
and unconsciousness.

More than half of those -who are 
stricken ittually die, this generally 
occurring five to eight days after 
eating the mushrooms.

There to no goo«; treatment for 
mushroom poisoning of this kind, 
although if Rte stomach can be 
washed out early most of the toxin 
is removed snd the chances of re­
covery are better.

Anot'uer type of poisonous mush­
room is railed 4mr'-iita muacaria, 
or the “ fly amanita.” ;

Here the poison is of a different 
type Si\d is related to a dru^ ■com­
monly used in medictne, called 
pilocarpine. , /

In this t>-pe the symptoma ap­
pear early, usually Within three 
hours of eating the miuhrooms, 
and when death occurs It ip usually 
within twjenty-four hpurs.

In addition to the symptoms of 
vomiting, diarrhea and abdominal 
pain,' there Is also sweating; tear­
ing of the. eyes,, narrowing of the 
pupils of the eyes, convulsions and 
unconsciousness.
