There {3 probably more resent-
ment in the United States Senate
todny aguninat Senator Ralph
Flanders, the Vermont Republi-
can, and & véry decent gentleman,
than there is against Senator Jo-
seph McCarthy, for wlom a ma-
jority ‘of the Senators normally
have a miixture of fear and’ dis-
taste.- Senator Flanders Is making
himself enemies because he is in-
gisting, In an eioction year, that
McCarthyism is a moral issue and
a vital national issue, a Lest of our
very civilization, in fact. He {5 in-
sisting, moreover, that each of his
fellow Senators be recorded for or
against - McCarthylsm, or be re-
corded afrafd to face the issue.
And he apparently has the power
to force hiu fellow Senators so to
record themselyes,

There aro many reasons why
Senator Flanders should not do
this, It might be better to let Mc-
Carthy dwindle than to try to de-
capitate him, There is & danger of
making him an underdog, & role
he knows how to play to emo-
tiorial perfection. There is a dan-
ger that Senators who don't like
him bui fear him may yleld to
their fear In this test, and. vote
for him just to spare themselves
his opposition in campaigns this
fall, and thereby turn this attack
on him-into & relative triaumph for
him. :

An unwise, {il-timeéd attack on

an obvious target ofwen boomer-
angs agoinst its own worthy ob-
Jeatives,
Benator Flanders, undoubtedly,
has been Lold all this, by rany of
his  colleagues. He I8 curiously
calm and unmoved. And It is not
because -he is senile. It is beeause
he 15 one of those men who has a
cantankerous Insistence that =a
basic moral imsue be faced, what-
ever . the conssquences, however
embarraasing it may be'to his
fridnds, however disastiaus It may
be for himself.

Yet, however rash and unwise
Senator Flanders may ssem, he is
mérely trying to repaiy, at a iate
date; the error and folly of Lhese
same colleagues who are now éms
barrasaed, Most of them have
known for a very long time' just
what . McCarthy {s. They could
have taken, a long time ago, that
ettitudd toward him which would
make any present motion lke
Flahders' quite unnecessary, In &
more” mature, honest legislature,
the cepmure of McCarthy world
have been autonmtic and . instine-
tive, from the start.

Rhee Plans
New Appeal
On Crusade

« By JOHN DI. HIGHTOWER

Washington, July 31 (#)—
South  Korean  President
Sygnman Rhee, undaunted by
official coldness to his ideas
in Washington, carries to the
country this weekend his ap-
peal for a “‘great crusade”
against Communist rule in
China.

A statement jointly issued by
Rhee and President Eisenhower
last night made clear that the 79-
vear-old Korean leader had met
with no encouragement during his
talks here for his proposal for a
militant campnign against Asia's
Red rulers.

Bulldup Planned

It. was reported unofficially,
however, that Rhee got Eisen-
hower's assurance - of American
ald to build up South Korea's mili«
tary forces to meel the growing
power of Communist forces in
North Korea.

A diplomatic informant, asking
not to be named, said the planned
buildup—to be discussed in fur-
ther detail in followup staff talks
continuing in Washington—would
involve booating South Korea's re-
serve army forcg and giving her
naval craft and jet planek,

By contrast, the joint statement
of Rhee and Eisenhower was con-
cerged mainly with very general
decldrations of cooperation and
friendship and a pledge “to move
forward,! in accordance with the
U.N, charter,. to achieve Korean
unification.
