If you and your wife both have 
retirement income, you can get up 
to $5,333 a year without paying 
taxes; if only one of you has in­
come you can get $4,000 tisx free; 
If you're a retired- single person, 
you can get $2,6M without paying 
any tax.

Ibcperts believe these cut-off 
figures will cover most retired per­
sona, except a few in the upper in­
come brackets.

They estimate the new bill will 
give tax cuts to almost two million 
taxpayers, totaling about 141 mil­
lion dollars the first year.

Any earned 
income atmve $900 r.iua' be sub­
tracted from your Tl;200 retire­
ment licome before fi:,ilring your 
tax credit.' 6o if-you make $2,100 
or more from work, you are dpt 
considered to have-retired- and 
you get no benefit. 7>ut at age 75 
or over, you can get Uie full bene­
fit regardless of your earnings.

TTiird. to epalify. you also 
must have made aa mucTi aa $600 
a year in earned - income, for any 
■10 years before you retire. The 
theory is ‘hat the benefit riiould 
go only to persona retiring from 
active work. But noie tliat you 
don't have to earn $600 for the 10 
years immecXhitaly liafore your 
retirement Tou can count any 10 
yeans—even those long before you 
retire—a$d ttey don't have to be 
cons>cutlve. A aidow can qualify 
under this so long aa her husband 
did.

Fourth, you oan’t get .this bene­
fit if you use the short-form tax 
return, under which you merely 
list your income and exemptions

The government’s emergency 
program la aimed at helping live­
stock men hang onto their founda'- 
tlon herds. TTie government has 
agreed to pay half the cost of 
shipping hay into the federal dis­
aster areas. The Agriculture Dept, 
also will pqy a subsidy of 60 cents 
per hundred pounds for corn, oats 
barley and grain sorghums. Tlie. 
subsidy will go to the dealers, and 
ranchers can then buy these 
grains at cut-rate prices.

But this program will leave feed 
pries# somewhat higher than they 
were last summer under a more 
liberal federal emergency pro­
gram. For example, you could buy 
a bushel of com last year for ,$1. 
Now it will cost something' un'der 
$1.50.

That is one reason for grum­
bling in the drought areas.

Another is that .farm spokes­
men in some stata^ believe more 
territory‘Should have been Includ­
ed In the disaster program.

In Missouri, President Eisen­
hower declared 76 counties eligible 
for relief.. Fred Helnkel, presi­
dent of the Missouri' Farmers 
Assn., said, he thought all of the 
state’s 114 counties should have 
been included. He was dissatis­
fied, too. with the feed program.

Third. Year of Drought
"If this was the . first year of 

^drought it would be different," he 
said. "But this is the third year 
and some farmers have exhausted 
their credit. I don’t see how they 
can dig up the money to pay even 
$1.50 a bushel for com."

New Mexico ranchers have com­
plained that the feed program la 
^low in getting started and that 
there’s too much delay in deciding 
who is eligible for it.

All of Oklahoma, except for a 
feiy scattered spots, is dry. Ehc- 
perts said there is little difference 
between the 26 counties approved 
for federal aid and the other 51. 
The recent rains gav^' cotfon and 
peanuts a chance to make a  fair 
crop but were too late to do niuch 
good, if any, for pastures and 
feed crops.

Only two of them submitted sp- 
plicstions for hay after reading 
the requirements. Most of them are 
disappointed in the limited extent 
of the program.”

Texas now hsk 33 counties eligi­
ble for disaster relief. TTilrty- 
seven more have asked for it. That 
would make a total of 60. But 
Agriculture Ctommisaioner White 
said that actually 75 counties— 
stretching from the Oklahoma 
border into southeast and south 
central Tsxss and into far west 
Texas around Midland—are in 
critical shapie.

Security Bill

Washington, Aug 6 ijpt—The 
House passed 298-55 yesterday a' 
bill designed to force some wit­
nesses in national security cases 
to give testimony they otterwiae 
withhold because of tbs Fifth 
Amendment guarantea against 
self-Incrimination.

The bUl differs considerably 
both from the recommendations of 
Atty.' Gen. Brownell and from a 
measure on the same subject 
passed by the Senate last Tear. 
But It Is the first of the Adminis­
tration’s antlaubversivs proposals 
to pass both Houses in soms form.

Senate acceptance, regarded as a 
possibility, would send it on to the 
White 'House. Otherwise, Senate- 
House attempts to compromise 
their differences would be naccs- 
sary.

He Built It:

That Wall over North
' By LEONARD ZEIDENBEBG .

There's s  mighty wall over 
North, the biggest, gosb-darn con- 
creta-rsinforced wall ever seen in
these parts. At least, that's what 
Joseph Hubisrd says, and he ought 
to know. He built it.

of the Hublard and Sons contract­
ing firm, and the wall is the re­
taining barrier holding up the 
west-end of the. lOO-by-200 foot 
warehouse the firm-is building for 
the Norfould Co., bn Parker Street 
near Mather.

The fcason for the great sisc 
of tha wall — it’s 30 feet high, 18 
inches thick and 300 feet long — 
is that the site picked for thr 

Xwarehouse waa a marshy ravine. 
Tbe ravine had to be filled* in with 
10,000 cubic yards of dirt,' and thr 
wall, which is anchored to her' 
rock, was needed to hold the fill.

We drove out to nee it one ho' 
and dusty day last week snt' 
found IL along with the rest o 
the warehouse,' which is still sev­
eral months away from completior 
and had a doxen men scramblinf 
over it, laying brick, sawing woo<

- and scanning-blueprints, on thr 
northern *dge of Lydall Brook.

Four Sidra tip
Construction had progressed 'to 

a point where the building's'sldcF 
wer.-e already up, rising 16 feet 
above the top of the retainin? 
barrier, of which, unfortunately 
there wasn't much left to see. 
what with all that fill already Ir 
and piled against it.

But we went on into the ware­
house, anyway, entering through 
a break in the south wall, when' 
a  door probably will go, and found 

,  Hublard, who turned out . to be s 
short, stocky, square-cut individ­
ual, 16 feet off the ground on r. 
laddc.', working on the east wall 
He climbed down to greet us and. 
learning of our. interest in the 

-great wall, conductetf-qs^pn a tour 
and poured out some facta on'its 
construction.

"Of course, you can’t family see 
It all now," he said, gestuf'kig to­
ward the west wall which, oifKthe 
inside,.’ showed only 16 
cinder block, "since most 
underground. '- But come on. I ’ll 
show you the outside," and he led 
us ou t . through the south wall 
and su'ound to the side, where the 
terrain fell away sharply from the 
wall to an almoat-dry brook which 
ran along the,length of the wall 
10 feet below.

The reasons for the sharp slope 
and the dlsappearancee into the 
eartif of what Hublard said was

18 feet of the wa l̂ were the same
he explained. ll  a**ms that, in 
order to get the wall down to bed 
rock. It had to be sunk eight feet 
below the floor of the ravine and 
that, once the wall waa complet­
ed, bulldozers' were put to work 
shoving earth up against it, piling 
dirt, grass and scrub to a poinjt 
1() feet above the brook, leaving 
only 12 feet of "'the wall exposed 
and forming the embankment iVe 
were walking bn.

25 Tons of Steel
That explained, Hublard, who 

was walking along the narrow, 
bumpy ledge between' wall and 
embankment with the slow ease 
of a ’..ifiountairt goat, stopped, slap­
ped' tte,aide of his wall and said: 
"Therra 25 tons of steel In there. 
We -put three-quarter-inch' steel 
bars every six inches, both verti­
cally and horizontally,, throughout 
the entire wall.”

Then, pointing his h|avy-t«»d 
shoe at a concrete protBOjiipn that 
WM partially visible behind- the 
ro ^ a  and dirt at the top of the 
bank ne?ct to the wall, he said: 
"That's i'-.buttress. There’s one 
every 10 feet, '^hey’re two-feet 
thick, and they go .down 18 feet 
and out 20 feet." T<? Illustrate, he 
picked up a stone and scratched a 
sketch In the side of Lhe Wall, 
showing how the buttresses, going 
down at a 45-degree angle and then 
coming back Into the wall, at its 
base, form sturdy, supporting tri­
angles.

The wall itself is set on footings 
which. In turn, rest on solid bed 
rock, and the whole business is 
fixed tight by heavy steel beams 
Insida' the wall which were driven, 
through the footings and Into the 
tedrpek. . ,

Two Months to Build
Hublard told us tha. it took his 

entire l5-man crew two months 
last spring to build the wall and 
that, once the forna M d teen aet 
and the rayine-ftUetf in ..to provide 
the' warehouse' with a solid floor 
of earth. 10, Sh-foot-Iong chutes 
Webe used to pour' the 900 cubic 
yards of concrete that it holds.

Blit the barrier, blT as It was. 
wasn’t, the only problem created 
by the terrain. There was a 375- 
foot-lonlg. 30-foot-wide caiial, lead­
ing from Lydall Brook.and running

through the ravine, that had to be 
controlled.

Lydall and Fould? psipet" mill, 
Which is to leasf the acrehoDse 

|.^om Norfould, and Colonial 
Board-—they are all related, by the 
way, through William Foulds, Jr., 
who is president of'all firee--are 
located nearby. They have always 
used the water from Ute brook 
for their eperations and got it by 
way of the canal, which emptied 
into a bulkhead where pi;;es lead­
ing to both plants were located.

But if Uie ravine was to be filled 
In. some pro-.’ision had to be ihade 
for conducting the wu e; from the 
brook to the bulkhead and back 
inside tbe warehouse, Hublard ex­
plained what was done. "That 
canal used to go right under here,” 
be said, standing almost in the 
center of the imf.nf^ed building 
and facing couth, "but we put it 
in a 36-ineh reinforced-concrete 
pipe, and'it’s alv ays full."

Pipe Leads Friiin Brook 
' "The pipe leads from the 

brook’s spillway,” Hublard went 
on. ^nd he started leading ua out- 
side’thi.s time toward'-the spillwcy. 
PoiMing to a small brick struc-' 
ture on the bank of the brook, he

said, "That artesian well there 
keeps pumping water into the 
brook to make sure there’s enough 
in there." And sure enough, water 
was even then gushing into' the 
brook from a pipe extending from 
the well.

"That Well goes down 600 feet, 
and the water Is the best there is,” 
he said. Then, 'Seqing a workman 
leaving the pump With a thermos 
of water he had just filled with 
well water, Hublard took a'cup 
from him and offered us a'drink'. 
We accepted and fot^nd the water 
was every bit as'good'as he said it 
waa—cle.ar and cool and refre.sh- 
Ing. Just what we needed after 
blinding that wall with Hublard 
all dVer .again and worrying what 
to do with that canal.

I t  is a  lot saatsr to. sa t the 
truth, and speak it, when you are

Tmb°'of the three speakers a t 
the Harvard conferenca were out 
o t office. One was Thomas K. Fln- 
lettsr. Secretary of Air under Tru­
man. The other was Charles Bur­
ton Marshall, former member of 
the State Department policy plan­
ning staff, who held over la his 
post during the first year of the 
Dunes regime, but who recently 
left that post.

Flnleftsr said it was time for 
realistic acknowledgment of radi­
cal changes in China’s place in 
world effaira. He said planners of 
United States foreign policy etiU 
act aa if China wera a  weak, form- 
leas country. ”a  nation wo could 
vrhip Into line by landing a  few 
marine dlvlslone.” Unless  ̂
rsoognlse Oommunikt China for 
what i t  is, he said, "our resulting 
foreign policy wlU be no good.”

Marshall, tba erstwhile Stats 
Dapartmknt poUcy planner, had a 
fine time letting himself go, now 
th a t he was no longer an official 
himself. Americans, he said, are 
amartlng under a  very special 
ordeal—"drastic reduction in their 
security even as they reach, the 
v ^  primacy of their power." 
This circumstance, he. said, they 
blame on foreign-policy planners, 
on ths thsory that "so grisvous a  
wound could only have been self- 
InfUetsd.” There has bssn too 
much talk, Marahall said, about 
things We really didn't intend to 
do. “We have,’! he said, "been ob­
sessed with the idea th a t ws can 
bring down our anomies by 
marching seven times around 
their walls and blowing our'own. 
horn.”

"Thera have,” said Marahall, 
"been too many foreign policies 
and too' many aecretaiies of 
state.” A s '̂ ror the Eisenhower ad- 
mlnlMraUon, It has been "too 
chary of Its own prerogatives, too 
deferential to Oongroas and pub­
lic pplnibh.” But Marshall saw 
signs Of hopeful "creeping realism 
that has been setting-in” during 
recent weeks.

However we inay agree or dis­
agree with these two epeakere, 
Flnletter and M a ^ a ll ,  we at 
least get from them the illusion 
that our foreign policy is being 
discussed - opeidy, honestly, in 
Csrms people cain underatand.

The third speaker a t the Har­
vard affair was Jacob D. Beam, a 
career diplomat who is deputy 
director of the Sltate Department 
policy planning staff to  which 
Marshall used to belong. Beam, in 
short, is still in office and in of­
ficial responelbllity.

From him came what eeemed 
the usual gobbledegook, a  aeem- 
ingly learned and - Impressive dia- 
cuasion of policy which sefmed 
somehow unreal, and which, of 
course, wound up with the Dulles 
policy of the moment as the ulti­
mate thing in intenmtional wis­
dom.

Mr. Dulles’ proposed treaty for 
Southeast Asia, said Beam, is a 
sound idea for bolatering defenaee 
In an area where we must "play 
for tljns.” .'luch a. "cordon sanl- 
Uire,” ha said. Is "better than 
nothing.’’ even though some coun­
tries refuse to  Joto it.

With all deference t o . the' wor- 
thinesa of candidates elsewhere. 
It le Eastern Connecticut which 
has the fascinating race for COn- 
gresa this year, the 'one race 
which* promises to be vSry inter­
esting in itself.

I t  will be so because it involves 
two men each of whom oug^t to 
have the capacity to contribute 
something a  little bit more than 
a routine campaign. I t  will, be 
so because of certain surface sim­
ilarities between the two candi­
dates—pnd certain deeper, funda­
mental dilferences.

Congreaaman Horace Seely- 
Brown, for instance, the Republi­
can candidate for reelection, has 
become a  specialist in sasiduoua 
care to the welfare of individual 
constituents and individual com­
munities. He is forever brows­
ing in the great backwoods re-, 
glona of hie ihstrlct, which l i  al­
most all of Eastern Connecticut, 
makihg friendships, cementing 
them with cooperation and atten 
tlona from his office. And Ms 
favorite legislative strdke, in Me 
earlier years, waa likely to be 
aome gallant crusade on behalf 
of everybody, like a propelled ban 
on iidlammable Imreaters, the 
minute they were in the headlines.

As opposed to thla concept of 
being a  Congressman, wMch is a 
concept wMch is supposed to pay 
off heavily in votoa, hla Democrat­
ic opponent, Hen?y Pierce, first sa- 
lestman of the Republicail town 
^  Clinton, has been opointed, by 
the speech in which Majror Ste­
phen Bailey of Middletown nom­
inated him, in cosmic directlona. 
"Surely," said Mayor Bailey, "la 
the year 19M It la not a Con­
gressman’s Job to retail petty 
favors in exchange for votes. A 
member of the United S ta te a ^ n -  
gresa hea a  responaibillty t o ^  
constituency of two and a h a ^  
billion souls the world around. 
I t  won’t  do a  constituent in New 
London any good to get his Con­
gressman to si>cnd two hours in­
tervening for a $10,000 contract 
if a  year from now New London 
la vaporised into thin air.”

That Is way Nominee 
Pierce has been polated. We 
may express some doubt that 
that la the way be got to be 
first selectman of CUntoa.
But If one believes in cultivat­

ing the home garden, down to the 
lest .detail, v^ile the other be­
lieves in following the long fur­
rows of the whole world, the two' 
have almost every superficiality 
in common.

Both, for instance, are "farm­
ers." The quotation mark! 
around the vocation indicate that 
i t ; is really avocation, meaning 
that their farming la done In a 
gentlenmnly manner, with tobies 
not basre In February If there Is 
drought in August.

Both have heavy doses o f ' the 
academic lMu;kgrround, Seeley- 
Brown aa one whose profession 
was teacMng before he became 
Just a  fruit farmer and candidate 
and Plefoe aa cne who took his 
education from famous Qroton 
and from Cambridge, in England.

Both have the handsome) pe- 
trician look, as though they were 
bom to balanced dietii.
