nder the old law, you first ﬂf-
ured the total amount you paid in

(Continoed from h.o One)
asaeased in the deaths of seven in-
fanta from contagioun diarrhea at
City Hospital last month.

Atty. Gen. George Fingold was
pehieduled to meet foday with state
and ocity heslth authorities and

legal officials.

He sald that  “because of the
shocking allegations revealed to
me, I immediately assigned
soveral members of my staff to
wark on the matter,"

Fingold said a nm submitted
to him by Dr. A. iel Ruben-
stein, director of the State Public
Health  Dept. hospital division,
contained about 21 allegations,
butl refused to disclose them, -

The Attorney General said he
ordered the investigalion into City
Hospital conditions because
what he termed poasible violations
of State Public Health Dept. rules
governing isolation of bables
with transmittal diarrhea.

Other (nvestigations were un-
dertaken by Mayor John B. Hynes,
the Stiate Public Health k%
and by the executive committes of
the City Hospilal staff,

The preliminary investigations
brought out the information that
the hdspital has been operating
without a state license since July
9, 1953. y

Dr. John F., Conlin, City of Boa-
ton Director of Hospitals and
Superintendent of the City Hoe-
pital, said the unlicénsed status of
tha hospital is “a public record.”

He sald the hospital was not
granted a license renswal because
of defects in building and safely
requirementa and not because of
failure to meet requirements In
the care of patients.
