To a large extent, the power that 
the churches can deliver in world 
affairs depends on the amount of 
unity among the churches them- 
aelvea.

‘They have been under tbs heavy 
handicap,AOf balng in a fragmen­
tary condition in an incraaitngly 
unified world," said Lutheran lead­
er Dr. Franklin Clark Fry, vlca 
chairman o f tha c<wncU'a central 
committee.

"They have lived in comparative 
isolation since the reformation, 
and in the caae  ̂o f the Orthodox 
churches, since the 11th Century. 
But the critical condition o f the 
times h u  summoned them to­
gether with a sense'of urgency. 

Depeada on Aaaeasb^
"The strength o f their united 

Christian action in the critical 
years just ahead depends on the 
extant o f agreamant in spirit and 
conviction which is achieved at 
this assembly."

Although the effort to give the 
churches a concerted Impact in a 
world o f contending Ideologies la 
a baaic factor In the council's pro­
gram, an advance study prepared 
by a 32-commlsaion gives addi­
tional connotatiou.

"Our aenaa o f urgency in the 
task of overcoming our divisions ia 
something more than a desire to 
combine in facing hoatile forces or 
unsolved social and political probr 
lems," it saya.

"The mission of the church alma 
at . gathering ail man into unity. 
The diauntty o f the church «>n- 
tradicta that purpose."

But the church's roia in dealing 
with social evils that blight many 
peoples and threaten-otbera stands 
aa a major motivating force in 
the churches' new drive for great' 
er leadership.

The aim, however, la not to build 
a “political power citatar," said 
Dr. Visser't Hooft, but a "spiritual 
power center."

“The church ia ex2>ected to stand 
for man. for his dignity, for hu­
man solidarity, for a decent hu­
man life on this planet," he said. 
"What the churches do may well 
apell the difference between anar­
chy and redemption all over the 
world." f

Hurt by Dlvietoae
In th(a task, Bishop Bell aeid, 

the chu i^ 's  effectiveneea hks been 
"seriously ^impeded by diviaiona 
within it."
. "The world doean't pay much at­
tention to one church when it 
makes a noise,”  he said. "But it 
pays a good deal o f attention when 
many o f them make a noted.

Since the assembly is mads up 
o f groups "with different social 
environments and different undar- 
atandings o f Christian duty," Dr.. 
Cavert aaid, tha churches face im­
mense hurdles in reaching common 
stands on many matters.

“But the very fact of the diver­
sity lends additional significance 
to whatever they ara able,, under 
the guidance o f Ute Holy Spfrit, to 
■peak together as a. word of 
guidsunce for our time."

Canon Wedel, a vice chairman 
o f a council study asctlon, said tha 
"churchea find it no easier than 
do nmtiona" to come out o f isola­
tion, blit the surge o f antj-Chria- 
tian forces haa laid down this 
mandate.

"Seen against tha backgraund 
o f the fiambi q ramparts o f our 
world under judgment," he said, 
"the concepts o f tha gospel of 
Christ which we shaiv with God's 
people of other communions fa r 
outnumber our differences."

The outcome o f the aaaembly la 
clothed in uncertainties and poten­
tial troublespots and controvaraies, 
.but it also holdf' tha framework 
for major potentialtUea In the 
power o f the churchea Says the 
weekly Christian Century:

"W e are. intrigued with tha i^ea 
that something tremendous may 
happen at. Evanston— aomething 
that'would set tha world on fire 
with a blase which Will still be 
hot lo  years from now. It  could 
happen."

Can Deduct Travel Coats 
. Transportation Expenses—The 
new rules govern your business 
transportation expense where (1) 
you are not reimbursed by your 
employer and (3) the expense is 
hot Incurred in overnight travel 
away from home. Under the old 
law, these expenses could> be de­
ducted only finder personal deduc­
tions. This meant that to claim 
them, you had to itemize all your 
personM deductions and forego 
the standard 10 per cent personal 
deduction alibwed moat taxpayera.

In many cases it wouldn’t pay 
you to itemize these transporta­
tion expenses and other deductions 
because the standard 10 per cent 
would give you. a bigger total de­
duction. In.', effect, the new law 
permits you to deduct these trana- 
portation expenses and, in addi­
tion, take the standard deduction 
o f lO per cent of your remaining 
Income. You could already do tMa 
tinder the old law If your business 
transportation expenses ware re- 
imbursM by your employer, (and 
thus Included in your grots In­
com e); or incurred in overnight 
travel away from  home.

- Here to. an example of how the 
Btw ruies'swork. Say you had ex- 
penaca of 3300 covered by the new 
rule, with lOther personal deduc­
tions ef 3300 and an income of 
38,000. Under the old law you 
could itemise your deductions and 
claim only 3O00, while you could 
get 3800 under the standard 10 
per cent. Undbr-.the new law, you

Meals and Lodging — Under the- 
old law, an employe could be taxed 
on meals and lodging provided by 
an amployer if there was any in­
dication at ail that tMs was con­
sidered part of the employe's com­
pensation. Under the new law, they 
will be taxed as income only if 
they are provided clearly for the 
convenience o f the employe. (They 
will not be taxed if provided for

Narcotic$ Agents 
Smash D ^ e  Ring

New York, Aug. 13 OP)—Federal 
Narcotics agents have sm ash^ an 
alleged multi-million dollar 
smuggling ring, climaxing 1 
m'onths o f undercover work by 
some 30 agents who played roles 
of addicts or dealers in Heroin.

The 14 men seized in the round­
up, announced yesterday, were de­
scribed as "top fliglit narcotics 
dealers in the United States.” by 
James C. Ryan, district supervisor 
of The Federal Bureau of Nar­
cotics.

Ryan said ail the men arrested 
desk in Heroin and that the ring’s 
yearly profits ’’ran into the mil­
lions.” .

He termed the roundup the 
largest ever made here of bigtime 
drug dealers and added:

"I f there is not a panic aniong 
tha dope dealers ip New York City 
after this, then I give up.”
• Ryan aald the ring had “a com­

mon source of supply in Mexico 
a ty  and M ontreal” and that the 
14 men “had a definite traffic with 
Italian tra ck e rs .”

Among those arrested were Se- 
bastiano Bellanca, 50, of Fort Lee, 
N. J.; Peter Beddiii, 47, o f White 
Plains, N. Y .; and Orlando' Pooli, 
41, o f the Bronx.

Ryan said Bfllanca, who de­
scribed himself as a. laborer, has 
a 375,000 home—where agents 
found, a rifie, a shotgun, a pistol 
and 500 rounds o f ammunition.

Ryan said agents watched Bed- 
dla hand over a kilo o f puroiHeroin 
to Bellanca on a Bronx street cor­
ner, Bellanca was arrested late fast 
Wednesday night and Beddia'was 
captured shortly afterward. (A 
kilo of Heroin, Ryan said. Is worth 
about 3)0,000 On the wholesale 
market and up to 3100,000 on the 
retail level.)

A narcotics agent, almost knock­
ed down by Beddia’a car In trying 
to make the arrest, fired two shots 
which punctured the windshields 
o f Beddia'a auto.

Yet, 'amid all such considera- 
UonB, and many others, t te  Pres­
ident has obviously made up his 
own adnd and chosen his own 
course.‘6 e  ia not afraid to add to 
the . mellowness wMch may be 
growing in the world. He is not 
afraid to encourage hopes of 
peace. He it  not afraid to stop 
rattling the sword. He has sud­
denly cast our relations with our 
friends in the world 'in to a new 
mood,, that o f the "good'P ’aithcr,” 
aa contrasted to thq tough ap­
proach wMch has been hitherto 
favored by Ms own Secretary o f 
State, Mr. Dulles.

Such are the typical questions 
wMch are asked about the work 
wMch can be done in the field of 
plastic surgery.

There are an . enonhoua number 
o f things which can happen to the 
human body, usually a t the sur­
face, which interfere with some 
function pr with thS appearance. 
There are bums and deforming ac- 
dents i^  peace as. ymll aa in war.

And there are some who are 
bom with defacements which harm 
the looks and consequently make 
tor aeif-consciousneas, i f  nothfiig 
more. Many o f these things, both 
inborn and acquired, can be cor­
rected wholly or partlcally by plas­
tic surgery. <

This is a field wMch has ad­
vanced particulariy during each o f 
the world wars, n ie  reason .is ob­
vious, but our surgeotu have risen 
to the- challenge, and’ as a  msult 
remarkable reconstmetive opera­
tions can bo done today. Many 
people-have been given practically 
new e o n  or noses, for example.

This ia no simple job, however, 
because it  usually involves taking 
cartilage from a rib and trans­
planting it  (a fter reshaping it to 
the desired form ) to the proper 
place. '

Then it has |to grow a blood sup­
ply to keep it olive, and after a 
tim e. one- ••or more additional op- 
eratiprus have to be undertaken to 
cover the area o f the skin.

I t  is an qmazlng thing, this plas­
tic surgery. When the problem is 
complicatM, os is often the case, 
enormous patience is called tor oh 
the port o f the patient and surgeon 
alike.
< Sometimes a whole series o f op- 
erotions— some o f them small ones 
r-^mrer many months or even years 
have to be carried out before the 
job is completed as far aa is pos­
sible. <

There are some risks involved, 
o f course, but thousands can tes­
tify  to good rosulU, and some are 
back living normal lives who would 
not have dared face the fellow man 
unless they had been made to look 
more like t|ie rest o f us..

Complicated plastic surgery is 
not aomething to enter into lightly 
either for the patient or the sur­
geon. The rnoet skilled advice is 
desirable and beware -of those who 
“ promise”  tqp.niuch or“ guarantee”  
results. . .1
