Topical Fluoride Application

(Following is the eleventh in a
series of articles oh “Your Dental
Health" being presented by The
Herald in. cooperation with the
Manchester Dental Society, To-
day, topical fluoride application.)

About one-third of the popula-
tion of the United States lives in
small villages and rural areas
where a public water supply is not
available;

Yet they need not be denied the
protection offered children's teeth
in other communities where the
fluoride content of public drinking
water can be adjusted to a desir-
able level

The dentist or dental hygienist
can provide & certaln amount of
protection for the teeth by swab-
bing them with fluorides, the
chemical salts of fluorine.
A series of four applications are
usually given two to seven days
apart at ages 8, 7, 10 and 13, The
treatments are thus spaced to
catch new teeth as they appear”
The theory behind the fluoride
treatment is that the growing
tooth takes up fluorine, a dietary
mineral, and incorporates it into
& form that makes the enamel

| more resistant to decay.

Such topical application of so-
dium fluoride haa uced the ap-
pearance of new cavities by as
much as 40 par cent among groups
of sthool children.

The Man Betwoen

Rueful West Now Sees
Dr. John High Red Spy

Berlin, Aug, 17 (»—Dr. Otto
John is identified now by rueful
Allled powers as Russin'a master
German =py,

The men who dined cosily in
w on two months tgo with
Allen es, Central Intelligence
Agency director, and curried favor
with the Britlah Secret Service
for 10 years sits openly in the
Communist camp today.

Charged ,

Until he motored into Berlin'a
Soviet mector the night of July 20
—as casunlly as driving around
the block—Dr, John was security
chief of the West German govern-
ment,

His office for protection of the
conatitution ( ) mspent two mil-
lion dollar: & year from the federal
treamiry on esplonage, His raission:
to ferret out and expose Commun-
ist and Nazi plotters inside the
Bonn ‘Republic.

This work was directly connected
not_only with®the security of the
West German state but of 400,000
Allied troopa, .

From his intelligence headquar-
ters in Cologne, Dr. John maln-
tainad continual contact with rep-

ntatives inside Germany of

ritain's M15 (nCelligence network,

the French Deuxieme Bureau, and
America's CIA, °

«Inevitably, he learned a great
deal about what the Allles did on
their own to fight Communist ea-
plonage, which is periodically re-
inforced with new agents and ad-
ditional money from the Soviet
stronghold of East Germany.

He cut quite a figure, this blue-
oyed, blonde, 6-fool lawyer, with
a cloak-and-dagger bent, With the
benefit of hindsight, Allled intelli-
gence nov' assumes that he must
have been & double-agent in Soviet
esplonage for many years.

Fear of eventual exposure is
considered the primary motive for
his switch, The British say now
that they became uncertain about
John about 10 months before his
overt defection. They never told
the Americans, French and West
Germans of such doubts, however.
The French were alwavs lukewarm
on John because of his known
background as a British agent.
Americans courted him.

As the Bonn Republic's No. 1
traitor, Dr. John's case recalls as-
pects of the Alger Hiss postwar
scandal in the United States and
the Iron Curtain flight in 1951 of
British diplomats Guy Burgess and
Donald MaClean,

Traitors on Both Sides

In the east-west esplonage bat-
tle, neither side is spfe from turn-
conls. A former Boviet spy now
declaiming anti - Communism in
Washington, Yurl A. Rantvorov, Is
proof of that,

At loast three German mevie
companies are maneuvering to he
first to rush the tangied plot of
Dr. John's life to the screen. It
has, In fact, enougll fantastic
drama for & dozen scripts.

This perwonable, talented, West-
ern deserter, barn 45 years ago
in the historic university town of
Marburg, has mixed with princesa
and revolutionarier, Geatapa brutes
and Red stool pigeons, austere
idenlists and sex-mad libertines.

A boy wonder with a lega! de-
gree, Dr. John was svpointed busl-
ness trustee of hansa, the
Nazi government's international
;}rrllne. in 19836, when he was barely

if the Gestapo wanted special
information from John to Le Lath-
ered on his official Lrips abroad,
it takes no great stretch of the
imagination to suppose he com-
plied. Other businessmen did.

But |t is also known that he
established ceptact with a German
baron why deserted the Nazi diplo-
matic service for British asylum in
1939, then deserted the British.for
Communist “East Germany aftér
the war,

He also became intimate with a
Dutch double-agent, who two-
timed the British In favor of the
Soviet Union in wartime, flitted in

. and out of John's securily office
- last year, and was found dead, an

apparent suicide, in a Swiss hotel
last November. .

Allied intelligence can only
speculate now on the ble links
that: John forged th the Rad
Chape! (Rotekapelle) and Red
Three, the Soviet spy rings that

twbdsprang up within Hitler's occupied

Europe after 1841,
John In Plot

When the bomb plot against the
Fuehrer was hatched in 1944, John
was in on it along with bundreds
of other officials in the Reich's
military and civil life. His primary
aspignment was liaison with
Prince Louls Ferdinand, anti-Hit-
ler grandson of the last Kaiser.

When the assassination failed,
John's brother, Hans, wan among
those executed, John escaped on a
Lufthansa plane to Madrid, and
the story is that he turned over
top secretn of the V-weapon rocket
base at Peenemuende to British
agents who spirited him on to
London, He was soon welcomed in-
to British counterintelligence,

In postwar England, where Ger-
man physicist Klaus Fuchs was
managing to betray atomic secrets
to the Russians, John's work in-
cluded helping to prepare the war
crimes trial of Field Marshal Eric
Von Manstein, ablest German com-
mander in the Russian campaign.

AL last resettling in the Bonn
Republic, John was the British-
favored cholce in 1850 to head the
new federnl pecurity office. Chan-
cellor Konrad Adenauer did ot
care for him, but John got the job.

A fost man with a drink, John
heard a lot of Allied talk on high
policy matters in the closed-circle
cocktall parties that mark Bonn
social Nfe.

For other sources of Informa-
tion, he combed AMTOlank, K the
office set up to plan West Ger-
Jnan rearmament in the Buropean
Defense Community, and the
Gehlen organization, an American-
financed German espionage outfit
concentrating on Soviet  military
affairs. e

In his hush-hush work, John
often received mysterious Sovietl
Zone visitors. He also ocultivated
two old friends: Dr, Wollgang
Wohlgemuth, much-married West
Berlin playboy and parior pink,
and U. 8, counterintelligence Capt.
Wolfgang Hoefer, a German who
had emigrated in 1838 and acquired
American citizenahip.

Toured U, K,

Promoting for himself a coast-
to-coast tour of the United Slates,
John returned from It in mid-June
after being cordially walcomed to
the CIA headquarters and Penti-
gon in Washington and to U, 8.
defense plants,

AL 8 pm. on July 20—the 10th

John was driving Wohigemuth
and himself in the latter's sedan
when & West Berlin customs of-
fcer halt d them. gt the Sandkrug
Bridge over the Spree Chnal.

Hot Issue for
Greece, Britain

United Nations, N. Y, Aug. 17
(A—Greece and Britaln, ou Y
long friends, have come to diplo-
matic blows in the United Nations
ovef the 0r'turs of Cyprus, a lsrge
Mediterranean isiand base which
Britain has and Greéce wants.

sAfter five years of trying to get

the British to agree on a Cyprus
plebiscite, the Greeka have an-
nounced they will come in before
the end of the week with a plea
for U.N. intervention.

Next Bundsy marks the formal
30-day limit for putting itema on
the work program. of the U. N,
General Aasembly which begina its
ninth session here Beptl. 21.

Want Election On Island

Trading on UN. declarations
sbout the right of all peoples to
self  dete ation, the Greeks
now want the U.N, to yolte for an
election on Cyprus which they are
sure would overwhelmingly favor
union with Greece,

The British are pretly sure that
the island’s preponderantly Greek
population would wvote that way,
too, and don't like the idea.

The Britiah have just been forced
into an agreement to leave the
Suez Canal area. They have been
sniped at by Spain, which wants
Gibraitar at the western gate of
the Mediterranean, They are féar-
ful that Communist inflyence in
Cyprus, as well as in Greeca itself,
might some day threaten efféctive-
ness of what ia now considered an
important NATO base, made more
important by the promised evacu-
ation of Suex. -

The British make no secret of
opposing any move to weaken their
hold on Cyprus. They admit they
are disturbed that the question
should be brought to the U.N,,
where Afriean, Axian and Latin.
American countries for years have
been preaching the right of self-
determination for peoplea.

Such & campaign has erupted
in the past over French control in
Tunia and Morocco,

The. British firat ditch of de-
fense is to oppose the U, N, con-
sidering any Cyprus question on
the grounds that it ia a purely
domestic question which the U. N.
cannot debate. Cyprus has been
under British administration since
1878 and has been & crown colony
since 1025.

But the U. N. has voted the
domestic responsibility plea down
before and the British are not
sure they ctan make It stick In
the Cyprus case.

Preparing for the debate stage,
the British argue that Cyprus
nevar was a part of Greece, that
Turkey any change in
fsland rule because almost one-
fifth of the island's half million
population is Turkish, and that
any change might hamper NATO
defenses.

The . British aiso argue that
Greece has her own economic
problems and can't afford to take
care of Cyprus the way Britain
can and “will: That the 400,000
Greeks on Cyprus fled Greece be-
cause they couldn't make a lving
there and that Communist influ-
ence on the lasland might even con-
vert it into a danger spot for the
West unless the British retain
control,

The Greeks retort thatl it's silly
to say Cyprus never belonged to
Greece. “IL was Greece,” they
say. |

They argue that all eloments of
the Greek-speaking population—
religious, cultural, political, con-
servative, liberal, radical, mercan-
tile—favor union with Greece and
have been striking recently to
prove L. The population has re-
Jected Briliah offers of & new con-
stitutiopn because there Iz no Greek
union clause in it

The Greeks also have hinted
strongly that Cyprus will prove
how much the United States be-
lieves In principle of self-deter-
mination which {t has been
preaching.

The United States has not made
up ita mind how it will vote. One
American source sald it's not just
a simiple question of what the i»-
land people want., “The British
worries about. Communist infifi-
ence, ‘the threat to immobilization
of the base, are very real things to
be considered,” this source sald.

The received in Bombay,
which is 250 milea north of Goa,
said the casualtiea occurred when
some of the Nationalists resisted
