ert Dudley French, 85, Yale pro-
fessor emeritus of English who
was one of the nation's outstand-
ing Chaucerian muthorities, is
dead.

He authored “Handbook- on
Chaucer” during his time at Yale.

When the undergraduate col-
lege system was installed at Yale
in the early 1930s, he was one of

In addition to the book on
Chaucer, Prof. French wrote sev-
eral books depicting the Yale
scene. He was a classmate of the
Iate Sen.

The work is highly skilled and

“leg irons” that ground them st
every atep. Visitors check their

When that toothachs flares up
in the middle of the night, It sig-
nifies that the decay has reached
the “nerve” or heart of thc tooth,
properly known as the

The pulp is a npeculued u-ue
containing. not only nerves, but
arteries and veins, It has several
functions, but the moat important
is to form dentin, the body prop-
er of the tooth.

Not only does the pulp produce
the original dentin of the teeth,
but it continues to lay down sec-
ohdary dentin when the teeth be-
come worn down through use in
later years.

The health of the pilp is main-
tained- by keeptngedec-y away. At
one time it was believed that once
the pulp was infected, it was nec-
essary to- extract the tooth, Now
it in known that the tooth some-
times can be saved, particularly
single-rooted leeth in the front of
the mouth.

But
this term is not correct.

When the tooth pulp in no longer
able to create new dentin, the
tooth continues to receive nourish-
ment for this purpose by way of
the cementum, which is the bony
Iayer covering the roots. Many
such “dead” teeth remain service-
able for years.

Occasionally, a devitalized tooth
becomes discolored. When this be-
comes 'unsightly, dentists use a
bleaching process. In those cases
Where a tooth won't respond to
bleaching, dentists can pince a
porcelain jacket over it.

Not all devitalized teeth are. a
result of tooth decay. Somotimes
the nerve and blood supply of the
tooth ¢an be interrupted by a blow
resulting from an accident.
