It also needs new
furnishings, including = washing
machineé similar to the one in the
county home. Plana were made
some Uime ago to purchase the
furnishing: of the now defunsgt
Norwich jall, but were disregard-
el as impractical - after the
furnishings were examined,

A total of $43.920.00 was vre-
quested for the County Home, an
increase of $2378.15 over the
present year. The Increase ia due
partly Lo an increase of salary for
the attendants at the home, but
primarily for building repairs,

It wan pointed out that the
home is badly in need of repaint-
ing, It was last painted 11 years
ago,

Although there are now only
13 childpen at the home, L was
argued that the requegts were not
too high. The state requires that
a county keep a receiving home
for children. Jt was nointed out
the —expenses weore lower than
others in the state.

The record of this session was
sttained In spite of the fact that a
good deal of its time and attention
seemad to be taken up by an issue
which bad very little to do with
itz legislative work—the issue of
the conduct of one of its own
members.

Perhaps the greatest single ac-
complishment of this session was
that it was able to resoive one of
the two major fundamental {ssues
it faced. Both were tough and
tangled issues; both, for solution,
demanded the revocation of exist-
ing privilege for powerful groups;
both were the kind of issue on
which swift change is not usual'y
possible; it would have been rou-
tine, i fact, for there to be fallure
on both,

On one of these issties, that of
adjusting trade policy to our own
modern situation and to & modern
world, the Eisenhower administra-
tion had to accept a temporary
stalemate, The commission study
it made of the problem was not
able to come up with any dynamic
new formula such as the President
had hoped for; White House
strategy obviously cecided, early
in the session, that it had not yet
obtained the basis for a full fight
on the lasue, even though it was
obviomaly one of the main issues
in President Eisenhower's mind.
Bo . on this issue, this seasion
passed. Significantly, however, the
first administration move im-
mediately after the adjournment
of Congreas was to begin prepar-
ing to huve foreig) trade the
Pprime issud in the next session of
Congress.

On the other main and funde-
mental issue, that of farm policy,
the Bissnhower administration,
against all odds, won through to a
surprise  victory. Here was an
example of how it could  fight
when its strategy did choose to
fight all the way down the line on
& major issue, For a time, Secre-
_tary of Agriculture Benson was
surely the most abused man In
© Washington. For a time, the farm
hloc guceeeded in creating the im-
pression that the Eizenhower ad-
. minigtration was about to coramit
political su'cide. Yot Benson kept.
on, and the President kept back-
"ing him, anc the ppsition which
was right but pelititally unpopu-
lar began to pick up strength and

- preatige.

The farm  problem was one
which should have pressed on any

its own idea of balance on the
fecommendations of the President,
It thpought he was too libéral on
housing and health insurance, and
went more toward the conserva-
tive side of things than he had
wished. And it thought he was too
conservative with regard to the
future of TVA and atomic snergy,
and - here it liberalized on his
 recommendations,

But, in general, & balance was
struck, whick represented a re-
treat from some of the extremes
of the New Deal, but a’ retreat
| which was moderate, and net &
new extreme in itself.

It is a part of the atmosphere
of this session, although the Con-
gress itself played no particular
role in such events, that two other
branches of government, during
this span of time, made notable
contributions of national policy.
In the judicial branch, the Su-
preme Court outlawed segrega-
tion, at last going just about as
far as law alone can go to per-
foct the social structure of Amer-
ican democracy.

In the executive branch, Presi-
dent Eisenhower exhibited a grow-
ing leadership toward peace, with
truce in Korea, with final refusal
to intervene in Indo-Chinm, with
his atomic pool for peace proposal,
with enunciation of t.!u “good
partner” policy for our "triends,
and of & “modus vivendi” type of
coexistence for our relations wita
our enemies, In most of this presi-
deential leadership on  foreign
policy, the Congress has besn
more of a handicap than a help,
but it is part of the story that the
Presidential leadership was able to
bridle the more violent impulses of
the Congress wwud mumuouu
moronity,

Finally, the 83rd session of the
Congreas stands as the session in
which both the White Mouse and
the Congreas itself finally began
the process of mmnun‘ the
power and prestige of the great
rising demagogue of the day, and
this effort, which was the great
distraction of the seasion; may yet
stand as the one thing which has
done most for the country,

All in,all, this is = saner,
healthier, sounder country, at
home and abroad, because of what
Athe Esenhower administration has
accomplished in the past two
years. With many detailed de-
partures and variations, the main
trend of Eisenhower acComplish-
ment has been exactly .what the
people voted for—the middle rosd
toward stability. at home and in
the world, It would be & miracle if
that road evér came to such a
complete fulfillment that there
would seem to be an end of the
need for endeavor and worry and
devotion. It is"all we can resson-
ably ask that we should be on it,

Pentagon officials
merely point to the long line of
warnings made from Washington
in recent. years about Russia's
estimated atrength of some 350 to
400 pubmarines. )

Stump said sbout 100 were In
the Pacific.

The existence of hundreds of
Soviet submarines Iz not in itself
sufficient cause for the frequently
voiced official concern, for most of
them are known to ba old types,
suitable primarily  for close-in
coastal defense in waters such as
the Baltic and Black seas.

The Rumians did ‘get some
completed German submarines
and some of Germany's best in-
derseas devices after World War
II. But the United States has the
same ideas and has actually built
better submarines than the best
the Germans produced,

Pentagon informants say. how-
ever, that the Soviets have been
working intensively for years on
atomic power for vassels and
probably other war machines,
They say the Russian search be-
gan at least as soon as the United
States made it known that atomic
power oould be applied and that
this country was going shead with
a nuclear powered submarine.

It is known, for instance, that
2 Russian tank production expert
of World War IT was shifted to
a military atamic project several
vears ago.
