24 Crewmen Killed 
As Bomber Crashes

Rapid City, S. D., Aug. 28 (/P)— A huge B-36 bomber car­
ried at least 24 crewmen to death last night when it crashed 
and burned during landing attempt at Ellsworth Air Force 
Base near here. The Public Information Office said three
other crewmen ' aboard the plane ,,—;;----- -̂-----------------------------------------
were in “ very critical”  condition'
at the- base hospital.

The bodies of the dead were bad­
ly tom and burned.

At first searchers were kept 
away from the fuselage section of 
the broken ship by roaring fiamei. 
However, they were able to remove 
the last bodies about 7 a..,m* 
(EDT).

Officers said it  would be about 
11 a. m. (EDT) before they would 
be able to announce the names of 
the victims.. They said the heavy, 
casualty list slowed the task of 
notifying the next of kin.

No public identification of vie- 
tima will be made until this is ac­
complished.

Firemen reported the biasing- 
ship set several brush and grass 
fires. Theae were brought under 
control, allaying danger o f a 
prairie fire.

The plane was one of the nation’s 
largest propeller driven bombers. 
It took off from, the base yesterday 
and had been on a routine training 
fiisht at the time of the crash.

production and “ a greater meos-- 
ure of equity in the distribution 
>f wealth and income.”

It said that farmers shoidd have 
"a  reasonable measure of security 
of income.”

It also suggested that trade 
onion, farmer and employer as­
sociations and other groups should 
be responsible to their members 
and society as a whole.

The statement—endorsed uiiani- 
mously by representatives of 163 
denominations in 48 countries— 
differed in its treatment of capital­
ism and government s  role In so­
ciety from the report adopted at 
the council’s first ’ assembly at 
Amsterdam in 1948.

The Amsterdam report said 
there were "conflicts between 
ChrisUanIty and capitalism.”  That 
report also said the church should 
"reject the ideologies of both 
Communism and laissez-faire capi­
talism”  and should work for a 
"coherent and pufpqeeful ordering 
of society.”

The report brought ihxyesterday 
was drafted by the committee on 
responsible society. It Is olvided 
into three sections. The first se^ 
tion, dealing with economic polf- 
cles, was approved. Action on the 
other two secUona waa deferred 
until today.

Bishop John Peter of Hungary, 
a delegate from behind the Iron 
Chirtaln who is here on a limited 
visa  ̂ told the assembly before the 
vote was taken that the Hungari­
an delegation would vote for the 
report.

In apparent reference to the 
second sqcUon, which discusses 
tension between Communist and 
non-Conununlst peoples in mild 
terms, he stated the report is. a 
"new starting point” toward bet­
ter understanding between 
churches of the West and o f the 
Soiriet-domlnated sphere.

The assembly also endorsed. In 
effect, a report on the convention’s 
main theme: “Christ the hope of 
the world.”

The report stresses C3iristlan 
confidence . both in spreading 
Christ's ideals in this world and 
hope for a perfect "Kingdom” af­
ter Christ’s second coming.

That action still is subject to a 
confirming vote sdter minor re­
visions in wording.

Eisenhower Signs 
Farm Bill Today

(ConHiined from Pago OM)

In general, the 1954 Farm , Act 
gives Secretary of Agriculture Ben­
son authority to move government 
farm price supports up or down.

It also provides new methods for 
disposal of more than six billion 
dollars worth of farm surpluses 
that may bulge to near 10 billions 
before the year ends.

Biggest change is an end with 
this year's crops to the mandatory, 
rigid supports at 90 per cent of 
parity that were installed during 
World War. H to stimulate produc- 
Hon of wheal, cotton, com, rice 
and peanuts. 'They are classed as 
"basic crops”  by law. *

Parity is a formula designed to 
assure farmers a fair return in re­
lation to the price of things they 
buy.

A Sixth basic crop, tobacco, re­
tains 90 per cent support as long 
as farmers continue to approve 
strict control over planting and 
marketing enforced by heavy pen­
alties.

A most satisfactory victory tor 
Benson and the admlnistrylon 
was congressional backing hia 
move slashing dairy p r ic ^  sup­
ports one-sixth—from to 75 
per ceiit o f parity—lastyApril 1.

Thia action came a^er a half 
billion dollars worth m perishable 
butter, cheese and /  dried milk 
went into govemiwnt storage in­
stead of into consumption.

In winning Its plea for flexible 
and lower supports, the adminis­
tration had to reverse the power­
ful Agriculture committees of 
both the Senate and House, as 
well as a House vote to raise 
dairy supports to 80 per cent of 
parity Sept. 1.

Under the policy, state employes 
with professional or technical abili­
ties may apply for and receive paid 
leaves of absence for one year to 
attend school. 'This paid leave may 
be ex:j,ended beyond one year by 
the State'Per'sohnel Board

Before gettinng the time off with 
pay, an employe must promise to 
talce courses which will aid him 
in state work. He must also prom­
ise to return to his state job after 
his paid leave' of absence, and con­
tinue on hia state post for at least 
two years.

In order to become eligible the 
employe must have worked for the 
state for at least two years and 
have proven his abilliy. Tuition 
for the courses must be paid for 
by the employe involved.

clear credit to us. And, if we 
could have made th is. conference 
trom the start the kind of thing 
tt is likely to end up being, the 
conference would probably not 
have encountered tha boycott it 
has encountered from the native 
nations of Asia which, un­
fortunately, are the nations which 
count moot in the t«tUement of 
Asian problenls.

There have been some intima­
tions of whr-t the Manila Confer­
ence is likely to become. Thus, 
President Eisenhower, in his press 
conference discussion r f  the state 
of the world after Geneva, said 
that truce in Indo-China, although 
not completely satisfactory ta us, 
did give us ah opportunity to use 
pur economic strength to help 
build a  atronger,' healthier world, 

'And that was some forecast of 
what the Manila Conference is 
Ihost likely to accomplish—^which 
la the creation of some political 
and economic program for making 
the free parts of the Asian world 
stronger hnc, healthier in the de 
partment of their own living.

I f  -the Maxilla Conference had 
originally been called' with such a 
positive goal, nations like India 
would have admired that goal, and 
wanted to cooperate in it, and 
could not have been kept .away 
lrom.it.

But the conference,' unfortunate 
ly, was originally proposed pure 
ly as a military matter, designed 
to fo ^ e  one more of those patch 
work military alliances we have' 
been constructing around ^the 
World. In such a  proposed reliance 
upon military s t re n j^  aa the 
thing which must be decisive in 
the battle with Communism, w 
parted company with much of the 
mind qf Asia, which thinks other 
factora la life -are going to be 
more decisive. W e proposed, more 
over, what would have to be 
new western military dominance 
and leadership of countries which 
have just escaped from western 
domination, and want no” return 
to it, direct or indirect.

Thus, o f the important Asian 
nations, only Pakistan Is coming 
to  tlie conference, and even it is 
coming only on the basis that it 
will make no .commitments there 
ani| even this is creating political 

. trouble for tlie Pakistan gvoem- 
Miant at home.

The potetiUal effectiveness of 
the conference on the military 
side,' then, is dead before the con­
ference even Opens, and it will 
necessarily concern itself with 
those very things the Asians them­
selves consider more bsisic in the 
struggle to maintain the new 
Asian freedonu now in existence. 
The pity of it is that -if the. con­
ference- had started out that way, 
there would be a  kind o f united 
Asian front which would be a free 
diplomat's d r e ^ .

One reason President Elsen­
hower signed so speedily the bill 
outlawing the Communist Party 
Ic probably that he did not want

As for the basic reason he 
signed the bill at all, it is prob­
ably the same baaic -reason why 
the members of Congress stam­
peded almost unanimously before 
the shallow politica' maneuvers 

Senator Humphrey, the Min 
nesota Democrat. It is safer to be 
against the Communists, no mat­
ter what the weapon being used 
against them, than to be nervous 
about American principles.

I f  there is to, be '.ny negative 
credit for Pi-eaident Eisenhower in 
this situation, it would seem to 
derive from the fact that he held 
hia noae r/hile he signed 6ie bill.

"In  the final days of the ses­
sion," bis statement of signature 
said, "the Congress tdded to this 
measure certain clauses . . . The 
full impact of these clauses upon 
the enforc-jment of the laws by 
which we ae now 'fighting the 
Communist conspiracy in this 
coimtry will-require further care­
ful study. I  am satisfied, however, 
that they were not Intended to 
impair or abrogate any portion of 
the internal security act or the 
criminal statutes under which the 
leaders of .the Communist parly 
are now being prosecuted and that 
they may prove helpful in several 
respects."

Thus the President hopes that 
the new law will ,do nothing spe­
cial to the Communists, leaving 
them in approximately the same 
position aa before. But it would 
have become the presidency more 
if he had at least faced the ques­
tion of what the passage of such 
a law may do to us, tiie American 
people, as, once again, we abandon 
a -vital and almost sacred tradl 
tlon, concerning freedom of 
thought and belief and p.ditical 
organization, merely in order to 
take'another political potshot at 
the Communists.

Once again 
the Socialists picture "jobless 
workers tramping the streets in 
vain."

Once again, they are back with 
all their own loves. "The Soqiqlist. 
party stands for the abolition of 
law's passed by Democrats and Re­
publicans to protect the public 
utilities, for rate reduction, and 
for eventual publio ownership and 
public operation." Once again, the 
Socialist plirascmakers refer to 
"the stranglehold of the public 
utilities in our state.!’

Once again the Socialists speak 
of a victory "for the. common peo­
ple in wiiose hands the affairs of 
government properly belong."

For Lance Cloutier, age 11, has 
won the use of a horse for the com 
ing fall, winter, and spring, by 
winning almost all the honors in 
sight for riding at Camp Bob 
White in Ashland, Mass.

Lanic'e had a big day on Sunday, 
Aug. 8, when he won the advanced 
riding championship, pladed sec­
ond in bareback riding, and won 
a blue- ribbon for being the best 
ail round swimmer in athletic com­
petition at the caipp.

In the father and son team 
events, Lance and his dad also 
won the relay race. Kenneth Clou­
tier, the boy’s father, a one-time 
soccer enthusiast, credits Lance’s 
fine swimming with being the race 
winning ingredient.

ffiggeat Thrill
But his biggest thrill undoubted­

ly came when the canf{> directors 
d e c i d e d  to let Lance take 
"Apache,” (the horse he used to 
train on) horns With him.

The horse lyill not be his but he 
will be able to keep It to use dur­
ing the winter months.

The difficulty the boy faced was 
where to put the horse; for what 
do you do with a horse In a rest 
dential community? How will tha 
neighbors react? And where can 
you ride him?

These were the questions which 
mu.st have been perplexing to an 
exuberant b o y  after the thrill of 
winning such a prize had worn off 
and the sober light of everyday 
life had cast its withering glare on 
hia feeling of being the most en­
vied lad in town.

Although there will even be 
room for a small exercise ring on 
the Cloutier land, most of Lance’s 
riding will be done in the Highland 
Park area.

This pleases a neighbor, who 
also rides horses, for he has been 
riding there all alone and Lance 
will be a companion.

On Turbine Autos
■ London, Aug. 28 (A) — BrU^n 's  

biggest automobile m ak e/h iS ^r- 
dered engineers to step up expert-^ 
ments in an effor/t to get produc­
tion started on an economical jet- 
propelled car.

British Motor Corp. Says it was 
encouraged by tests Just com­
pleted with an Austin Sheerline 
sedan powered by a  125 horsepow­
er gas turbine Mgine. For the 
108 miles between Birmingham 
and London this car. instead of 
the customary $2.80 worth of gas­
oline. used kerosene costing *1.54.

It had a heat exchahgef, mak­
ing use of exhaust gases. An  
announcement said;

"W ith the possible exception of 
the Chr/ysler engine in America, 
about which little has been pub­
lished, this-is believed to be the 
first successful application of a 
heat exchanger to a gas turbine 
in a motor vehicle."

The jet car-requires no gearbox 
and has no reciprocating .parts.

Apache will just mean more of 

the same thing that Lance hopes 
to do-in the future. It is his am­
bition to be given full charge of 
the horses at Camp Bob White 
when he is older and this' will be 
good practice.

He has already done much of 
the grooming of the horses at the 
camp, because he has the habit of 
rising early, and the camp oi'ficlala 
felt that would be a good way to 
use his surplus energy and drive.

One -thing is certain, you do not 
welcome a horse casually into your 
daily life.

Some vocational training' pro­
grams have been launched suc­
cessfully, but UNRWA has found 
three years far too short a time 
for major projects in the Arab 
world; There are blueprint# for 
developmenta In the Jordian Val­
ley, Sinai Peninaula and Syria, 
but these are .long-range pro­
grams. If UNR'WA it to remain 
until these projects aie completed 
and working, It must live for 
decades.

Woik Project FaiM 
UNRWA's first failure was ita 

attempt, when established In 1949, 
to provide works projects for ref­
ugees out of annual appropria­
tions of 20 to 25 million dollars. 
Approximately 700,000 Palestine 
Arabs driven from their homes in 
the 1948 Palestine war were taken 
on relief rolls. The U; N. con­
sidered the works projects as the 
important thing, with relief only 
temporaiV and secondary. The U. 
N. timetable then foresaw a 
monthly reduction in the number 
of refugees so that within two* 
years their number would be neg­
ligible.

Minor works projects weie be­
gun at that time, but these soon 
were given up os direct relief ab­
sorbed 'UNRWA' funds. Instead 
of declining, the number o f refu 
gees on relief Increased. A high 
birth rate among refugees has 
pushed their number to nearly 
900.000 today.

Under Ita newly appointed di­
rector, Henry Labouisse, UNRWA 
la trying to take stock and adopt 
a new, more realistic approa^-to 
liquidation of the refugee frob  
lem. Whatever new approach ia 
adopted, UNRWA officials, are 
convinced there is no shortcut 
to success.

Bonn Doctors 
Starting Drive 
For Pay Boost

Bonn, Germany, Aug. 28 ^  —  
There are 70,000 phyaiciana In 
West Germany, and about 58,000 
of them depend largely On Income 
from Boclalized medicine. Today 
they are in the mldat o f a cam­
paign for more pay.

Soelaliied 70 Yaara 
Germany haa had aociaUaed 

medicine 70 yeara. The ayatem 
glvea complete medical traatment, 
hospital expenaea, support o f a 
family during sickness and funeral 
costs if a patient dlea. It does 
this out of aasesamenta o f three 
cents on every pajrroll dollar — 
and winds up every year with a 
profit which is divided among doc­
tors.

Tax Matiatica show the avarage 
annual earnings o f  a physician 
working for aociaHzed medicine 
are about $3,000. Private patienta 
provide $1,000 to $3,000 more. So 
the total inroine of a "eoclalized 
doctor” ia between $4,000 and 
$8,000—the higheet income group 
in Germany.

There la one doctor for 000 mem- 
bera of the atata-.-aoeial medical 
system. Before 1932. thei'e waa one 
doctor* for 1,000. Doctors not In 
the orga-'.isation now want the 
number of members per doctor re­
duced to 450. That ilVould admit 
more doctors.

The socialized medicine organ­
ization eaya such change, would 
either raise nqemlMrahip fees, or 
cut the standard of medical treat­
ment.

Physicians already in the sys­
tem say they are overworked and 
underpaid, that present paymenta 
are based on medical treatment as 
It waa 22 yeara ago. They want a 
free hand in preacriblng medicine 
inatead of being limited in the 
amounts they can order. The or­
ganization's reply to this' ia that 
the phyaiciana want to do more 
prescribing in order to win more 
patienta and induce them to Come 
oftener. Doctors are paid accord­
ing to the number of patienta aa 
well as the number of visits.

This controversy does not affect 
the specialist with a big name. Hia 
income is assured by patients able 
to pay a high fee. It la the phyai- 
cian atill grappling with building 
up a practice, and the young doc­
tor just out of college, whose in­
terest In socialized medicine ̂  is 
strongest. For this category of 
doctors, socialized medicine pro­
vides a dependable minimum in­
come besides allowing him to de­
vote his spare time to treating 
nonorganized private patients at 
regular fees.

From correspondence it seems 
that there la still a good deal of 
confusion concerning the use of 
hormone or estrogen ointments or 
ereams.

Q — I have been using a bor- 
mone night cream for a year. What 
would be the effecta of using this 
face eream regularly? Mrs. C.

A —  The female sex hormone 
contained to such creams la ab­
sorbed through the skin. If it is 
uaed by a woman who is herself 
producing insufficient quantities of 
this hormone it will bring about 
affects similar to  those produced 
when the hormone is given by in­
jection. For e x a m p l e ,  it may 
cause increase in the size of the 
breaata, some change in the skin 
aiid perhaps other changes which 
are the result of the production of 
estrogen. In a woman who has no 
deficiency of ovarian estrogen 
production the hormone cream 
may cause no obvious affect what­
ever or it may cause disturbances 
in the monthly cycle.

For six years he devoted time and 
effort to the'cause o f blinded vet­
erans. Today he la a freelance 
wrl'er.

Here is the step-hy-step train­
ing of a bUw* veteran named Mc­
Cabe, as portrayed by Graensvaod 
to the VA movie, “ The LiongOuM.''

The day McCabe entered Hlnaa 
he was given a long ohnnlBam 
cane. Private inetructora patient­
ly began teaching him how to 
handle the strange object. For 
many days bn prkcticed by araDc- 
ing the corridora o f HI nee. FInaUy 
he found the cane b e « a  hitting 
obstacles before be did.

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Phenix City 
Grand Jury 
indicts 545

Phenix City, Ala., Aug. 30 
(AP) —An emergency grand 
ju ry  returned 646 indict­
m ents today a fte r three 
weeks of investigating vice 
and corruption in Phenix 
City and then went back to 
work to continue a  crack­
down on racketeers.

Under Alabama law names of 
those Indicted must be withheld 
until the defendants are arrested 
or are under bond. Scores of 
gamblers and others identified 
with the rackets in this vice-crust­
ed city already ;had been arrested 
by-National Guardsmen and if any 
of those were included in the in­
dictments and had already made 
bonds in circuit court, it was not 
necessary to arrest them again.

There waa no immediate indica­
tion on how many individuals 
were indicted because multiple in­
dictments were expected against 
several gamblers. ,

Number 8Un Uncertain 
The exact number of defendants 

Will not be known until the indict­
ments are Indexed.

It waa almost a foregone con­
clusion, however, that the flrsf 
interim report would contain no 
indictments for, the murder of 
anti-vice crusader A. V- Patterson- 

.' whose death on June 18 started 
the unprecedented vice purge in 
Phenix (hty where wide-open 
gambling and other- rackets 
flourished for years. *

State authorities directing the 
search for Patterson's killer 
haven’t completed their case.

Even before today’s report was 
made, Solicitor Johnson had spoken 
of the' poseibllity that two slihul- 
taneoue divisions of court might 
be necessary to try the defendants 
in order to avoid a log Jam. Norm­
ally one judge tries all cases.

Grand Jury testiinory is protect­
ed by closely guarded secrecy but 
the very identity of -many of the 
witnesses subpoenaed here In the 
past three we'ks indicated the na­
ture of the investigation.

There were leaders in the cru­
sading Russell (county) Better 
ment Assn., for example who have 
charged repeatedly that racketeers 
controlled election machinery . in 
Phenix a ty  and infiltrated even 
Into the Jury boxes to protect their 
Interests.

Patterson, who had been nom 
Inated for Attorney General of 
Alabama m  a cleanup platform 
was the RfiA’s attorney.

Other witnesses included state in­
vestigators, highway patrolmen and 
national guardsmen who seized 
hundreds of slot machines, crooked 
dice, marked cards - and lottery 
tickets in widespread raids on 
notorious gamMlng dens.

Atomic Bill 
Signed by 
Eisenhower

W ashington, Aug. 30 (IP)— 
President Eisenhower today 
signed the new atomic energy 
legislation and declared it  will 
speed the tim e when the atom 
“will be wholly devoted” to 
peaceful purposes.

The bill, which ignited one of 
the hottest Congressional fights of 
the year, overhauls the 1946 
Atomic Energy Act. One of the 
changes permits the government, 
under certain security safeguards, 
to give nuclear information. to 
America’s allies.' '

The new legislation also, for the 
first time, opens the door for de­
velopment of a private atomic 
power industry within the United 
States.

Eisenhower, in a statement, took 
note of the. warm debate in Con­
gress over these provisions.

He said he feels "some mia- 
understandingA" w_prt' aeveated 
during the debate, and added;

”1 want our people to know that 
these provisions are designed 
eventually to relieve the taxpayer 
pf the' enormous tost of the com­
mercial aspects of the enterprise, 
while fully protecting the public 
interest in atomic energy.

“ In fact, these provisions carry 
into effect the 1946 policy decKra- 
tion of the original Atomic Energy 
Act, that free competition in 
private enterprise s h o u l d  be 
strengthened.”

Elsenhower, expressed confi­
dences that the new measure will 
be-a boon to public and private de­
velopment of atomic energy. It 
will lead, he said, to greater na­
tional strength.

“Programs undertaken as a  re­
sult' of this new law.” the Presi­
dent declared, “will ' help, us 
progress more rapidly to the time 
when, this new source of energy 
will be wholly devoted to the con­
structive purposes of man.”.

As tP the act’s application 
abroad, Eisenhower said it will 
“ gveatly strengthen our common 
defense and security.”

He said-America’s allies, armed 
with atomic data from the United 
States, will be in a better position 
to evaluate enemy atomic capablll- 
Ues,' to train a defense and to 
learn how to use atomic weapons.

The Presideiit recalled his aug- 
geation last December that na­
tions with atomic materials and 
know hotw—including the So'viet 
Union—pool jhelr resources Ih an 
agency set up under the Untti 
Nations for peaceful appUcatiofi/of 
nuclear power.
