The secretary said the United
States would retain its military
bases in the Philippines as “con-
crate evidence of the United
States' ahility and intention to
take necessary countermeasures.”

He said & num-
ber of apparent sleeping sickness
cases are under study in adjacent
Cameron County. -

Been Milder Than '52

The health officer said the en-
cephalitis form here was not so
severe as that Involved in a 1052
outbreak In Californla and “much,
much less “serious than the out-
break in St. Louis In 1933
1987." It was reported those con-
tracting the disease are very sick
for four to six days after which
extreme fatigue continues for sev-
eral daya,

The 1952 outbreak of sleeping
sickness in California resulted in
47 deaths out of more than 700
human cases reported. .

It waa the state's worst year for
the disease, which was predomi-
nately In the 20 central counties.
An emergency $250,000 grant from
the state helped carry out a fight
against mosaquitoes.

8L, Louis suffered two serious
outbreaks of what was called “'St.
Louls Encephalitis" by medical
men, In 1833 there were 130 deaths
reported out of 477 known cases.
Four years later 107 died with 437
cases reported.

In both outbreaks the disease
affected persons 50 years old or
