Thus, to a large extent, person-

Doctor Says

Nolse in Ears Is More
Annoying Than Dangerous

“My hearing has been affectsd
by nolnes in the sare.” “For a
time I have been troubled ‘with
spells of dizziness, I am deaf in
one ear. One doctor diagnosed my
trouble as Meniere's disease.”
“Can anything be done for
and hissing noisen in the sars?
This drives me almost crazy at
times."

These and many other similar
letters reflect the widespread dif-
ficulty which people have from
what s p ly Meniere's disease
(there. are; of course, other pos-
sible causes for these difficulties
but in thin column I am dealing
exclusively with the condition
known ms Menlere's disease).

Meniere'n diseasp, or Menlere's
syndrome as it is sometimes calléd,
is = xather loose name used to
cover several different kinds of
disorders in the inner portion of
the ear, the symptoms of which
are much alike,

It waa firat described over a
hundred years ago by Prosper
Meniere, a Frenchman, who gave
it its name, >

Occasionally, the symptoms
which make up Méniere's syn-
drome are the result of tumors,
injury, fractures, ot Infection, for
example, but in most cases ‘the
ocause is not so obvidus,

In geheral it in considered to
be the result of accumuliation of
Tluid or dropsy in the deep por-
tion of the ear called the laby-
rinth,

This dropsical condition does
not develof in young people, but

en more and more common
after the age of 45.

It usually involves one ear at
first. Actually the attacks of diz-
ziness generally bother patients
more than the unpleasant nolses
or even the loss of hearing.

The treatment of ’l"onlere‘l
syndrome not due’ to accumula-
tion of fluid or dropay depends on
what can be done for the original
cause.

In the case of Menlere's disease
of the dropsical variety, the prob-
lem {» difficult. Many victims find
that drinking a lot of fluids tends
to bring on an attack. As a re-
sult some forms of treatment are
aimed at reducing the intake of
fluid or trying to remove as much
fluid from the body as poasible.

Several medical treatments
have been tried” Surgery is also
employed with success in some
cases and not In others. Surgical
treatment is liable to bring vary-
ing degrees of rellef,

Unless people fall and hurt
themaelves as & resultl of dizsi-
ness, Menlere's syndrome is more
annoying and uncomfortable than
it is dangerous.

This form of dizziness does not
interfere with activities or bodily
functions except those related to
balance and hearing. Neverthe-
leas it produceas a lot of distress
and better measures of treatment
are badly neéded,
