Terrorists Active

It was a grave situation. Gren-
ades and violence by terrorists in.
cluding the still active Communist-
ied Vietminh, threatened the entire
routh of Viet Narm. There was
open unrest in sonfe camps where
refugees from North Viet Nam |
have been quartered.

The refugees were unhappy over
the bickering in the government.
Some said they wanted to return
to the north, where at least they
had a few chickens, a plot of rice
Iand and the sustenance of life
which they say the 12 piastres
(about 33 cents) a day given to
each adult in the south do not pro-
vide,

Perhaps the key to the whole
situation lay with Army Chief of
Staff Hinh, the 43.year-old leader
of Viet Nam's 300,000-man army,
He aaid in a private Interview he
would decide in & few daya wheth.
er he and the Army should “do
something for the country.”

The French military security
forces stopped functiohing tonight.
Bao Dai's friend, Yen Bai Vien,
Vietnamese Army security chief,
tecok over.

Unrest Forecast

Bal Vien has 3,000 tough and
well armed. troops. Despite his
position as head of the security
forces and the rich and powerful
sect Binh Xuyen he was left’ out
of the cabinet.

Diem had nothing much but =
few national police and the malice
of the Army. This situation por-
tended troubile,

Despite the continuing crisis,
there was still no decifive word
from ex-Emperor Bao Dal, whose
vacation on the French Riviera is
now in its sixth month.

A close friend of the chief of

“The indications
now are only that an atom ex-
plosion has occurred.”

A Japanese sclentist had theor-
lzad that the Russian blast was
held on Wrangel. The. island is
northwest of Bering Stralt, which
separates Alaska from Siberia,
