Paul Arnold was numed moder-
ator of the meeling altended by at
least 100 people. A motion to vote
by chieck list was defeated and a
vote by ashow of hands resulted in
a 67 to 27 count on acceptance of
Plymouth Lane and 67 to 13 on
Lynwood Pyive, There was no op-
ponition vote on acceptance of
Colonial Road.

First Selectman Charlea A. Rob-
bins gave n history of the effort to
have roads in the Rosedale section
accepted into the town road sys-
tem He pointed oul that the first
time the selectmen metl with any.
one representing the owner of the
roads, E. J. Holl, was on Sept. 15
when Atty, John D. LaBelle of
Manchester attended the select-
men’s meeling with Rosedale resi-
dents.

At this meeling. Robbins sald,
LaBelle had made clear Holl's
position on the roads and his con-
tention that they had long since
been accepled as town roads by
dedication, Commenting on_ the
question of acceptance by dedica-
tion, Rohbins said that coneen-
trating on that technicality would
result in “losing alght of who lives
there, of who. would benefit and
who would be hurt.” He said that
it might be interesting to test the
theory in court but that should the
town win, it would be an “emptly
victory” that “it would injure the
owner far less than it would In-
jure the Rosedale residents.”

He stated hia opinion that the
town has & "decided moral obliga-
tion" to nccept.the roads, that the
meeting “should look at one thing
only, the welfare of the people”
and that he felt it was the “right
thing to accept the roads’ and he
therefore, “recommended this nce
tion."

Questioning from the floor
establinhed that the interesta of
the town were adequately covered
in the deeds, already passed to the
town, concerning any work K. J,
Holl may undertake on the water
system in the development. Water
pipes run through the roadbed or
along 'the road throughout the
development.

It. was also established that twe
of the ronds are 40 fest in width
and one, 25 feet wide. The question
had been raised an to whether the
roads were of sub-standard width
and if they could be widened, Alty.
LaBelle reminded the mecting that

Information from 8Swiallo on

Pre Rajk Trial

The telephone calls were veport-
ed to the secrel police. Gen,
Stanislaw Radkiewicz, who atill
heads the Public Security Minis-
try, knew, according to the note
released today, “‘That the Hun-
garians were preparing the Rajk
trial and that Noel Field would be
implicated’in this trial."

The American sote to Poland
continued:

“It wos decided that Hermann
Field should be permitted to come
to Poland in order that he might
be exploited in this connection,”

After President Boleslaw Bierut
had approved, Mela Granowska
telephoned Hermann Fleld at
Prague and told him that she
would try to obtain a visa for him,

Mela Granowska Invited Her-
mann to stay with her in Poland,
He made the trip and Granowska
took him to wvisit Helena Syrkus
and Col. Leon Gecow.

Hermann Field planned to re-
turn to Prague by plane from
Warsaw, The Red Polish authori-
ties planned to arrest him at the
Warsaw airport., Deputy Security
Minister Gen, Roman Romkowski
told 8wiatlo that President Blerut
‘personally issued instructions for
the arrest. The necessary officials
{ in chiarge of exit from the country
were informed of the plan.

Selzed at Alrport

Nela Granowska. and Helena
Syrkus took Hermann to the air-
port. They left him there and he
passed through the customs prepa-
ratory, to boarding his plane;
Thereupon he was called intp the
office of a border control organiza-
tion and arrested. The timing was
designed to let Hermann be of-
ficinlly listed as a passenger on
the Czech plane bound for Prague
even though he never-boarded the
plane. -

Swiatlo himself made the ar-
rest, He “invited Hermann Field
to accompany. him to a walting
car.” Hermann was then taken to
thé Miedzeszyn Prison maintained
by the Internal Security Police.

Gen. "Romkowski and Swiatlo
traveled from Warsaw to Buda-
pest. Hungary, to seek evidence
against Polish citizens whom the
Red authorities believed to have
