ing the conviction of Communist: Steve Nelson on charges
of violating Pennsyl¥ania's Sedition Act. Nelson, whose name

has figured in many investigationss
fnte Communist actiyitien, was
convicted tn a state court in Plitts-
burgh in 1952 and drew a zo-yejr_
santence.

Seen Foderal Offonse

The Btate Bupreme Court, how-
ever, held that sedition against the .
United Statea Is & federal offense
that should be prosecuted only in
federal courts,

Later Nelson was convicted with |
other Red party leaders of plot- |
ting to teach the wviolént over-
throw of the United States gov-
ernment and was séntenced to five
years for thut Smith Act offense.
