Roy Cohn Says
Censure Won’t
Stop McCarthy

Boaton, Nov. 8 (»—The U.S.
Senate “no doubt” will vots cen-
sure of Sen. McCarthy but it won't
stop his fight against Communists
“for years to come,” predicts Roy
Cohn, former chief counsel of the
Senate Investigations subcommit.
tee,

Cohn told a rally by the newly-
formed “Citizens for MecCarthy
Commitiees™ in Faneuil Hall last
night that a censure vote “would
be one of. the biackest, un-
fairest acts in the history of the
United States."”

Communism has taken over half
the world and is threatening to
wipe out the United States and
other free nations, Cohn asserted,
More than any other man in the
nation, Cohn said, McCarthy has
fought to expose and rid the coun-
try of Commtnista and to call the
attention to “the Communist con-
spiracy” within tha . United Statea.
As the early leader in the fight
to expose Communists, Cohn said,
McCarthy had sometimes.  been
hampered in his investigations and
attempts to rid the nation of Reds
by some government and Army
officials,

Cohn estimated there are 25,000
Communists and 250,000 “fellow
travelers” . in the United States.
Some of these are in Masasachu-
setts defense plants, Cohn added.

A McCarthy censure vote would
wenken other investigative com-
mitteex in their efforts to root
out Communism in this country,
Cohn said, ’

Instead of strengthening the na-
tion in fta death struggle with
Communism, Cohn said, the ape-
cial Senate session to consider cen-
sure of McCarthy will “ridicule and
hold up to scorn this man who does
more than any one else to fight
the enemy who would wipe us off
the face of ths earth™

Cohn named Sen, Flanders (R~
Vi), who proposed censure of Me-
Qarthy as the leader of those seelk-
ing “to get rid of McCarthy,”
He said other Senators who pre-
viously opposed Sen. McCarthy
were defeated when they ran for
re-election. Cohn named them as
former Senators Tydings (D-Md),
Benton (D-Conn), Gillette (D-
Iowa) and Lucas (D-I1),
