Dry Boa Solntfen
A  recent article in a national 

magaaine bringa up a problem 
with which Mancheater has had 
aome experience, namely, false 
fire alarma.

In It the writer makes the point 
that the old style alarm box baa 
certain inadequacies in that it 
cannot report anything except an 
aU-6ut alarm.

And it is very simple to pull a 
false alarm becauae the mechanics 
o f operation o f the alarm box are 
ao aimple a child can, and often 
does,, open the box and send Are 
apparatus on a wild goose chase.

Another Important point stress 
ed concerns this fact; When an 
alarm ia pulled from a box, the 
whole Are department usually goes 
because no one knows how aerious 
the Are may be.

The author advocates using a 
new type of telephone box, hooked 
directly to Are dept, headquarters, 
which can be mounted outdoors 
and which does not require a nick 
el to operate i t  ,

This system is already tn oper­
ation; in Miami, u d  the writer 
quotes atatistica to show how 
effective it has been in cutting 
coats for false alarm runs and in 
cutting the amount of mileage 
run up by Are trucks knawerlng 
an alarm which are not needed 
when they arrive at the scene.

As it is now, a good deal of 
money is spent needlessly in an­
swering ‘false alarms, and it is, 
nq doubt a reciuring nightmare 
of. all Are chiefs that, while the 
department is out on one of these 
"dry runs." a real Are may occur 
on tha opposite eide o f town.

Alao. it haa happened that an 
alarm la rung in for aid which the 
police department la more ade­
quately equipped to handle, but be­
cause no other means of commu­
nication is available, the firemen 
are summoned.

We wonder Just how many false 
alarma would be rung In by six- 
year-olds if  they had to answer 
some sharp questions by a police 
officer, or* a fireman when the 
phone was lifted.

There is not apace here to en­
large on the arguments for a dif­
ferent system of reporting fires, 
but this problem of recurring false 
rJarma Certainly deserves aome 
deep study.

As the author points out, the 
fire box system was invented 
about 60 years ago. Surely some 
advances have been made since 
then in other fields, but you would 
not find it out by' examining a 
present day box, which haa hardly 
^ n  altered, except in minor 
ways, since the first one was 
made.

Nostalgia
The article on the back page of 

the Saturday Herald a week ago, 
In regard to the Talcottville ^ n -  
eral store starting on its 99th year 
of service to the people of that 
neighboring village, brought back 
memories to one former resident
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<r.>there of his boyhood days nearly 
70 years ago, when the store was 
managed by a grocer named Gris­
wold, and later by Hart Dexter, 
brother of Miss Alica Dexter, one 
of the most prominent women of 
the village, both of whom are long 
since dead.

While the store was a popular 
meeting place ^or the people who 
lived |Uong the attractive main 
street, and over the bridge, he says 
it couldn’ t compete with the 
church which was the center of 
social activity. There were no 
automobiles in those days. TV or 
radio sets to divert the Attention 
of young and old; neither were 
there trolleys or buses running 
through from Hartford to Rock­
ville and return. Tfaina ran more 
frequently than they do now, but 
it was a long walk for the vil­
lagers from the main street to the 
railroad depot, and as Manchester 
was much nearer than Rockville, 
many of the young people walked 
the distance.

H ie late Thomas Ferguson, 
longtime publisher of The Herald, 
rode a high bicycle, when he came 
over to see the girl he married, 
Mias Liasie Hall, and used the 
same wheel to and from his work 
at The Herald where he started as 
"printer’s Devil.”

Talcottvilla was a typical 'New  
England villaga. Talcott Brothers 
operated and owned the mill, the 
store, building and all the well- 
built, white-painted houses. They 
supplied milk, having a larjjfe 
number o f cows and always a fine 
a story o f the burning of one cf 
a story o f the bumin go f one of 
the early bama.

'The first church, built In 1887 of 
red brisk, was destroyed by fire 
in October 1906. SeiVicea were 
held In the ball over the atore and 
In the village school until comple­
tion of the fine new dhurch which 
was dedicated in June, 1918. The 
late Rev. Francis P. Batcheler was 
paator for the longest period, 28 
years. Others who will be remem­
bered are the Rev. Foster Waite, 
the Rev. David L. Yale, the Rev. 
Charles McCalUater, the Rev. 
George W. Stephenson, the Rev. 
'Thomas Street, the Rev. Ernest 
Gordon and the Rev. J a m e s  A, 
Bull. The present paator ia a Man. 
Cheater native, the Rev. Everett 
A . Murphy.

'The church choir has been noted 
for the excellent music 'jecause of 
the interest of the Talcott fam­
ilies. For generations there was 
always a 'Talcott in the choir.

The church, the otore and the 
village have not changed as great­
ly as the occupants of the 35 or 
more houses. Following a prece­
dent set by many New England 
mill-owners, the “ company-owned" 
houses have been sold to private 
individuals, most o f whom have re­
painted ^ d  altered their appear 
ance. There was a time when it 
seemed as if  every family was 
related to another along the 
street. The Fergusons, the Doug­
lases. the Templetons and Crooks 
families were closely related; then 
there were the Kuhneys. the Gam­
mons boys, the Smiths. W a r d s ,  
Rivenburga, Johnsons. Masreys 
and others, few. of whom are still 
living in the vlUage. but as the 
oil.tim er says, mfin.v new people 
are carrying on in the church and 
in the aocial activities, and even 
some who now live in Mancheater 
are loyal td the church and the 
village they Moved In their youth.

Many are the wives’ tales, old 

and otherwise, about distaff efforts 
to arouse husbands from bed in 
time to get to work In the morning.

George' J. Toth, a New York 
University reaearcher spent a 
nerve-fraying aummer in the com 
pany o f a radar spaed timer, 
cbeckteg apfeeders In New Ehig- 
land and, after one teat made in 
one o f the .states, came up with 
the pbaervatipn that 58 per cent 
of all speeiders warned were 
women.

Commented a dismayed Mr. 
Toth: "They (the women driven ) 
surprisisd and disappointed me 
with their speeding throughout 
the entire three months of 
tour.”

But Mr. Toth’a dlsilldalonment 
wasn’t limited to the eye-opening 
fact that women drivers often 
burn up the highways in greater 
numbers than men. He found,' In 
his 15,000-mile tour, that few mo­
torists, if any, are willing to let 
go to waste all the horsepower 
that motor car manufacturers are 
continuing to put more And more 
of into automobile engines these 
days.

Two tests showed that 99 per 
cent of all drivers disdainfully ig ­
nored speed limits o f 15 and 26 
milea an hour potted In towns and 
villages.

On the open road, he clocked 
speeds up to 92 miles an hour.

On rural highways, he said, Ave 
per cent o f all drivers were doing 
better than 70.

That the devil-may-care motor­
ists clearly showed neither fear nor 
favor In their choice of locales for 
speeding appeared to have been 
borne out by the fact that 80 per 
cent o f them whizsed by state 

'police barracks at apeeda wall over 
the 25-mile limit while the testa 
were being made.

The harried Mr. Toth, who re­
ports hla radar car was forced off 
the road into ditches an average of 
three times a week by recklessly 
driven vehlclea, says that the com­
monest, and worst, driving ains he 
witnessed were crossing double 
white center lines and pasting 
other vehicles in the face o f on­
coming traABc. /

Summing up. he writes: "The 
mass of drivers are too recUeas 
for their own safety and mine. 
Thera were times during the trip 
when I ’d have given up qriving en­
tirely and retired to a quiet Arm. 
if that were possible. I  waa on the 
defensive nearly all o f the time. A t 
night i^ieeds were higher, rather 
than lower. I  had no near-Sccidents 
except those caused by other 
drivers, even though the vehicle I  
was driving resembled a police 
car,"

The western Big Three for­
mally rejected Russia’s pro- 
posal for a European peace 
conference today, but laid 
down five steps they said 
could lead to such a meeting. 

In one-two poeltiqpa among these 
were agreement on an Aus­

trian aUte treaty and modification 
o f Ruaaia’a position on holding 
free electlona to reunify Germany, 

The other three points called for 
study, through diplomatic ehan- 
nela, of all qiiestiona relating tO 
European security; a meeting of 
Soviet, British, French, and Amer- 
kan foreign mlniitera after ratifi­

Fermi Dies, 
Architect of 
Atomic Age

Chicago, Noy. 29 (/p)_Fel­
low scientists today mourned 
the death of Enrico Fermi, 
self-exiled Italian physicist 
who became the architect o f 
the atomic age.

Fermi died of cancer yesterday 
at the age of 53. I f  he had' been 
apared a few, more years. Chair­
man Lewis L. Strauss of the 
Atomic Energy (Commission said, 
"he might have beeh saved by 
medical techniques ■ derived from 
his own discoveries.”

The Nobel Prise winner’s con­
trolled release' of nuclear energy 
made atomic-''power a reality. He 
flrst auggeated' the possibility of 
an atomk bomb to the U.8. gov­
ernment in 1939. Three years later 
the atomic'pile he built at the Uni- 
venfty of CSiicago provided the 
key to the manufacture o f the A- 
bomb.

Private burial aervices Sre to be 
held this afternoon in Oakwood 
Cemetery, Chicago. Only members 
of his immediate famUy will at­
tend.

Fermi’s  aaaociates will attend a 
memorial service Friday at the 
University o f Chicago's RockefeUer 
Memorial Chapel, Fermi waa pro- 

o f physics in the univer- 
aitya Institute for Nuclear Studies.

His death at hia home near the 
university came aa a shock to his 
physicist colleaguss, a l t h o u g h  
many o f them knew he waa suffer­
ing from cancer.

A  apokesman aaid,x however, 
Fermi's experiments with nuclear 
energy did not contribute^tq the 
mseaae since his work did not Oub- 
Ject him unduly to radioactive sub-, 
stances.

Extoaalve Cancer 
Fermi showed the flrst symp­

toms of Illness in September after 
returning from a visit to Italy. 
The sclentiat cold he had difficulty 
swallowing. An exploratory opera­
tion disclosed cancer o f the 
stomach which doctors called "tbo 
extensive for treatment.”  •

Theae were the words of Judge 
/John 8e Q. Rottner an he madt th t 
finding in the action agidnat Fel­
ber, brought by the SUte aS the 
result of a coroner’a report on the 
Rocldent made earlier thia month.

With the exception of Felber, 
aU the witnesees in the case teeti- 
fl4d "for the prosecution and 
nfreed that the driver of the east- 
b ^ n d  car, Felber, waa on his own 
aide of the road when thh accident 
occurred and was operating in a 
normal manner.

According to their version of the 
accident, Felber waa heading eaat 
on W. Middle l^implke just west 
of the curve west of Tower Road: 
The second car in the smash-up, 
driven by the late Wilfred La­
pointe of H a r t f o r d ,  suddenly 
Started to pass another car on tM  
curve, while both were going w s t , 
and swung into the path of Fel- 
ber’s car.

'As a result of the Injuries suf­
fered in what testifying witnesses 
called the aldeswiping crash,' La­
pointe died shortly afterward.

In testimony concerning the 
eircunutances surrounding t)}* 
collirion. Patrolmen Albert Ritter 
and Newton Taggart said they 
took ffleaaurements of the width of 
the road a t what they deteripined 
aa the point of Impact, following 
the accident.

Ritter said the road was about 
51 feet wide there, and the point 
of impact decided on was about 17 
feet from the south shoulder of 
the road, thua placing the collision 
point beyond the imaginary center 
line of the street and toward the 
tide which the Lapointe car should 
have been returning after passing.

Judge Rottner said this was the 
only question which disturbed him,- 
inferring it seemed to signify that 
Felber w aa' over the. Ima^nary

Thue doubt was OreatM 
that Felber’a car was over the 
center line of the roaifat the time 
of the accident. ^

Stephan Hlobflt of Stafford 
SprtngD driver t  f  the car Lapointe 
passed, said, he saw Felber’s car 
coming in the opooeUe direction 
before th i  accident oiid it seemed 
to be^avellng  on/Qie i^ h t  hand 
aide of the road Hi a normal rian- 
ner.

Both he ahd a passenger in his 
ear at the timg of the accident, 
Mre. Grace Gees, 28 Little St., 
agreed that the first time they 
saw tha Lapointe car wan when It 
swung out to X'Sss tl em, implying 
that Lapointe had come up from 
the rear at a high rate «f speed 
just before paasing.

A passenger in Felber’s car, Mre. 
Katherine Sergeant of Raat Hart­
ford, said that although she' ia 
suing Felber to • damagen as a rt- 
ault of the accident, Felber waa 
on the right when the accident oc­
curred and driving ' in a normal 
manner.

She quoted a woman who came 
over to her after the crack-up and 
said, "You didn’t have a chance,’’ 
in attempting to sow the repidlty 
with which events happened in the 
accident.

Taking all the favorable evidence 
into consideration, and the possible 
human error in the measurements, 
of the accident made after tiie cara 
had been moved. • Ji'dge Rottner 
felt the not guilty finding waa 
justified.

H i la intelligent he is a 
lib e r a l ,^  nukes aocial progress 
In a  deneoeratlc way, ha speaks 
bis mliU about the dMatOrs of 
South ' America, ^tocauaa o f all 
this, some o f 1 ^  twighJMni, par­
ticularly Dictator Somoaa of 
Klcaragua, doa't like him, and 
wouldn’t  be above encouraging a 
revolution . against him. And it 
was because wa were afraid such 
a  revoiutiou m l^ t  be getting 
launched that the other day, we 
ostentatiously flew six fighter 
planes around tha region, as warn­
ing that this time, we were 
against a passible revolution.

The point o f all this is that, al­
though it is with reasons which 
seem very good to we are 
picking and choosing among po­
tential South American revolu- 
tions, supporting the one, trying 
to frustrate the other. The fur­
ther point is that this, is a vety 
dangerous buslneas, perhaps more 
dangerous, in the end, than it 
would be to let South American 
revolutiohs take their natural 
course. The danger lies in the like­
lihood that, once we start such 
management o f South American 
affairs, we will not know hew to 
stop, and that, having made Judg­
ments In two instances where' the 
right and wrong seemed quits 
clear to us, we will also feel im­
pelled to make Judgments and 
choices in instances where the 
right and wrong are more debat­
able, even among ourselves.

When we use planes as Uie in- 
atruments of our policy, we can 
move more quickly and with less 
Immediate public notice than we 
couid in the old days, when we 
had to dispatdh- the Marines. But 
the businest, o f managing other 
cotmtries by di^lay of force, no 
matter how swift the .'oroe, la not, 
la the end, going to prove any 
m we sound, or any more popular 
among our neighbors today than 
It was yesterday.

New Developmente In Dental 
Research

(Following is the twenty-eighth 
in a aeries of articles on '‘.‘Vour 
Dental Health" being presented by 
The Herald in cooperation with 
the Manchester Dental Societyt. 
Today, new developments In den­
tal reaearch.)

Now weapons in the attack on 
dental decay are being fashioned 
In the nation's scientifle laborator- 
isa.

The National Bureau o f Stand- 
•rda<has unveiled a dental drill 
which la without vibration and is 
watei^powered.

Heart of the machine is a tiny 
tuiWne whose curved blades are 
apun t^ ter forced through a 
am all. aperture. The turbine 
whirls at a  fantastic speed, driv­
ing a diamond drill at the rate of 
29,000 revolutions per mpmte, >or 
As' much as 9 times as fast as 
conventional drills.

The high speed, absence of vi­

bration and lessened need for ap­
plying pressure to the tooth will 
take most of the discomfort out 
of drilling, it is hoped.

The new drill hasn't been used 
clinically as yet. It is still in 
the experimental stagea, accord­
ing to Ita Inventor, Dr. Robert J. 
Nelson.

Dir. Nelson said if the machine 
is perfected, it will not necaasarr 
ily, do away with present drills. 
It will be an adjunct, to-be used 
in cutting through the hard 
enamel.

Another scientific advance, a 
new method o f examining a 
tooth’s structure wider ultra-vio­
let light, also has been worked out 
at tjie National Bureau of Stand­
ards. V

when expoaech<o the light, the 
teeth fiuoresce, givuigout a visible 
light that reveals deUtihr-lirstruo- 
ture not otherwise visible.

The details are made Known by 
the variation in color and intensity 
of the fluorescence.

Another new development is an 
instrument used to study muscular 
action of polio victims and other 
cripples which has been adapted to 
dentistry to determine if an indi­
vidual is a "grinder” or "chopper.” 

Known as the electromyb|^ph, 
the machine can enable the dentist 
to discover more of the factors 
concerning chewing efficiency.

And th e . in­
sult o f such reappraisal la also ob*.̂  
vious. It is that again and again, 
there is a new conclusion that we 
ought to head back a little, to 
ward atmiething that was lost in 
the shuffle toward tha modem 
curriculum.

One of tht fields in which such 
ramtpnalsal aeema antiraly ap- 
pnq>^t)i waa lndiaatad»tha other 
day, by staUatics raMaaed at the 
jopentng o f the annual meatlng of 
tha National Council for tha 8o- 
ciar Studies, at IndianapoUa.

Thaaa -a'tpUsUoa aaid th a t, 
majority o f the nation’s high 
schools do not require their puidls 
to  taka one course in worid hla- 
tory 'of ivbrld geography.

As a result, it is estimated that 
as many aa 66 per cent of the 
atudenta never do take a  oourae 
either in world history or in worid 
geognqffiy in high ^ o o L  ^
-  A reason waa given tor this. It 

was that atudento in tha high 
•chools o f today hava^ too much 

~^[her ground to cover and too Ut 
Ua time in which to do i t  H m  In̂  
traduction o f auch worth while 
programs as driver education has 
forced the neglect of otiier pro­
grams which'. In retrospect, might 
also be considered worth while.

Such criticism for- a lack of 
geography, it seems to us, ought 
to go to the grade schoola aa well 
as to high schools. In that ayatem 
of education long since discarded, 
a working, knowledge of the map 
of the world, the location of con­
tinents and (Couhtrles, oceans and 
rivers, and aome knowledge o f the 
people and products of the various 
countries, was a, basic part o f the 
grade school' curric^um. Now it 
seems to be taught nowhere, with 
the ' result that the only young 
Americans today who know much 
about the map o f their world and 
the nature of Its peoples are 
those who have. picked up their 
knowledge first hand hy travel in 
a uniform. .

But the criticism at Indianapolis 
was directed to the thought that 
some basic knowledge o f the 
world and Its history riiould be 
considered essential to the 
development of a citisen capable 
of appraising interasUonal issues 
as he casU hia'<domestic political 
vote. The Ironical fact ia that we 
taught ourselves much more 
about the world when we aeemed 
apart from It than we do now, 
when wa m  very much in 4L

Son o f an Italian railroad offi­
cial. Fermi w u  bom in Rome 
Sept. 29, 1901. He studied at the 
Unlveraltiu of Pisa, Leyden and 
Gottingden and became professor 
of theoretioal physics at the Uni­
versity of Rome In 1927.

Shortly afterward, Fermi took 
his wife, Laura, and two children 
to the United States, where they 
remained. At Columbia Univer­
sity, he learned of German fission 
experiments and suggested that 
neutrons niight be emitted during 
the proceu, a guess which sug­
gested that such neutrons, bom­
barding other atoms at tremen­
dous speed, might produce a chain 
reaction. It was then he took his 
theories to the Navy Dept.
, Fermi directed activation of the 
first experimental atomic pile on 
the squuh courts under the west 
stands of the University - o f Ch(7 
cago Athletic Field. His an­
nouncement, "the reaction is self- 
sustaining," ushered in the atom­
ic age. *nie A-bombs were drop­

Silverstein Caltk Turks 
An Enthusiastic People. 4

Bgul Btlversteln, president ofwpeople come in and" lecture on
Rogera Corp., who returned teat 
week from a trip to Turkey in be­
half of one of this country’s foreign 
aid programs, today described the 
Turks as an "optimlatic rjid en­
thusiastic pe<q>]e.

•“They think they’re pecq'Ie o f  
destiny and will one day Tie ampng 
the world’s leaders Silverstein 
said, a<ldiiig. “and they don't fear 
the Russians,’’ with whom they 
Miare a  common border.

Silverstein quoted Turks as say­
ing, ’twie’ve' fofght tliem (.the 
Russiahs) before and wS can fight 
tll.em again, and we’ll beat them.’’ 

SilverateUv who was sent to 
Turkey u ,.a  member of a  seminar

a by^the t ’orelgfi Operations 
Inlstration in association with 
the Council for International 

JbtigreBs in Management, -a pri­
vate organisation, attributed the 
Turks’ spirit and enthusiasm to 
the fact that they are actually a  
young people.

Although the Ottoman empire 
dates back aeveral hundred yeara, 
Silverstein said the Turks regard 
themselves as having been created 
as a new nation only 31 years ago 
when Kemal Ataturk came to 
power.

Ataturk, who died in 1B88 but 
Is still revered by the people, Sil­
verstein said, launched a tremen­
dous program aimed a t Weatem- 
teing the country and raising it 
from ths lethargy and despair in­
to which it had sunk with the de­
cay and destruction of the empire.

This was the fourth time since 
the summer of 1951 that Silver­
stein has gone to Europe on a gov­
ernment mission. T\^e.previously 
he was a  member of a  seminar 
team that went to Belgium, and 
once he was sent as an observer to 
a  European management confer­
ence in Paris.

In  all, St’veratein was in Europe 
Ju st under 12 weeks, visiting 30 
cities in 12 different countries. On 
most of his trip, he was accom­
panied by his wife, who met him 
in ̂ aples.

Abput half of the lodal man’a 
time was spent In government 
business with the remainder split 
between conducting business for 
his firm and sightseeing.

Silversteln’s  s e m i n a r  team, 
whose aim was' to provide for an 
exchange of ideas between Amer­
ican and Turkish businessmen and 
industrialists in an etfort to stimu­
late Turkey’s economy, visited four 
Turkish cities. Ankara, the capital, 
Istanbul, Izmir and Adana.

Silverstein said each City was 
remarkably different from the 
rest, but that everywhere the 
Americans went In the underdevel­
oped country, they were greeted 
warmly.

"This was the first time we had 
ever had r  team In an Asian coun­
try ." Silverstein aid, “and the 
Turks were tremendously grate- 
ful." .

He siald the seminars were 
“mote spirited" In* the Turkish 
elUei ilikn they lifSd Seen In B4T- 
glum, whi(^, after his three pre­
vious vtoita, he refers to as 'Tny 
native tehd."

"A fter all, in the European 
countries, they're used to having

these thlngR, but in Turkey, it 
was aU new to them, and they 
were very grateful.”

Among the problems facing ths 
Turks tnat SUvofstcin noted was 
that ths agriculture, which em- 
plpys 80 per cent of the 22,000,000 
psopis In Turkey, was in danger 
of being far outstripped in tech­
nological advancement by in­
dustry.

“Turkay will havs to increase 
the purchasing power of the farm-, 
era if  the Industrialists are going 
to have a  market in their own 
country -for their manufactured 
goods," he said. According to Sil­
verstein, much remains to be done 
in the way of water and soil con­
servation in Turkey.

Silverstein also said the country 
is faced .with the problem of re­
storing private enterprise which 
had been. virtuetly Wiped out by 
Ataturk when he natlpnallsed in­
dustry as part of his program to 
revive the country.

Silverstein said the government 
now wants to shift over to a 
private enterprise system and is 
trying to sell its nationalized in­
dustries—but a t prices that Silver­
stein regards as too high.

One of the country‘s  basic prob­
lems IM the extremes of wealth, on 
the one hand, and poverty, on the 
other. Theae extremes are sym­
bolised, Silverstein said, by the 
camels and donkeys which can be 
seen compeUng with Cadillacs for 
the right of way In the city 
streets.

Before starting his four weeks 
of seminars in Turkey, Silverstein 
spent time in Italy, where he at­
tended a public au(Uence given by 
Pope Pius X l l  a t his summer resi­
dence a t Ctestle Oan Dolfo, and 
five days in larsel, where he was 
impressed with the progress made 
in turning a  deaert into a produc­
tive land.

The Silverateina also vlalted 
Greece, Austria, England, Switzer­
land, Belgium, and Francs, and In 
many of these countries, he said, 
there was much to indicate that 
"Americans shouldn’t be too smug 
about their know-how."

“In Switzerland. E n g l a n d ,  
France, Sweden and Belgium," he 
•aid, “there are factories and 
processes Oiat we don’t have here."

The O iriatian Democrats' big­
gest setback came in Hesse, tra­
ditionally a Socialist and Protes­
tant area. The CDU blamed its 
lossee oil Socialist chargai that 
rearmament ahead of negotiations 
with Russia would lead to a new 
war. .

The CDlTa percentage o f the 
total vote In Hesae dropped to 
34.1, from  33.3 last year. The 
Socialist percentage soared from 
33'7 to 43.6. \

The Christian Democrats also 
slumped in Bavaria —  largest of 
West German states in area and 
second in population — from 47.9 
per cent in 1953 to 38 per cent 
yesterday.

By comparison with their show­
ing in the state elections of 1950, 
however, the CTiriatian Democratic 
branch in Bavaria —  the Chris­
tian Social Union — scored a 
whopping gain. Tltey increaaed 
their holding in the state parlia­
ment from (M to 83 seats while 
the Socialiita dropped from 63 to 
61.

The Communists and right wing 
extremists failed to elect a single 
deputy in either atate.

In Hesse, where a total 3,500,539 
valid hallota were cast, thia lineup 
was elected for the 96-member 
parliament: SoclaUsta 44, Chris­
tian Democrats 34, Free Dem­
ocrats 81, Refugee party 7.
