Quarantine

This country is healthler and
eleaner today.

It is that way because the
things that decent Americans

» ‘hnve felt for a long time have

finally bean expressed In a formal
yote of the United States Senate.

What the Senate's act of con-
.« "demnation will do to Senator Jo-

asph McCarthy, In the direction
of changing his nature, his sc-
tions, his abuse, his posing as the
only anti-Communist, is all prob-
lematical. The moat realistic pros-
. pect is that it will change Mc-
Carthy not at all, and that, rather
than being chastened and curbed,
he will continue his own relentless,
- self<intoxicated march toward ex-
tremes, It is, we think, a realistic
guess that he will choose courses
of action even more outrageous
. than before, and that he will force
the coming of a time when the
Benate will have to consider his
conduct again, and this time on
the gquestion of whether or not
he should be expelled from ita
membership. In any event, we
doubt that Senator MeCarthy hans
~ been changed, or chastened, or
that the'e hos been any warning
"to him which ha does not fellsh as
an invitation further to defy and
destroy the astandards his fellow
Benatars have affirmed. 3

But what the action of the Sen-
ate might do to McCarthy waa
not the Important point,

As every speech directed to the
real issue emphasized, and as the
final resolution of ~eondemnation
made very clear, the issue was
not whether McCarthy would be
changed, but whether the Senate
‘would be changed. And the Sen-
ate would have been changed If it
had failed, in this extreme prove-
cation, to assert ‘its own atand-
ards, and apply them to, its own
membar,

To realize the extent to which
the Senate, in the showdown, has
been true {p itself it is only neces-
sary to think back a few months,

Lo the date, in fact, in which this
censure motion was introduced in
the Senate, There . were then-few
Americans who expecled agiything
to come of It. McCarthy, having
blustered his way out of the
Army-MceCarthy hearings, secmed
At the full tide of his evil and
ruthiess power, His fellow Senn-
tors, even those who were revolte
ed by him, were also supposed to
be afraid of him politically, And
thase who did dare to . propose
censure of him secmed almost
futile extremists, who were prob-
ably mistaken to pose a challenge
to him from which he wolld be
most likely ta emerge triumphant.
" All this, only & few months ago,
was general surface appraisai and
anticipation, But it was in funda-
mental error. IL sold America
short, and it sold the Senate
short, >

And the supreme demonstra-
tion of how very much In error it
was came with the voles in the
Senale in the ° past two days,
culminating in the final vole of
87 to 22 against McCarthy and in |
defensa of the honor of the Sen-
ale. This was & result no one
would have dared hope for back
In August, unless, of course, some
one happened to have a deep -and
strong and abiding faith in Amer-
foan democracy.

“Direct selling seems to rise and
fall with the tempo of retailing
generally,” sald George Graves,

“There is no available census of.

billion dollars a year. And this
doesn’'t Include the door to door
business done by insurance agents,
milkmen, or auto saleamen. There
are quite a few auto salesmen now
out looking for sales by pushing
doorbells,”
