Charleston, 8. C., Dec. 7 (A5—  
Gen. Matthew B. Ridgway today 
cautioned agUnst a "dangerous” 
assumption, which he said was 
prevalent ,in some .circles, jthat 
’’modern wars may be quickly-*.won 
by means of mass deatruction 
weapons which will make unneces­
sary the operations of ground com­
bat forces."
' Only ground forces, the Army 

Chief pf Staff said, could consoli­
date a. victory in .another World 
War,

Speaking at the Citadel, South 
Carolina military school, Ridgway 
said in prepared remarks that 
"only ground forces can defeat 
enemy ground forces.”  And be; 
cause air units and navies must 
operate from land bases, he said, 
the seizure and occupation'of such 
enemy bases by ground troops 
would contribute to victory at sea 
and in the air.

The general added that defeat of 
enemy ground forces is only a 
means tp an end—the consolida­
tion of victory.

Domination over land and the
enemy people occupying it must be 
gained and maintained.” Ridgway 
declared, "and only ground forces 
have the capability of so doing.”

The Supreme Court, in an lUl- 
nol* fioMo, declared that only the 
Interstate Commerce Commission 
(ICC) can grant permits to truck 
companies for traffic involving 
more than one state. And ao, the 
court held, only the ICC cap 
abridge that permit.

The 8-0 decision voided part of 
an Illinois ' law which provided 
that the state could suspend an 
Interstate trucker from its high­
ways for M dkys upon 10 loadii^ 
violationa, or one year and 00 d s ^  
after another 10̂ violations.

The court said that a t i ^ .  en 
enforce their weight Iliffita. may 
(II atm impoae fines pc other pen­
alties for violations, or (2) ask 
the K3C to takeXway the permit 
of habitual vlpTaton.

H it opinlqb, written by Justice 
Black, said the ICC itself re­
quires trtKktng firms to comply

tlons, so there is no i,reason why 
tha IOC may not protect the 
state's Interest* on Its owh intle- 
Uve 'or on complaint by the state. 
The court, be added, was' “not 
persuaded" that usual penalty 
methods such as fines are inade­
quate to protect-statea from over­
weighted or improperly loaded 
trucks. \

IlIinots,\jolnad by Indiana and 
the American Automobile Asan.. 
had argued that loss of the state’s 
power to suspend truckers from 
its highways would leave a state 
without sufficient means to com­
pel compliance. State officials con­
tended that trucking companies 
could make more than enough 
money off o f excessive loads to 
pay for mere fines

Peter T. Beardsley, director of 
the law department for the truck­
ing associations, today called this 
a "ridiculous contention." He said 
fines and other penalties alraady 
provkHd in state Jaw kra more 
than mtequate to-ffetcr any would- 
be Viotitors, if property enforced.

Ikirdeley aaid the chief effect 
^ 'U fe court deciaion probably will 
he to bring somewhat stricter en­
forcement by state* of their penel- 
ties.

He said he did not expect many 
states to go before th* ICC end 
seek to suspend or revoke truck- 
era’ permits. Such acUon, -he add­
ed, probably would be successful 
only in cases of extreme violations 
and it would be hard to find and 
prove that truckers "deliberately 
flouted the law.”

In the Illinois case, involving the

Hayea Freight Unes of Sprbig- 
field, Beardsley «ald 167 violaUons 
were charged out of 60,000 trips. 
But only two of these violations in­
volved gross weight while all the 
others concerned only weight Iper 
axle. He said shifting cargoes fre­
quently can cause a violation of 
actual weight llmlte although the 
trucker does not profit at all be­
cause he is well within the total 
limit for a single vehicle.

Monroney, a member of the 
Interstate Commerce Committee, 
said, however, "it may be neces­
sary to have . hearings to see 
whether states should be given ad­
ditional police powers to enforce 
their own regulations over their 
own highways."

"There is no question mat over­
loading has a grave effect on our 
roads," he said.

Harris said the deciaion may 
bring "very, very great prob- 
iems which will caUpult to the 
place where Congress will have 
to deal with them." Harrla ia a 
member of the Commerce Com­
mittee in the 'House.

He said he couldn’t see how a 
atate could suspend a permit 
issued by the ICC. But he added:

"I am not one of those -who 
would give a windfall to the 
trucking industry by abrogating 
to the states the regulation of 
weight limits, and tlien not giving 
the states adequate authority to 
enforce them.”
