Q. I understand there are some 
limitations on this deduction allow-
able: to a working wife. \Vhat are 
they? .

A. First—Th* deduction is al-
lowed only if she and her husband 
file a joint return. Secondly—The 
deduction is reduced by the amount 
(if any) that their adjusted groaŝ  
income exceeds $4.5(M).
