Doctor Diacuosce Rh Factor 
'  With Retatton to Pieganney

Because a considerable number 
of people become newly Interested 
in parenthood each ynar it aeema 
neceoaary for this ciriumn to dis- 
cusa a sUbatanCe of the b I’o 6 d' 
known as the Rh factor at fairly 
frequent Intervals. I t . is difficult 
to -put this discuosion in a few 
worils,' since it ie complicated and 
seems to be becoming .more io.

In brief the Rh factor ia a sub­
stance' of obscure, nature w h i e h  
alxnit 97 of 100 of us have. These 
are called Rh positives, while the 
IS per cent who <lo not are said 
to have Rh negative .blood. Theee. 
two kinds og blood do not always 
act favorably on aacli other.

When a person with Rh negative 
Mood ia aanaltiva to Rh p^Uve 
blood, a savara reacUon. with chllla 
and fever can develop from a blood 
trariafualon with Rh positive blood. 
Alao, If an "Rh negative" mother 
(but only one who'ia sensitive to 
thq Rh. poelUve blood) carries an 
Rh Dooitiva child, the child may 
devriop the- dlaesoe known as ery- 
throblastooia fetalla; such On in­
fant becomes Jaunihced and -,aeri- 
oual'y IH,—-

Man or women lirho arq Rh pbii- 
tlve hava UtUe to worry a b o u t  
Howav'er, if an Rh negative man 
wars given stveral Rh positive 
blood transfusions he might gat 
undeairabla 'reactions.

An Rh negative woman can be­
come sensitive to Rh positive blood 
in one of two ways: by blood trans- 
fusioa of Rh pcMtUve blood or by 
carrying a (dilld with Rh posltiyt 
blood The first can be avoided by 
not giving Rh positive blood traha- 
fusions to on Rh negative person.

If both parents have Rh nega- 
tiv* blood, the child will always be 
Rh ASgative and no trouble will 
come, u  the father has Rh positive 

the mother Rh negative Mood 
the child may b* Bh poalUve and 
therefore react badly frith the 
mother. However, the first child 
(hnd often later ones, too) of an 
RhzMgative mother married to an 
Rb pobtthre man will almost al- 
waja be healthy unleoa the mother 
W"nhteivea Kh 
tranafuaiona prevloualy.

Only one woman out of 25 to 
50 with Rh negative Mood who haa 
on Rh positive huabaiid becomes 
sanoiUve to tbe Rh factor and 
Uvea birth to a baby -with arythro- 
blaatoaia. Even when tMa occurs, 
proper measures in anUcipatkm 
and tnuufualona of blood- wilt save 
tha hvas of a large proportion ot 
such infanta.
