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No Stops For Westchester?
Eastern Connect‘rul’i  friend, 

the New Haven Railroad, haa loal
out in a plea to the Public Service 
C'onimiaaion of New York State 
for a apecial fare increaae for com- 
mutera boardins Ita tralna in 
Westchester.

The contention of the railroad 
evai that Ha tarrjlng of Weal- 
cheater commutera la uneconomic. 
And It argued that if the railroad * 
petition for a 25 per cent fare in­
crease for Its Interstate ndera Is 
approved by the federal Inter.state' 
Commerce Commission, the result 
will be that Connecticut riders in­
to New York will pay at higher 
,ratea than tho^ paJh by West­
chester rider*. The nlfrohi^, then, 
would, by its argument, be charg­
ing Connecticut ridbrs higher fares 
to make up for too low fares be­
ing charged Westchester, riders.

Th* New York Public Service 
Oommltdon, incidentally, present- 
ad expert testimony which charged 

’ that the New Haven's bookkeeping 
with regard to the cost oi carry­
ing commuter* waajall ivrong, 
unth th* railroad preaenting an 
aaUmat* of coat which was exces­
sive. That is, of course, no indica­
tion that the New Haven may also 
be vulnerable in ita claims as to 
the cost of operating the service 
In which Eastern Connecticut 
happens to ha Intereited—the 
Hartford to Bbston passenger run.

Bi|t what la Interesting, and cer­
tainly applicable in principle to 
Eastern Connecticut's case, is the 
question of how the New Haven 
is going to meet the likely situa­
tion ahead on its aervice into Naw 
York City. That, according to the 
railroad's own arguments. Will be 
,s servioe In which it makes s 
prefit on every passenger it picks 
up in . Connecticut, but loses on 
every pasgengerj4t picks up In 
Westchester. It Will, then, be run­
ning a service for Westchester 
which is, by ita own claim, uneco­
nomic.

What doe* It propoae to do about 
this? To be conaistent wjlh Itsell, 
and with its own Ess'.arn Con- 
necUcut decision, the New Haven 

Iwould have to refuse to pick up 
Jthese unprofitable customers in

The cost of thi* addition w’lll be ; 
approximately $250,000. Of this- j 
amount the tow’n w’ill be asked to 
contrlbttte $210,000: the remainder 
will be contributed from the 
present library building iuilid. In­
cidentally, thia Is the flrst lime the 
town has been requested to 
provide money for library con­
struction.
