Aggres-
sive bidding pays handsomely In
the long run, but aggressive bid-
ders are bound to get overboard
occasionally. They must accept
Lthese occasional defeats cheerfully

Forward-Geing

In the actual hand, North's bid
of one no-trump was forward-
80ing. A response of one no-trump
to an opening bid shows s wenk
hand, but the same response to
partner’s overcall shows a hope
for game. With » weak hand you
merely pass your partner’s over-
call,

Having ashown his ambition,
North could afford to go from
two clubs to only lwo spades at
his second turn, There was no
need to jump to three spades, It
was enough for North to aay that
he had spade support and a hand
that might provide a play for
game.

After North's jump. South had
littla choice. Good players don't
“hang™ at three of a major sultl
or at two no-trump. They bid
game and take their chances.

The departure of Dutch nationals
from Indonesia, under way by alr
for a week, was to speed up today
with the sailing of the first of
three ships from Javanese ports.
The Waterman, a 8,000-ton ves-
sel owned by The Netherlands gov-
ernment, was scheduled fo leave
Surabaja, Fast Java, with the-first
load of Dutch subjects,

Another Dulch liner, the Siba-
jak, and a British troopahip char-
tered by the Dutch, the Captain
Cook, Iater will depart from Ja-
karta and Semarang, The three
ships will take an undisclosed num-
ber of passengers to Singapore,
Amaterdam and Rotterdam.

(In Singapore, the Dutch Con-
sulate said the Captain Cook would
pick up about 800 Dutchmen.)

Many Dutch still were uncer-
tain about their status in the ia-
land republic whick their govern-
ment ruled until nine years ago.
