Havana, Cuba, ApHl 3' UPh-f Despite .Solid support of labor 
lYesident Fulgencio Batista’s gov­
ernment today authorized workers 
to kill if necessary to stay on their 
Jobs'when rebel leader Fidel Cas­
tro issues his long-threatened call 
for a general strike.

The order—one Of three of the 
harshest decrees in the history of 
the Cuban republic^was Issued by 
Batista and his cabinet after an 
all-night ^meeting.

A second decree virtually scrap­
ped the natloo’s judiciary. It barred 
any judge from Issuing a ruling 
against a government official or 
agency or against any gm-ernment 
or legal opposition leador. Judge's 
Who failed to obey would be im­
mediately. dismissed,, said the de­
cree.

The third order said any employ­
er who ordered a work stoppage 
of any kind could be jailed from 
30 days to six months.

All govtemment ministers were 
authorized to issue licenses to bear 
arms to Cuba's 160,000 public em­
ployes and all other workei's. The 
decree absolved w'orkers of crim­
inal responsibility for any stpps 
they thought n e ce ^ ry —in citin g  
killing—to prevenr being, ioixed 
into joining a strike. .-/

The government " also decreed 
that anyone ‘ joining' a general 
stfike would lose his Job perma' 
nently. When this penalty was first 
applied in 1935 it quickly broke a 
general stril^:
