There is no proof yet that 3-AP 
causes cancer but Dr. Freedlander 
repo)-ted circumstantial svidence 
which puts it uridtr siupicion. , 

The steps in the chain of etr- 
eumstances were thM#:- 

ri-, Freedlander aa well aa r«-

'‘ 'searchers, .elsewhere determined 
that 3-AP and niacin are cloraiy 
related chemically: that mice fed 
3-AP 'develop pellagra, which can 
be cured with niacin; that the liver 
anti spleen of a laboratory mouse 
can convert a certain amount o f ' 
3-AP into niacin, and that 3-A'P 
can displace niacin In mouse can­
cers. thereby robbing the malig­
nancies of an essential growth, fac­
tor.

Additionally, Dr'. Freedlander, 
demonstrated that mice kept on a 
nlacin-defleient diet and ^ven a 
cancer-causing chemical develop­
ed twice as many malignant 
growths as mice which got a nor­
mal diet plus the cancer chemical.

These were the premises which 
led to the current experiment to 
test the possible' cancer-causing 
powers of 3-AP and the ability of 
niacin to reverse or prevent them.

Some cigarette smokers already 
are taking niacin on the strength 
of the InfdrmaUon so far de- 
-veloped.- Dr. Freedlander said 
there was no Indication yet that 
it would do any good but-added 
that there is no reasoifto believe it 
would be harpiful. •'

But it was.never oi|r engineering 
know-how which was at fault. It 
was never ingenuity which was 
lacking, We Just didn’t know peo- i 
pie. We' Jiist never guessed that 
Americans would want what they 
are now proving they want—at 
least one choice of s car which is 
Just transportation, cheap to buy 
and cheap to run. We never 
guessed that there was a residual 
legacy of common sense inside us. { 
We thought we were going to be 
cbrome-fooll^ forever snd with­
out end. And it finally came to
