It  comas 
from one .Herbert L. Thomas, an 
Arkansas businesaman, who also 
happens to have been the chairman 
of tha board o f tha University of 
Arkansas, who ruled, 10 years ago, 
to admit iha first Nagro to tha law 
school of that university, which 
then became the first college In the 
isouth to admit a Negro.

TI|at kind of past record for 
‘niomagneeds to be emphasiged by 
those may dadlda to help him 
In selling h|s present plan, for that 
present plari\reprcsents something 
of a compro^sa retreat on the 
specific Issue bf integration at 
the specific locaUpn of Central 
High School in '^ t t j e  Rock.

Faubus cooperate in m w n g  com' 
pletien of the present yeaXat Cen­
tral Rtgh a peaceful one, that 
the eight Negro pupils now D|ere 

i could attend without the necesmy 
fbr National Guapd protection oĥ  
the scene. This, says Thomas, is 
"badly ahd urgently needed to Re­
store the good nania at our state 
and our owh salt-respect. Let us 
not ̂ have a commencement under 
military supervision for our grad­
uates to remember in. shame.”

But against such considera­
tions, there , is the feeling of the 
organisations supporting the cause 
o f integration that the Negro 
would, under Thomas plan, be 
giving up a legal right to have in­
tegration now. in return for a vague 
assurance that he would get in­
tegration some day. when the 
whites happened to feel like giving 
it to .him.

The Arkansas Gasette, the Little 
Rock newspaper that hai liburage 
enough to fight Governor Kaubus 
last fail, has endorsed the Thomas 
plan, suid Governor Faubus has,

The truth, of course? remains

of sincere mutual effort, even, 
though it be gradual, can. do more 
for progress oh this racial issue 
than any letter of the law, or any 
armed guard of the law, alone egn 
do, i f  the compromises can be 
made to ^ i n  equal,, ahd if !i,hc 
prmnisa that progress, though 
gradual, would never halt, can be 
made to seem real, this private citi- 
sen Thomas may be doing much 
not only for Little Rock and A r­
kansas, but for America.

Q. After hearing sojmuch about 
.radiation Injury 1 am almost 
afraid to haro an x-ray. Just 
how harmful are such examfna- 
tloBS? „
A. Let's start from scratch "and 
see if thia business of radls- 
Uoh (x-rsys are one form of 
radiation)' can be put In its 
proper plsce.'First, it would be 
best not to be CxpoiMd to radia­
tion in any amount But wa 
are. Throughout Our lives we 
are sprinkled with radiation 
from natural sources such as 
cosmic rays that' filter down 
from outer space. .Within re­
cent years we have been ex­
posed to a little more radiation 
than usual through atom bomb 
fall-out. The total amount of 
natural and fall-out radisUon 
received ao fa f la small. In fact, 
it ia only a fraction of the 
amount that the average per­
son can safely stand. Scientists 
refer to this safe amount aa 
"permissible dose.”  ; It’s some­
thing like living on an allow­
ance. You can’t help spending 
a small part of this aUowance 
for 'natural radiation. A little 
more might be qsed to have 
your teeth x-rayed. Still more 
might go for a chest x-ray or 
some other njiMllcal procedure. 
If x-ray (radiation)- will help 

. your doctor diagnose or ' cure 
some condition that trou­
bles you. it would be foolish to 
refuse. 'Die benefits far exceed 
tlie harm. Physicians are s^ oo l- - 
ed in the proper use of x-rsy 
and other radiation equipment

They employ these tools only

letter says in part:
/rrhe 150-pint monthly quota aa- 

si^ed  to Manclhester is the mini­
mum requirement for participa­
tion in the regional program.

Denmark's biggest, newspaper, 
Berlingske Tidende, said in .Co-, 
penhagen yesterday the accident 
was probably the real reason for 
Russia’s uriilatersl. decision to stop 
testing nuclear weapon's, saying 
the Russians could not risk con-' 
tinuing tests of'arms with serious 
defects.
