The Councll action whith precis
pitated the walk out was appar-
ently aimed at soncolidating the
city’s funds for recreation bulld-
ings, When McManus asked why
the funds were being consolid
Mayor Olgon replied that
ration Counsel T. Donald Shannon
had sald it should be done.
McManus said today the action
taken by the council in this re-
spect has three shortcomings
which prevent him from effecting
the consolidation of funds,
He sald the Council’ failed to
designate the  depository for the
proposed fund, failed to name the
funds to be included, and
did not authorize him to take nec-
essary ' action ‘'re ng stock
which is held in-some of -the funds.
These mattera could have been

ahead of time on the action plan+
ned, McManus maintained, He said
he had no knowledge of the pro-
posed consolldation” of funds until
he heard the motlon, which he
sald was’' to transfer monies in
various funds designated for a pub-
lic bullding, to a building fund,
McManus sald he will contact
Shannon to see if the city treas-
urer has the authority to deter-
mine which funda should be trans-
ferred into the joint fund.
