HUl - Rd:, who will celebrate his 
96th birthday in October. The year 
he was referring to was isa6, the 
yqoMn which his fJ^'Erivas horn. 
/  In his youth BUrnham oftsn 
heard older residents refer to 1816 
a* the year of no summer. During 
eveiy month snow fell. I t  was so' 
cold th ro u ^o u t the summer that 
gross, heavily, depended on for cAt- 
tle feed during the winter, grew 
but little. Because of the uhsooson- 
able- weather, the corn crop failed 
tO; mature along with many other 
garden breps. ’

During the following, win ter the 
situation becMDie critical. In those 
days most families kept m)H( cows. 
Moat of these hod to be slaughter-, 
ed because there'was enough
hay to keep them through the wBi- 
tor. Many farmtra cut branches in 
the forest iii this hope that the 
cows might - get enough nourish­
ment from the bark to keep them 
aUve.,Because .of the poor growing 
season the. previous summer) cup­
boards were not bursting a t the 
seams with home canned produce 
aa In an ordinary year.

Wood was the common fuel in 
those days., and it was customary 
to cut s  Supply for the foUowlng 
year during the printer. Residents 
who visited the woods'the .follow­
ing summer were surprised to see 
so many stumps sticking up eight 
feet in the air. They knew there 
had been an unuMially heavy 
snowfall, but hadn’t  realized it 
waa .quite that deep.

In Cleveland, board chairman 

Roger M. Blough of the U.S: Steel 
Corp. said today a dangerous hoax 
is being perpetrated on American 
workers by persons whp recom­
mend higher wages as a. means of 
Increasftig consumer purcha.sing 
power.

In a luncheon speech prepared 
^or the Cleveland,Chamber of Com­
merce, Blough said;

‘•'They know that higher wage 
costa can only be met bv higher 
prices, so that in the end no In­
crease in purchasing power results. 
Meanwhile the ability of the Amer­
ican workmen to compete with 
their industrious counterparts 
abroad Is further diminished, thus 
shrinking thie market for Ameri­
can products'  ̂ and diminishing the 
number of available American 
Jobs.” he added;

“The only practical way to keep 
foreign-made products from over­
crowding our markets here at 
home Is to compete on equal terms 
in quality, in price and in service; 
and the oqly' practical way to 
reach foreign markets' successfully 
is to keep our costs—which means 
pi’i manly our wage coats—com- 
peiitivo.”

"And right here,” Blough de- 
dared, "Js where I think that the 
American workman is being mis­
led in a big way by some of his 
most irocal and most powerful 

.leaders. To me, then, the perpe­
trators of this hoax are ' labor’s 
one-way philanthropists. They 
would take -Jobs away from our 
workmen here and give them to 
woriunen abroad. An4 that kind of

To that ^eation, I can say that 
the chances/of complete cure Are 
g ^ ,  but it adll be troublesome 
aiid perhaps Ume consuming.

Outbreaks of h ^ p  ringworms 
mrs fsirly commoh. snd are con­
fined largely to youngsters. Many 
communities have suffered from 
such outbreaks, but they do differ 
in several respects fr o m ^ e  more 
common ringworm or athlete's 
foot.

If typical, ‘‘ringworm of the 
Scalp tqnds to - produce scaly 
patches on the back or sides of 
the head. The hair on - these 
patches appears- <iull in color ahd 
is often broken off near the roots. 
Often the hair falls out entirely 
in irregular spots.

Special equipment is needed 
for an accurate diagnosis. A light 
which consists of ultraviolet rays 
filtered through s  SpecisI type of 
glass is necessary and examina­
tions must be carried out in a 
darkened room. The Infected hair 
usually gives a bright'glow under 
this spocisl light.

Other tests, siich.as looking at 
the hairs or scrapings from the 
scalp under the microscope, may 
.also be desirable. ''

Treatment is not always easy, 
since many of the ointments con­
taining chemicals which work on 
other kinds of fungus Infectioha 
of the skin are not successful 
for this. X-ray treatment has 
been used with some success.

The. most Important .thing to do 
about ringworm -of the scalp is to 
recognise its contagious nature 
and to stop it from spreading.

The backs of seats in movie 
theaters are said to be responsi­
ble .for many cases. Someone 
suggested that movie house fur­
niture should be disinfected once

If ringworm of the Kalp dees 
break out in a community, an at­
tempt should be made to flnS oU 
of the coses by making a survey 
of preschool children in families 
in which an older brother or gls* 
ter Is found infected.

(Children in institutions ore 
more likely to be' exposed than 
children in homes. Schoolteach­
ers and barbers, as well as par* 
ents and doctors, should be eg 
the lookout for suspicious signs 
so that steps can be taken early 
to prevent the spread of this 
troublesome contagious dis4ia8e.

The disease appears compara­
tively eaay to prevent, but often 
poses some' difficult problems in 
effective treatmeht.

Unemployment has gone higher, 
both^m numbers ̂ aiuHn^the- per» 
centage of the labor force which is 
idle, than in the post-Korea down­
turn of 1953. It is higher than a t 
this stage of the 1949-50 recession, 
but not as high percentagewise as 
it became later in that slump.

Though the trends so far are 
suffideiUly like those of the two 
previous postwar recessions to  sug­
gest that no serlotis depression is 
In sight some economists have 
found more reason for pessimism 
than for optimism in the CEUl find­
ings.

This la largely because of the 
absence of some upward ..forces 
that formerlv prevailed. There U 
excess capacity in vital industries, 

~:^lnst«ad of a  shortage of productive 
capacity. Ebcport demand Is de­
clining. Defense spending should 
rise more r^ id ly  than it did in 
the past three months. Some im­
portant industries, including steel, 
are finally getting their excess in­
ventories worked off.

And family income remains not 
far below the peak levels of last 
summer. The economists - are 
hoping that the consumer, who 
has been saving a t a  high rate,

Yet, today, the three Western 
ambassadors stand at tha alert in 
Moscow, ready to meet with their 
Russian counerpart And, today, 
the formal Western reply to the 
Ruaaien note of last Friday advises 
the Russians that our ambassadors 
are ready for pre-summit conaulta- 
tiona. In short, kfter a week of 
rejecting the Russian-note In our 
headlines, wa are doing something 
In actuality which is not a rejec­
tion at all. ^

Our action la not a rejection, but 
one more step in the process of 
backing in to a summit conference 

W e are reluctant to.^hold.
It is quite true .thatXwe did not 

like even the somewhat softened 
conditions which were Int^ded In 
last Friday's Russian noth.. But 
A^en the Ruaatsna set a date for 
the prospective begikning of talks, 
we did- not dare take the risk df 
refusing, it.

Our own formal note- of reply 
also combines reservations and 
qualifications with a move forward 
which limits the latitude of quar­
rel and quibbling still open,to the 
Russians. Our ambassadors st^ d  
ready in Moscow. The Russians 
may or may not meet Uiem on to­
day, the 'date they themselves orig­
inally suggested. But they cannot 
Ignore and reject their readineM, 
any more than we could lgn6^  
and reject the Ruaaian setting of a 
specific date.

The latest French goveriyuent 
to fall fell because Premier Oall 
lard was toying with one alight 
touch of moderation on the fringes 
of France’s war with Algeria.

The next ob­
jective was Bukittinggi, the moun­
tain rebel capital 40 miles north of 
Padang.

A Jakarta regiment also waa re­
ported moving on rebel troops in

The rebels claim Sukarno's gov­

last days of the 2-months-old rebel 
government. But It remained to be
