But, so far as Yugosiavia is con-
cerned, Tito wtill seems able to
take care of himuself. Moscow can
denounce his politics, but it can’t
get its hands on hinw.

Man's Last Resort?

1t in going to be vegy difficult, in
the space future, to_  distinguish
among meteorites, flying geese,
ballistic missiles, and- a confusion
of dead satellites. This was the
warning given by Dr. John ‘P,
Hagen, direclor of the Navy's Van-
guard satellite program, in Wash-
ington the other day. He suggested
that we might have to set up some
intermational limitation on the
number of satellites that could be
thrown up into space and left
there. Otherwise, the danger that
some stray satellite might be taken
for m missile and set off n world
war by accident could become too
greal for humanity to survive.
His recommendation was, as we
say, that somebody try to aet up
an international limitation on the
number of satellites sent up, so
space would not contaln s0 many
potential false alarms which might
have real conseguences,

But as we consider this situs-
tion, along with other polential as-
pects of the future, we find our-
selves wondering more and more
whether any system- of regulation,
control, and inspection is ever go-
ing to be able to guarantee the
continuance of human life.

Perhaps it is the growing reality
of our complex times that, even
could we negotfale it, there is no
system of disarmament which
could be fool-proof and man-proof,

not be evaded, no nyatcm of warn-
ing which would give anybody
time, no aystem for being sure
what Is & missile or a desd satel-
lite traveling &t missgile speed, no
open__skies _surveillance which
would be any real guarantee, no
possible system for detecting and
controliing the use of stomic ma-
terinds, by anybody.
