^  Eisenhower, told his news Con­
ference that 40 per cent of the ef­
forts in forthcoming Pacific teats 
will ha devoted toward eliminating 
as much as possible of the fallout' 
from smaller nuclear yveapons.

The President made his observa­
tion about American policy In re­
sponse to a request for comment 
on a recent statement by Sen. 
Anderson (D-NM) that the United 
Statea la making some of its 
bombs dirtier while It tsdks pub­
licly of producing clean weapons.

Eisenhower said that so far aa. 
he knows no military officer ever 
suggested making bombs dirtier.

The whole policy, he said, is td 
have cleaner bombs—̂ ones that do 
no.t deal out auch horrible mass 
destruction.

Eisenhower said the proportion 
of fallout from nuclear weapons 
depends at this time largely on the 
size of those weapons. He pointed 
out that it is Inverse to the size.

Eisenhower said the ■ big hydro- ■ 
gen bomb can be produced so Chat 
It haa only about 4 per cent faU- 
out.

On the other hand, the President 
said.' the fallout from very small 
bombs la about 160 per cent.
■ Some of the forthcoming taats, 
Eisenhower indicated art being di­
rected toward claaqing up uiaae 
smaller weapons so they can be 
used for tactical purposes.

Anderson, vice chairman of the

They might have a 
major impact if treated In good 
laith—which is not the same as to 

And they 
fould, if followed through, provide 
§ first frail basis to t the develop­
ment of some kind of trust. .

There ia a footnote to our recent 
discussion of the relationship be­
tween any new cold war between 
Moscow and Tito and Poland's spe­
cial status of partial independence.

Poland is now breathing mors 
easily because, in its ' judgment, 
Khrushchev has, in the end, :re- 
frained from taking a course of 
outright bitter conflict Mdth Tito. 
And just as Tito may have shel­
tered, with his influsnoe in Moscow 
a t that time, the Polish partial 
revolution of 1956 so now, ths 
PoWs believe, Premier Gomulks 
has been able to return the favor 
by using his influence to cool tha 
Russians doi -̂n in their attitude to­
ward Tito. ,

In what may have been the brief- 
flurry of new war between Titd 
and Moscow, Poland wound up 
playing a llttls on both sides. I t 
followed Moscow and the other 
satellites In refusing to participate' 
in the Yugoslav Communist Con­
gress in Belgrade. Like the others, 
it sent only sn observer. But, by 
some strange accident, the Polish 
obser\-er missed the cue followed 
by the rest of the Soviet camp, 
when all the observers dramatical­
ly walked out at one controversial 
point in the business of the Con' 
grcss. It Is explained that the 
Polish observer was not hotlfted of 
this gesture in advance, and that, 
arriving - after the others had 
walked out, but not knowing they 
had walked out, he Had no reason 
not to take his seat and remain in 
it. This, the Poles make clear, was 
an accident, but one they are hap­
py about. ’

Finally, to complete this peril­
ous Polish happiness about their 
own middle position, It is now an­
nounced that the proposed Tito 
visit to Poland is definitely on 
again, scheduled for May 28 br 29. 
Tito, the heretic from Moscow, ap­
parently has decided to understand 
how and why Poland had to go 
along with Moscow aa much as it 
did. Moscow, apparently, is pre­
p a id  to be philosophical about the 
heretic's visit to Warsaw. Poland, 
apparently, still dares to receive 
him. And so long as no Russian 
flat tries to smash down on the 
whqle thing, this comprises a con­
tinued assertion of that partial 
freedom of conduct Poland won In 
1956. Our footnote to our previous 
editorial is, then, that the shadow 
of new repression for Poland, in 
the wake of The' Kremlin's new 
quarrel with Tito, has been held 
off, a t least for the time being.

accident. ,

CA^ L t Col. Arthur D, Mann 
of ^Iton , commander of the Eaat- 
tn f Connecticut Group, aaid two 
plmnea from the New London CAP 
were acheduled to take off thia 

/morning to join two other planea 
from the Lebanon, N.H., group in 
the acarch.

Colonel M ^ n  aaid he haa also 
aaked the Air Force Reacue Serv­
ice to aend a helicopter to the 
acenoi but doea not know if the 
requeat will be granted aa the area 
may not be in ita' jurisdiction.

Meanwhile, the officers -  and 
cadets, from the local CAP, ap­
proximately 35 in number, return­
ed to Manchester around midnight 
last night after an exhaustive day­
long search of the lake and heavily 
wooded area bordering the shore.

Hampered by Drlule 
Mann .aaid they must have 

checked ^hundreds” of cottages 
and cabins which dot the lake 
shore. "It's like Boltdn Lake only 
10 times bigger," he said.

The searchers were hampered by 
a heavy drizzle which followed a 
snowfall Monday. The snow and 
Icy winds caused a halt to the 
hunt for McCabe that day.

An observer at Lake Sunapee 
aaid skies were clear over the lake 
today, however, and that condi­
tions were “very good” for an air 
search unless the weather closed 
in again.

Dragging operations have again 
b^gun over several sections of the 
large lake which is 80 to 90 feet 
deep in some spots. Othejr boats, 
manned by conservation officers 
and volunteers from the area, are 
also continuing the search for a 
cushion life preserver which waa 
in the canoe when McCabe set out 
on a lone quest for a fishing spot 
pointed out to him earlier by two 
ether fishermen^

Other  ̂equipment from the .boat, 
a fishing net, glove, gasoline can

the shore by searchers during the 
weekend.

It is the fact that the other pre­
server is still missing which has 
led to the hope thgt McCabe may 
have made his way to shore.

Because of that hope, the elder 
McCabe ts having "missing” pos­
ters placed in conspicuous places 
throughout the area and descrip­
tions' of McCabe are being broad­
cast by State Police.

The missing man's father feels 
that his son may be a victim of 
amnesia, and does not know "who 
he la or where he is.”

Yesterday's CAP search was 
conducted along military lines 
with Colonel Mann in charge until 
he left for Manchester when CAP 
Major Otto Krause of Coventry 
took over and directed the search 
operation.

Earl Smith of Manchester, not 
a CAP member, drove a carload of 
cadets to the'lake yesterday, tak­
ing his boat with him, and the 
McIntosl\ Boat Cb. lent an out­
board motor to be used in the 
search.

A Lake Sunapee couple, Mr. and 
Mrs. George Carlson, supplied the 
wet and weary searchers with hot 
coffee during the day. Mr. and 
Mrs. David Butterfield allowed the 
use of their hotel, Knollwood' Inn, 
as CAP headquarters.

Meanwhile, McCabe's fellow in­

surance agents at the John Han­
cock Life Insui^ce Co., worked 
until late last night getting their 
bookwork ahead of schedule so 
they could make the trip to New 
Hampshire today to aid in the 
hunt Two cars left this morn­
ing and at least 10 other agmts 
plan to join in the search if there 
are no new developments.

A meeting of the CAP' is sched­
uled to be held tonight to map 
out further plans for continuing 
the search,

McCabe, an executive officer 
with the Manchester CAP, was on 
a camping trip with hio *on, Wil­
liam, 11, and Ronald O. Farris and 
his son, Ronald, 12. when he went 
fishing alone in an ^uminum canoe 
powered with an outboard motor. 
, The canoe was fou^d on its side 
a few hours later.

Farris, a major in the CAP and 
executive officer of the Elastem 
Connecticut Gpoup, has been aid­
ing in the search since McCabe’s 
disappearance.

Th* Board, in a reversal of senti­
ment expressed last week, indi­
cated lost night it would approve 
the salary recommendations as 
originally presented or in only a 
su b tly  altered form.

Hiit at the some time, Mayor 
Harold A. Turklngton and Director 
Gilbert Barnes spoke out sharply 
against the controvcrsisl salary 
recommendations for th* town 
clerk’s office.

They said the three women cm- 
plojrcs In the office should be pal'd 
no more than tee salaries paid 
other workers doing similar work 
and having the some years of ex- 
perience-

The net affect of their criti­
cism, however, will apparently af­
fect the pay rate of only one of 
the wonfen employes, Mra. Ann* 
Anderson, who has been classi­
fied s f  a senior clerk typist tech­
nician. She was to be paid at the 
rate of 88,852 starting in Novem­
ber, when the personnel of the of­
fice go on the town’s payroll.

Special Meeting Oslled
Hie salary discussion come in 

the wind-up session of a series of 
Informal meetings on the general 
manager's tentative 86.2 million 
budget. Mayor Turklngton last 
night called a opeclal meeting of 
the Board for Monday night to 
take formal action on the budget 
and set a tax rate. The deadline for 
ouch action is midnight Wednes­
day.

The Director's salary discussion 
last night contrasted with the 
sentiment expressed last week, 
when the issue first came up. At 
that time the Board indicated it 
would deny additional increments 
to workers at maximum. This 
decision would have cut 84,000 or' 
$5,000 from the cost of the raises 

proposed by Martin.
But last night, after consider' 

able Juggling of the costa involved 
in various possible, combinations 
of raises, a majority of the Board 
finally expressed approval of Mar' 
tin’s recommendation.

His proposals call for a normal 
increment for all salaried work 
ere below maximum, a 5-cent-on- 
hour increase for hourly rated em­
ployes, and the additional incre­
ment for all salaried employes, in­
cluding those at maximum. This 
would cost $27,000 or $29,000, de 
pending on when tee additional In­
crement is given.
