In two ili-fsted revolutions this 
spring, the position of the United 
States has been one of .careful and 
precise neutrality.

But we'd have a hard tlm » con­
vincing some o f the pahtielpants 
in these revolutions of that fact. -

In (Tuba, Batista'a regular army 
functioned with equipment re­
ceived from us,-in 'the normal rela­
tionship between ourselves and a 
hemisphere neighbor and ally.^The 
rebel (^atro, on the other hand, 
found us very zealous in enforcing 
our own neutrality laws agkinst 
shipments o f the arms he needed 
to . keep his cause. alive. In the 
Chiban revolution, Batiata should 
have kind thoughts toward.^ us, 
while the rebels are probably con­
vinced we were their enemy.

In Indonesia the picture has been 
somewhat different. Again, we 
foUowTsd a coiy-se of atrict unin-’ 
vdivemant. But, in our normal pol­
icy 'With the existing government. 
We had refused to sell arms to It. 
And. oh the Other hand, the un­
successful rebels seemed to receive 
some mysteriOtu help Whichjiad'an 
American label on it. TOe reheis.’lt 
seemed, achieved the rather mirac- 
ulous -feat o f doing a little bomb­
ing, now and then, withmit havihg 
any planes of their own. The the­
ory seems to be that these were 
volunleerf soldier of fortund 
planes, which may have come from 
Formosa.

For the Indonesian government 
this would mean, that this waa yie 
activity of Chiang Kai-ahek.

‘time ahd dntaiice are combined'so 
vlolentlv/as in space travel, the 
voice pommunicatton systems will 
be w h .  Inefficient, costly and in 
sqpie casea impossible.

What- may actually happen la 
that a rocket crewman will type 
out a message bn a tape', which 
Will be fed into a high-speed trans­
mitter. The tape will zip through 
the transmitter'in a matter of sec- 
ondk no matter how long the mes-. 
sage, Incoming messages will simi­
larly arrive at high spaced, and be 
typed froni tape . wltli' perfectly 
legible quality. With -a built-in. 
checking system there 'neyijr .need 
be a fear of error. #'

Ail this is because' it simply. 
takes too much power, to carry the 
voice by radio over the Inordinate­
ly  long distances of space. Because 
of the necessity for clear enuncta- 
Alon, voice communication de- 
manda,..about 25 times the power 
required tot telefype communica-. 

The teletype’ system uses 
only, pulses for. signals, rather 
thaii the modulation necessary for 
voice Ttransmiaalon;

I f  we wished to communicate with 
Mars, one of. the closest planets to 
th( earth, the radio transmission 
systam would demand a 7,090; watt 
transmitter. Since signal strength 
WeakilHS "as the' s(iiiaYe’'of"therdls- 
tance, then ,to corflmunicate with 
Pluto would take 76,000,000 watts.

Even with -.such high-poweped 
transmitters, commiinica,tlon with 
the planets would not be a anap. 
The signals wlU have to be aimed 
for maximum strength: and aimed 
not where the planet' can be .Seeir, 
but, where it will be When; the sig­
nal arrives. ■;

’Scatter’ System .
To reach MArs when it la rough- 

:ly 40,000(000 miles aWay, a radio 
atghal would require 2l5 Seconds of 
travel tbne. In that - 315 seconds 
Mars would ..have movpd 3,000 
miles. However, when Mar/jt.-Js on 
the other aide of the sun and .235,- 
000,090 miles away from the earth, 
the radio signal would travel foP 
1,250 aeconda and Mars would have 
.sped 18,000 miles along tts orbit;

Actually, the aiming process- 
may eventually be "’discarded for 
the new "scatter” system of radio 
communication. Unfortunately, the 
scatter system takes much more 
electrical po,wer than the beamed 
system and its-use probably will'

Inflominatlon of Bladder. Is 
Clue to Serious Dlsoider

By. EDWIN P. JORDAN, M.D.
. Writen for NEA Service

Mra. R. has inquired about in-- 
flammation of the urihary bladder 
asd whether .it is- a serous condi- 
tion^requlrin'g medical attention.

This. cOncUtion carries the med­
ical qame*'0f cystitis. There are 
many possible causes for such in­
flammation and^they certainly do 
require medical'attention.

'The inost common symptpmS'in- 
clude the presence o?̂ .para in the 
urlnej pain and frequ'ent urination.

If cystitis develops suddenly, as 
it often ,doe*, chills and (ever are 
lik e ly  to be present. The victim 
often suffers from 
and loss of weight.

The kind which comes suddenly 
is known as acute cystitis: the dif­
ficulty usually starts near the base 
of the bladder, but shows a tend- 
isney to sprehd to other parts of 
the lining membrane of this organ. 
The wall of the bladder becomes 
inflamed and is swollen and bright 
red in color.

The best treatment for acute 
cystitis is to try to find b u t , the 
exact cause and remove or treat 
it.
, Chronic cystitis, a condition in 
which there is )onfcls«ttllf''-iiu- 
flammation qf the wkn of the blad­
der with perhap,. pain at Intervals 
and pus either constantly or off 
and on. is another common prob­
lem. This often .„,,foHowa acute 
cystitis.

In such cases expert study, not 
only of the bladder Itself, but of, 
the- surrounding-. tl.s.sues including 
the kidneys, I miwt.,1m carried out.

One important riudy can be 
made by usirtg an instrument with 
lights and niirrors called a cysto- 
scope. This is passed into the blad­
der through its external passage­
way so that the physician egn look 
directly at the bladder wall.

A.s a ruler, cystitis or inflamma­
tion of the bladder should be con­
sidered. aa a' symptom of some­
thing wrong elsewhere rather than 
as a disease in itself. Wltt^ modem 
methods, and especially by treat­
ment with some of the, ,-n*wer 
antibiotic preparations, most cases 
of cystitis can be brought under 
control.

Cystitis rarely disappears with­
out treatment. It is foolhardy to 
neglect the symptoms since seri­
ous complication.s can.develop in 
time. Furthermore, most varieties 
of cystitis are easier to treat suc­
cessfully in their early stages than 
if they have existed for a long 
time. .
