of freedom and democracy. And 
there he did hie beet to answer the 
question of why, if  we believed in 
freedom and democracy, we did 
biisinegg 'With dictators. He had to 
asy that- for. ua tq̂  dtocrlmlnate 
against dictatorships among our 
good neighbors would amount to 
.Interference In the internal af' 
faira of other countriei.

After Argentina, he went on to 
Paraguay. 'Ihere Uu Cdhdtmna- 
tion of diCUtorahlp, and the 
glowing references to freedom and 

. democracy, had to disappear from 
his speeches, because In Paraguay 
he was in a dlcUtorahlp, and be­
cause there hia normal South 
American apatch might have con- 

1  ̂ atituted interference in the in­
ternal poUtlc* of a good neighbor.

But It was In Paraguay that he 
received the moat genuine welcome 
from the people themaelvea. They 
crowded around him, in tears aa 
they toUehed him. They whispered 
and shouted the word freedom 
They made efforts, In aplte of the 
police, to hand him petitions set' 
ting forth their oym thirst- for lib­
erty. Amid such scenes. Vice Pres­
ident Nixon had to keep the stiff 
diplomatic lip, pretending not to 
hear too clearly, from the people 
of Paraguay, the principles he him­
self had gone to South America to 
represent. ,

One can belleva that this waa 
a painful experience for Mr. Nixon 
himself, and one can guess, too, 
that other peoples In South Amer­
ica will notice that his glowing 
words were tailored to fit the clr- 
cumatances,' when he got to Para- 
guay.

But the trouble to that It is hard 
to figure • out the alternative. 
Should he, as an official guest, 
have become Ambassador Blurt, 
and denounced the government 
which was his host? Should we 
pretend that Paraguay doea not 
exist,, because we don't like its 
form- of government? Unfortu­
nately. defiance of the United 
States can. become a popular asset 
for simoat any South. American 
diclatbr. Exhaust the altiernatlves, 
and you come back to wha.t we 
have to try to do, which to to be­
have as If the politics of other 
peoples Is not our business.

The Role or The Cleaif Bomb

Preside,nt Rhee of South Korea 
won another electton the other day, 
amid the psuarproioits of hto po­

It  must have baen fr ^  to aome 
extent, however, because that asms 
opposition, that of the Democrats, 
made gaifja good enough to fruS' 
trate one of President Rhee'a po­
litical Sima, and to affirm growing 
support for a policy on Korean 
unification which lUee opposes.

President Rhee hid been seek' 
Ing A two-thlcds majority hi the 
National Assembly for hto Uberal 
partyso the Assembly could push 
through a change In the conatitu 
Uon which would prevent the, prea 
ent vice preaident. a Rhee op­
ponent, from advancing to the 
presidency In case of vacancy. The 
Democrats fruStrsUd this by In­
creasing their own number Of seats 
in the Assembly.

The main Issue between the two 
parties Involves procedure for uni­
fication of Korea. The out-of- 
power Democrats favor nation- 
'-wide elections under United Na­
tions supervision. Perhaps they 
thliik they'woui^ win such elec­
tions. AJ any rata, what they favor 
to what the Uiilted Nations is 
pledged toiNpring about, If North 
Korea ever a^ees 'to it.

Preaident R f̂•e, on the other 
hand, has hia o ^  fomula for 
unification. Under it,, there would 
be special elections In North Korea 
only, to fill additional acits In the 
National Aaaembly already. func 
tloning in South Korea. .. v.

Tha United Nation* solution In 
Korea, than,'not only .has to win 
the ai^punce o f Communist 
North Korsa, but that o f the sxtot 
ing South Korean iovemment .u. 
well, Biit the thcraaae in votes for 
the Democrats indicates that Pres 
ident Rhee'a extreme position is 
now subject to 'formidable. chal­
lenge in South Korea itfelf. Unifi­
cation would still 
way off, but thbrJ[ea®qck la per­
haps daveloplhiir> little interior 
weaknesr.
