At long last, there ia appearing 

an opan challenge to the one-sided 
erle\\'a of Lewis U  Strauss, chair­
man of our ̂ Atomic Energy Coidi 
mlsaion. whoie influence on our na­
tional atomic policies, and on 
White Houae thinking, has for so 
iorig been omnipolent, and, in the 

, oplnidna of some, a menace to our 
national sanity,:

Admiral Strauss la th* great de 
fender of nuclear war, tJie great 
opponent of any ^legbtlatlon with 
our potential gnenti^ the gr^at 
advocate of continuing nuclear 
tests forever, the great soothsayer 
on the question of the potehtial 
harm dene to the health and life of 
humanity by suclr testa. Up to this 
point.' his policies and his views 
have been dominant. Now, how- 
aveK' Wa. poatUon is being chal­
lenged; in the open testimony of 
scientists-who disagree with him, 
and, accorw^ to the . Washington 
grapevine, ^  Ijie nature of th~ 
■clentific opinionX being fui 
through to the Pr^dei^- 

One of the open piHulenges to 
him came in the recent testimony 
of br. Hans Bethc, one of ou'llead- 
Ing nuclear experts, who toloUhe 
'thsarmament subcommittee of thb. 
Senate Foreign Relations. Com­
mittee that he. favol-ed. the thing 
Strausa .eppeaes—a j^saible cessa- 

/ tion of nuclear t^ ing .
This open appearance of chal­

lenge to the' views of Strauss is 
welcome.-'But it la'also so imper­
fect its logic that It deserves 
challenge., itself.
/t)r. Bethe',.in,his testimony, ad 

/  I’snced the opinion that Uiis would 
ba a good time for us tp join Rus- 

' sla in abandoning nuclear testa be­
cause this se'erha, him and hii'. 
expert knowledge, a moment when 
We happen to be ahead of Russia in 
nuclear development.

That is a shallow and insecure 
reason for abandoning nuclear 

' tests. It may or may not be true.
, And it la, as an argument, no more 

pertinent to the' basic question of 
whether we should -suspend nuclear 
tests than is the counter-argument 
used-by Strauss, whiclii la that we 
ought to keep on with teats be- 

. cause it may be Russia which ia 
ahead of us at the moment.

The compeUing reason for aban­
doning nuclear testa ia not that one 

'  nation may or may not be ahead of 
the. other in the capacity to de­
stroy, but the fact that humanity 
ia behind. No one knows what -dam­
age has already been done to hu­
manity, by tests already made. Hu- 
mhnit'y still has to catch up with 
the -poison still poised in our at 
mosphere, waiting to come down: 
Humanity sDll has to catch up to 
Itself in the matter of controlling 
the scientific advance! it has made. 
And so long as the armaments race

... continues, humanity will be behind
In its own struggle for survival, 

'H i mallar which nation happens to 
lead the race at one or another 

, moment.
Humanity's capacity to find the 

ethics, the morality, the politics, 
and Uit techniques of survival lags 

. far behind it f capacity to destroy. 
' '  In the real race of our times, 

Russia and we art. not on opposite 
sides, but on the same side—the 
side of the bomb—and as we race 
forward together it is humanity- 
we are leaving in the lurch. And 

' it la to give  ̂humanity a break -  
■ \ not to seek some gamble of ad 

1 vantage for ope national,compact 
1 ment of huminlty—that we should 

chWIenge and ieject..the counsels 
I of Strauss, and decide, specifically, 

to make our - present series of 
atqmie teats our last.

That rterrible disease knowlKss 
poliomyelitis wap bn the wane dli: 
Ing 1957. Public Health Service 
statistics indicated that there were 
.5,894 c a ^  of the disease last year 
ih . the United States, compared 
with: 45,400 in 1956 and 29,270 In 
19fi5

The lowered number of cases of 
polio haa been accompanied by a 
low death rate. But before biddiifg 
farewell to this disease, one must 
remember that ittends to fluctuate 
rather widely from year to year 
and from place to place.

In 1938. 1942 and 1947. for ex­
ample. the rates for polio were 
quite low in spite of the fact that 
the'Salk vaccine was not yet avail­
able. Consequently, we must re­
main cautious about assuming that- 
polio is finally licked.

There, are many things about 
polio which have been learned, but 
there is more still which we need 
to know. There Is, for example, 
little doubt that two or three doses 
of the Salk vaccine give a great 
deal of protection, though it la 
Still uncertain as to whether still 
better, vaccines will be developed.

TTie frequency of polio in grown­
ups appears to be Increasing. Fur­
thermore, it is a more severe' 
diaease in adults than in children, 
both from the standpoint or pro­
ducing paralysis and deaths. .

. There also Seems to be some 
differences betwerti the sexes In 
susceptabiitty; among children 
more ... males are . Involved, but 
amopg grownups more women.

Certainly, because of the high 
risk tq aduits, they should be vac­
cinated also, particularly up to the 
age of 46*. Incidentally, now is the 
time to do it rather than waiting 
until there is an increased fre­
quency of the disease this summer.

Since there is no absolute way 
of preventing polio, one. should 
still remain alert for possible signs 
of this disease. The first symptoms, 
as a rule, are like those of any 
other infection and include fever, 
headachej. dlzzinesa, irritahi.Hty .and. 
the like. ~

Slight stiffness in the back la 
quite common in polio, but it may 
be all too easy to suggest to a 
child that he has a stiff neck when 
this is actually not the case.

One form of the disease is known 
as bulbar pollomyeltls. Here dif­
ficulty in breathing is the most 
important symptom. This Is the 
kind in which the so-called Iron 
lung is used. The instrument ̂  is 
designed to make breathing pos­
sible during the time when nature- 
is unable to accomplish it.

The treatment of early polio 
has already Improved enormously 
with the use of hot wet packs and 
other measures. It will continue, 
no doubt, until the disease can be 
finally eliminated.
