28 to bring the admission from our
own experts that it may he a year
and a half before we have the ca-
pacity to send up an equal amount
of weight into space, and so big as
to contain, within itself, all the
varied instruments for collecting
acientific Information we oursslves
pian to split up among & dozen or
more of our own smaller aatellites,
Tt emphasizes that Russia
haa bigger rocket motors in opera-
tion than we have, & fact which
has military significance. And it ia
another feather in the cap of Rus-
glan sclence generally.

Fortunately we have, by  this
time, become a little sophiaticated
sbout satellites, So far as the race

goes, we know we are in it, al-}

though behind. Bo far as the aéi-
ence goes, we do not feel behind in
theory and ullimate capacity; our
Jag has been in policy decisions,
not int the field of sclence itself,

‘Inevitably, too, as thia nuclear
age wears on, we tend to become
less terrified of the ultimate
weapons, We know they will exiat.
We know there will be no defenne
against them for anybody, either
thoss thay are used aguinst, or
those who use them, It has got to
the point where the question of
whether one weapon is more ulti-
mate than another has to be baséd
on the assumption that there are
degrees of total destruction, de-
green of death.

Our safety lles only in the pos-
sibility that mankind will, in the
end, declde not to pull the trigger
on (tself, Thers is no other sufety
which can be devised, There {s no
other remedy. That is what we
have come down to—the question
of what the decision of man him-
self will be,

Nor can ws comfort ourselves,
or alidbl ocurasives, with the as-
sumption that the decision taken
by man will be taken by just one
sogment of mankind, operating in
some isolated viliainy all ita own.
The decision will be inevitably col-
lective, like the result. If there are
some of us who think we are bet-
ter and more virtuous than others,
we had betler make sure our good
ingredients really get into the col-
lective policy. decision' process so
they can help give. humanity a
chance, I1t-is not ‘enough to classify
others as villnins and say then
that we tooswill be villaing if neces-
sary. Virtue unexertised and un-

. used is gullty too; the space age
rings the bell for all the good that
is in man anywhere.

Courage In Warsaw

Some Lime ago, we began walch-
ing Poland, as did everybody else,
with the idea that Poland's partial
freedom, won in the peaceful revo-
lution of 1858, could be the most
tragic casualty of the new cold war
between Moscow and Tito.

The Jatest development in the
Polish situation is at once a matter
for nervousness and for admira-
tion. For with a courage which is
discreet buf also plainly . labeled,
the Polish regime has stood aside
from all the rest of the Commu-
nist world—Moncow, Peiping, and
all the litlle satellites—and refused
to join in its vilification of Tito and
Yugoslavin. Instead, in a long ex-
position of the Poligh position on
the dispute between Moscow and
Belgrade, the Polish regime ac-
knowledged Lthe differences of
opinion and theory befween them,
&nd hoped they would be resolved
by “Leninist principlesa,” but spoke

. of Yugoslavia as s friend rather
than an outcast, and declared rath-
er militantly, also, that there could
be no return to the Stalinism of
148, - .

The mignificance of such touches
is so strong that the Hugosiavs, in
spite of the fact that the Phlish
position contains many criticiams
of specific Yugoslay positions and
theories, consider this Pollsh state-
ment & statement which is on their

. #ide of the dispute.

© .+ And the statement is such as
© te suggest that if Moscow s Jook-

ing for any opporiunity to try to
crack “down 'on Poland, and undo
the revolution of 1956 entirely, this
ia that opportunity. Not to agree
with Moscow wholeheartedly Is In
the satellits code, almost equiva-
lent to a defiance of Moscow, We
salute the Polish Communists for
their courage, and hope their bold-
nesa carries with it safety, as hold-
ness sometimes does,

.

Hair Of The Dog

Reports from Germany say Lhat
no issue since the war has brought
as much jnterest and emotion to
the Germans themaelves as the is-
sue“of whether or not Germany
shall take nuclear arms to itself
The fact thit Chancellor Adenauer
has prorfounced such = policy has
divided the country instead of
dominating it; meetlings and
marches are being staged against
it; local plebescites on the issue are
apparently going to be held, in
spite of Adenauer's attempt to
frighten them off by calling them
{llegal.

To their own credit, some of the
Germans themselvea obvioualy
know the national weakness, and
want no hair of the dog that bit
them in 1914 and 1939. They are
inatirictively as afraid of a Ger-
many which has begun to pick up
nuclear weapofis as ia Britaln, or
Beglum, or The Netherlands, ‘or
Poland, or Russia. They havé an
idea of the potential symbolic im-
portance of such a atep.

As for us, here in the United

Statea, It I1a our particular dis-
tinction and glory that we are the
ones who nsist” on pushing into
the hands of ‘a_people afflicted In
the past with the curse of mili-
tariam the most potent and heady
symbol of the war of tomorrow,
Once ws have forced that new
taste of the old curse on the Ger-
man nation, how long do we think
it will resist the indvitable sequels?
How long do we think it will be
cantent to take its nucléar weap-
ons from us, instead of developing
and. making nuclear weapons it-
peif ? "How long do we think Jt will
be before the German people begin
to like the idea of having nuclear
weapona !
And if they should begin to like
them; and to make their own, and
perhaps, in some -tragic day, to
use them, what might they tell
themselves? They might tell them-
selves that they themseives had
never wanted the things, but that
somebody else had insisted on put-
ting them into their hands. And
we, although we might not concede
ail the implications of auch an
alibl, and might contend thal what
was to be was to he, might have
to wonder {f we had not Hastened
up the process,

Bunts And Buys

The Operationa Research Soci-
sty of America has, with the ald
of mechanical compulers, digeated
and resolved all the odds &nd fac-
tors and considerations which
should properly go into the correct
answer to two rather routine prob-
lems in American life.

Henceforth, hy the verdict of
research and computation, life has
been made easy for baseball man-
agers and for automobile pur-
chasers.

For baseball mianagers, the ver-
dict is to have the batter swing
away, never minding the possaibility
of bages on balls, or sacrifice bunta,
Fancy strategy may be fun; having
everybody up there just hitting is
what produces the most runs, over
the long run,

For car buyers, the formula is
equally simple. For best value for
his dollar, original investment, up-
keep, deterforation, and everything
else considered, he should buy & car
that ia theee years old, and hold on
to it for three and a half years
more, then turning It in on another
three year old. NéVer mind the fun
of buying and owning & spotless
new car. Lat somebody -else do
that, Never mind, either, a per-
verse insistence on seelng how long
you can keep an old car running.
The.law of jthe statistics is blunt
and final. If you want to be smart,
you buy a three year gld, every
time, -

The trouble is, of course. that
human beings resent such sure-fire
formulas, even when they are.of-
fergd. There {zn't a baseball man-
ager alive who wouldn't rather win
one gamé with conspjcuous master-
minding than win two by follow-
ing some machine-made statistic.
There isn't & car buyer in the coun-
try who doesn't feel that the buy-
ing of a car is a personal rite, with
pome &ixth sense of his own su-
perior to 'any possible research
finding.

Nothing, in fact, so inflames
the ordinary human being against
what may be' beat for him as to
have it prescribed for him. Base-
ball managers who read this find-
ing will spend the resl of the
season having thelr power hitters
lay down a bunt, and three year
old cars will prove & drug on the
market. In fact, we have an In-
teresting question for- the . re-
searchers to research, What per-
gentage of human action and deci-
sion deliberately avoids known and
proved formulas?
