Washington, May 24 (/T)—The 
armed services, bowing to mount­
ing demands for prompt action to 
cut the .risk of air coUisions, today 
invoked emergency curbs on mili­
tary Jet flights below 20.000 feet.

'The offer by the services to Cur­
tail lower level flights .w m . an­
nounced at a W h itr House news 
conference IMt. night by Lt. Gen. 
Blwood R. Quesada. chairman of 
the President’s Air Coordinating 
Committee. The curbs w,ent into 
effect today.

'Calling the action a temporary 
measure, Quesada said the restric-  ̂
tions would not affect military de­
fense patrols or fighter scrambles 
In the event of an alert.

Que.sada. a retired A ir ' Force 
general, said the aim is "to mini- 
mix. the risks of air collision.” 

The majority of commercial and 
civilian aircraft operate at alti­
tudes below 20,000 feet. However, 
the j;omniercial flight ceiling is ex­
pected to be considerably higher 
when U.S. airlines*put Jet liners 
in regular operatio'n In the next 
year or sq,

Under the plan announced, by 
Quesada, military jets operating 
below 20,000 feet along airways al- 
loted to civilian planes must fly by 
instrument rules under ground 
control of the -CIvU Aeronautics 
Administration (CAA).

This means they cannot operate 
under visual flight rules—blamed 
by ' some experts for two recent 
air collisions between military 
J4ts and civilian airlines. These 
collisions killed 61 persons.

Porter said Hector Santeelia,

Hhsenhower in pert- foHowed 
language used in Khrushchev’s 
letter on May 9 on the subject. To­
day's message' was. delivered to 
the foreign office In Moscow by 
the U.S. embassy there.

After Russia announced Its 
nuclear test suspension at the end 
of M a r c h ,  Khrushchev wrote 
EisMhower urging the U n i t e d  
Stales to do the same. The Pres- 

^ e n t ’a response In part was to 
suggest broad scale technical dis­
cussions on means of enforcing 
disarmament agreements Includ­
ing a ban on nuclear test explo­
sions.

Khrushchev first reacted nega­
tively. Then In his May 9 letter 
he said he was willing to talk 
about policing a -test suspension. 
He expressed fear^ however, that 
the western governmehls" wduldT 
stall and delay progress on any 
substantial agreement.

"I note with satisfaction," Elsen­
hower wrote today, "that you ac­
cept, at least partially, my pro­
posal that technical persons be 
designated to ascertain what would 
be required to supervise and con­
trol disarmament agreements, all 
without prejudice to our respec­
tive positions on the timing and 
Interdependence of various aspects 
of disarmament.’ ’

He t h e n  quoted Khrushchev’S 
letter saying the Soviet govern- 
t|]ent would be willing to have both 
aides name experts to make the 
scientific studies.

"Eheperts from our side,’’ Elsen­
hower said, picking up the Khrush-, 
chev wording, "will be prefi red 
to meet with experts from your 
side. If the Swiss governmgnt 
agrees, within three weeks of our 
learning whether these arrange 
ihents are acceptable to you."

White House press secretary 
James Hagerty said the United 
States figures the time at three 
weeks frorn today. Hagerty said 
western experts could come from 
any country, noting that Elsen­
hower specifically mentioned Brit­
ain and .France, This would be 
true also on the Soviet side, Hag­
erty said.

"We assume,’ ’ Eisenhower Wrote 
"that the experts on the side of 
thê  Soviet Unibn would be sim­
ilarly chosen on. the basis of spe 
cial competence, so as to assure 
that tve get scientific, not political 
conclusions."

’The task of the experts would

be to work out a means of de­
tecting any secret nuclear explo­
sions which might be aet off In 
violation of an agrement banning 
tests. Available detection means 
include measuring radioactivity In 
the atmosphere and. recording 
shock waves In the Earth’s surface.

U.S. officials long have argued 
that an effective enforcement sys­
tem would i^u ire Uis stationing 
of international scientific teams 
with the most modem equltment 
on the territory of both RussIb 
and the United Statea They say 
also that these teams would have 
to have authority to travel to any 
spot where their Instruments in­
dicated the possibility of a nuclear 
explosion, and make Investiga­
tions. X '

Indian cave has been found in 
Glastonbury and archeologists 
are enthusiastically calling it "one 
of the most algnlflcant" dUedv.- 
eries.

Teams of amateur and profes­
sional archeologists from the lo­
cal chapter of the Connecticut 
Archeological Society, together 
with ex ^ lt lon s  from Tale Uni­
versity, have been digging under 
the shelter. -

They have uncovered arrow- 
heada, projectile points, spear 
points, pot sherds, pendants, clay 
pipes, coins, buttons, bone awls, 
an adz. an ax and—as one of the 
probers put it—"bushels of bones."

But Dr. Leopold Poplsll, iasslst- 
ant professor of anthropology at 
Yale, Said that the artifacts are a 
small pari .of the stone shelter’s 
scientific importance.

‘The site *1# atratified," he ex­
plained. "ThisTs quite rate in New 
England. It means we’ll be able to 
establish a. sequence of early cul­
tures.”

The cave was discovered last fall 
by Btanle'y ’ Phillips . of Glaston­
bury.. It is on privately-owned 
wooded land in the eastern part of 
town.. Beyond thiii, the weekend 
digger#'are keeping the exact lo­
cation a-guarded secret.

student of anthropology at Yale. 
Phillips, Andrew J. Kowalsky, 
chairman of the society’s Morgan 
Cliaptor, Hartford County, and

Kowalsky said tliat In the first 
foot of excavating his group found 
six gunfliflta. nine musket balls, 
copper objecto, hand-wrought nails 
and other colonial objects.

In the next three feet, he said, 
they found the Indian i-ellcs. They 
were of stone, clay and bone. Some 
of the bones were analyzed at Yale 
and proved to come from deer, 
bear, raccoon and beaver.

Several Of the local society 
members believe that the Indians 
who left these artifacts were from 
the Wangunk and Podunk tribes; 
both of which inhabited land east 
of the river.

The excavators have received 
perm'ission .from the'pwner to ex­
cavate the wooded site. It is in an 
area with many ledges which. Jjas 
frequently been used for deer 
hunting.

Russell of Yale said that radium 
carbon depoaita found in other 
states have established that Indians 
were around some 5,000 years ago. 
He doubted if the Glaatonbury find 
would go back more than "1,000 or 
2,000 years."

But he and other scientists who 
have followed the projfect are ex­
cited about the prospects of learn­
ing more about .the habits of our 
earliest Red Men.
