Governor Sees 
No Hike in Tax 
Coining in ’59

HaiTford, May 27 (fP)—De­
spite slumping state revenue, 
Governor Ribicoff says that 
he. still believes “we can avoid 
a tax increase in 1959.”

‘The Governor’s observation fol­
lowed,a press-conference query to­
day recalling his comments a year 
ago—when tax yield was booming 
—that he felt that the state could 
get by without new taxes next 
year.
S. "I don’t  think this recession will 
be’ permanent," the Governor eald. 
"By tailoring oUr expenses, I be­
lieve u'e^can avoid s tax increase 
in 1959," he said.

Asked pointedly if he was less 
optimistic now than he was a year 
ago about avoiding new taxes, the 
(jovemor declined to give a spe­
cific answer on that score.

‘The spending road and the tax­
ation road will have to run paral­
lel so we can avoid new taxes," 
the Governor replied.

Replying to a newsman’s com­
ment that the state in 1959 wiU be 
unable to fSll back on a $32 million 
surplus, a t . the start of the pres­
ent 2-year period, last July 1. the 
Governor conceded that It would 
be a tough fight to keep spemiing 
within tax Incom'e: ~

"It makes the Job harder, but I 
still think it can be done," he re­
plied. "The budget wiU have to be 
taHorqd accordingly."

Governor Ribic(>ff said he has 
a "baaic confidence” ■’in the na­
tion's sfid especislly Connecticut’s 
sconomic possibilities for growth.

Republican

The Deniocratlc chairman of 
Mancheater’a firat voting district 
Is corpulent Roger M. Negro, a 
25-year-old party veteran who as­
sertively describes himself as a 
"political worker, but not a poli­
tician.”

Despite his youth, the w o r d  
"veteran” is not_one used loosely, 
for Negro, who,:Jokingly admits- 
to former profes^nal theater as­
pirations, has been active itv the 
party for 11 years, ever since he 
was 14 years old.

"That's how old I  was when 
Mary Acbto (present Democratic 
T owti Cotnniittee vice-chairman) 
took me under her. wing and had 
me mailing out election circulars,”  
he said.' "But even before that I  
was interested in the town >gov- 
emment, mainly because of the 
Current Affairs Club that I  be­
longed to In high BChool.”

Negro smiles when he recalls 
how members of his family and "a 
lot of his relatives” were staurtch 
Republicans i t  the time. “But I  
honestly investigated both par­
ties before making my choice." 
Then he added, "But >bey (the 
family) are all Democrats now.”  

Heads Young Democrats 
Negro is justifiably proud of hU

?arty affiliation. He joined the 
oung Democrats in 1952 and two 

years later, when he reached his 
21st birthday, he was named to 
the Pfcmpcratic Town Committee. 
He’s presently sendrig his second 
term as president of the Young 
Democrats and was vice president 
before that.

Negro’s interest in local “ good 
government” is paralleled only "by 
his enthusiasm for Little Theater 
activities. While in high school, he 
was very active in both the "Paint 
and Powder” and "Sock and Bus­
kin” groups. He joined .the Man­
chester (Community Players in 
1951, the year he graduated, and 
has been in the organization since. 
Just this week he was named 
president o f the group for 1958-59.

“ When I  wias in school, I  often 
thought about becoming h profes­
sional actor, but it wasn't long be­
fore 1 realized what a hectic bust- 

- ness it is. Too hectic for me!” 
Directing "The Man Who Came 
To Dinner”  for the Community 
Playeis this spring is Negro's 
latest achievement. " I  also direct­
ed ‘January Thaw* for the Colum­
bia Players a couple o f years ago.”  
he added. His Interest in the L it­
tle Theafer also took him to the 
Coventry Players as an actor in 
1955.

The personable "political work­
er,”  a life-long resident of Man- 
ctiester, is, the son of the late 
Florlno LouU^Negro, single, he 
lives at 205 "Oak St., with his 
mother, Mrs. Theresa Negro. A  
devout member of - the Roman 
Catholic faith, he belongs to St. 
James' Church and is active in the 
church’s choir. He also belongs to 

. the Italian American Society and 
was vice president of the group.

Turning back to the Democratic 
Party, Negro said, " I t ’s the town 
I ’m mainly Interested in” and he 
adds that his ambitions will be 
fulfilled when "Manchester goes 
Democratic.’’ ,An insight into 
Negro’s- character is shown by his 
remark, "1 don't mind losing a 
political battle, if I  lose fighting.' 
Then he added. "But I  wouldn’t 
want to win unless it was with a 
good candidate." And that goes for 

„sn y  office.”-
Negro is against "back-room” 

and "machine”  politics "In either 
party.” Clcssifyliip; himself as a 
"very liberal Democrat,” Negro's 
hero is, Harry TVuman—"A  real 
liberal and not >  middle-o'f-the- 
roadman.” ^

TWo 'Trlurapha’
He further points with pride to 

•*miy two political triumphs” - his 
part in the fight which forced last 
fail’s Country! Club referendum, 
and his being one. of the six who 
bucked the Town Committee in 
1954 and reorganized, winning 39 
.pf 40 seats. H e  was, shortly there­
after, appointed chairman of the 
change-over and new voters-com­
mittees and. in 11 voter-maklnit 
sessions since, the Democratic 
Party has led four times.

"Is that an accomplishment, 
only 4 out of 11?” he'was asked. 
"Certainly it was.” he said. "The 
Republicans used to lead 11 out of 
11 .”

A  former inspector’s clerk at 
Pratt and Whitney, Negro ended 
three years w ith , the Newton 
Robertson Bakery in Hartford this 
past February. ".Right now I ’m 
taking correspondence courses In 
accounting,” he said, "And I ’m 
hoping to break into the account,- 
ing business very soon.” He did 
have a lucrative offer from a na­
tional concern but turned It down;

. "because I  couldn’t have any 
political affiliations,.”  He . also 
studied business machine operAibn 
In Hartford,in '1955.

Actiya on State Level 
Negro’s interest in the Demo- 

eradc Party has also spread be­
yond the town to the State level. 
An aptive member In the State 
Young Democrats, he was, until 
this month, itreasursr o f the group 
and In the past, aerved on sev-

A  college ring, a love for fljlihg, 
and a devil-may-care youth are 
the Ingredients embodied in Floyd 
E. Forde,' the humorous and often 
outspoken Republican chairman 
of Manchester’s first voting dis­
trict.

The ring was. one-he couldn t 
afford to pay 842 for when he 
graduated from Bryant College in 
1950, receiving a  bachelor o f sci­
ence degree in management and 
finance. But today, after eight 
years o f bard work as an Insur­
ance man coupleu with an admit­
ted "certain amount o f good luck,' 
the 30-year-old. bachelor points 
proudly to his $400 Masonid ring— 
“My college ring.”

A  life-long Manchester native, 
Forde g^'aduated from Manchester 
High School in 1946, One o f the 
young man's most hllarioiui and 
eventful years. I t  was during 
his senior year that Forde obtalnsd 
a pilot's license, opening the doors 
to a countless number o f riotous 
experiences he now gladly relates 
to anyone' who'll give him the 
chance.

" I  remembir . going into Mr. 
(Edson M.) Bailey’s office one 
Thursday afternoon and telling 
him T won't be In to school tomor­
row.' I  think he thought I  was 
crazy when I  told him I  was going 
to San Francisco for the week­
end.”

Then he tells of the weekend he 
flew a cargo plane. fulL of .chicks 
from Boston to Wilmington, Del, 
and the chicks all died of asphyxia­
tion when he had to fly  the plane 
over a thunderstorm. "That was 
almost as bad as the time I  flew 
into a bam in Glastonbury,”  he 
said. A t the age of 18, Forde flew  
all over the country piloting 
"gypsy” cargo planes and perform 
ing in several -aerial cirduses. 

.Enlisted In Army 
After graduating from high 

school, Forde enlisted in the U.S. 
Army and arrived in Okinawa Just 
In time to help out in the "clean: 
ing -up̂ ' activities. “ I  did see a lit­
tle action, but not of my cholcA”  
he said. " I ’m. a devout coward, you 
know.” The "action” was a patrol 
which had thd unfortunate task 
of going into the jungle and round 
ing up the enemy that was still 
in hiding.

Before being discharged In De­
cember 1947, Forde served in 
Tokyo as a courts-martial defense 
counsel, a unique as8igmment for 
an enlisted man. "M y self-fnfllcted 
makeshift legal training led to 
that assignment,” he said, admit­
ting that he's -:S}ways had "law 
aspirations of a sort.”

Before returning home Forde 
studied law at the University of 
Tokyo, and before graduating from 
Bryant he attended Hillyer Col 
lege. Following a brief tour of duty 
pumping gas at a local service 
station, Forde, until 1952, traveled 
throughout the country investigat­
ing dissster claims for the Gen­
eral Adjustment Bureau in Hart­
ford. His work took him to some 
of the nation's worst floods, and 
hurricanes.

Partner In Agency 
" I  was 8113 in debt when I  went 

into business for myself,”  he re­
lated. From 1952 to 1955, Forde 
was an independent claims, ad­
juster in. Manchester. Having 
proved his worth ' in those few 
years, he becarhe a partner in the 
25-year-old rlnsurance . agency 
which tb^ay bears the ..name, 
"Forde and Jewell.”  Forde runs 
his business—"15 hours a day. 
days a week”— f̂rom his modem 
office on the second floor o f 627 
Main 8t.

In 1953 he-became active-lii lO’ 
cm politics becaiue he -believed 
“persons o f average education 
should get into it.”  He became 
member of the Republican .Tbwn 
Committee that year. *Tvs al­
ways believed in what )the OOP 
stood for,” he said. “The ethics o f 
the party have always been well

When General de Gaulle today 

Isaues a atatement that he haa 
begfun a 'Tegal procesa” -of forming 
a government for France, that 
meana the government which ia In 
office—or which waa aMtumed to 
be in office before he spoke—haa 
yielded to the rebelliona in Algeria 
and in Corsica, in the army, navy, 
and air force, and to the exhaus­
tion of all the normal processes of 
French politics. A few daya ago, 
the question Was whether the ex­
isting political order could avoid 
thW outcome. Today, perhaps, the 
question ia whether it has yielded 
awiftly enough. And paradoxically, 
the fear that de Gaulle might rep­
resent the advent of a dictatorship 
yields to  the- fear that he may not 
be strong enough to control the 
forces now let loose.

Can he conduct himself with 
guch moderation as to quiet down 
the alarm of civilian France with­
out loalng, by such moderation, the 
loyalty of those who have con­
ducted this revolt In his name 7 
Can he bring the rightist exCrem- 
lata of the revolt under control 
without'encountering, at home, a 
violent revolt of the extreme left?

Whatever worthiness may be 
read into the man, however high 
and exalted some of his ainu may 
be. the fact remains that he has 
been quite willing to play with fire 
In order to gain w  chance at pow­
er. He has helped produce a crisis 
which la on the very edge of civil 
war in order to exploit that crisis.

Now the question is whether he 
caii ride end control the whirl­
wind he hag helped create. Can 
he establish order out of, revolt, 
legality out of illegality, reason out 
of extremism ? Can means which 
have been nithlesa produce a good 
end?

Even those who disagree with 
the means are forced to hope that 
de Gaulle now proves to have the 
mastery he has been seeking. But 
It has not been very often in his­
tory that a worship of order at any 
price haa paid off in permanent 
good for a country or a aociety. 
Thia may be the salvation of 
France—or merely one more step 
into deeper tragedy.

It ia the fact thai^ we arc now 
heading dlrecUy toward our own 
renunciation of nuclear tests.

This la not only In responM to 
the compulsion that Is upon us, so 
long as Russia holdi to its own re- 
nuhclatlon. and not only in re­
sponse to the symbolic concession 
Russia haa made aa if to smooth 
the way for ua. It 1  ̂ also Ip re- 
aponse to a great'dearot eentiRient 
in thia country, which began with 
Adlai Stevenson's recommendation, 
in 1956, that we "Ourselves be the 
first to renouifce testing, and which 
has recently worked its way Into 
the administration itself, where the 
backing of important sclentiata has 
apparently pushed to victory the 
idea that^no civilized nation can 
afford responsibility' for the con­
tinuation of testa whose danger to 
mankind cannot be authoritatively 
defined, and therefore cannot .be 
Ignored.

A Sudden Change'
Only a few weeks ago, our State 

Department seemed in an attitude 
of almost open enmity to th,e exist­
ing government of Indonesia, ready 
to classify it as a  Communist men­
ace, and aeemingly quite In sym­
pathy with the revolt in progress 
against it. This attitude made even 
Americana think there might be 
something behind the Indoneaian 
government's charges that the aid 
rebels were beceiiing—particular­
ly the planes being flown for them 
when they possessed no air force 
of their nwn—was American In 
origin, probably coming from For­
mosa.

A week ago, however, relations 
between Indonesia and our State 
Department took a sudden turn Tor 
the better. On the same day. Presi­
dent Sukarno made a speech 
quoting Jefferson and Lincoln and 
Secretary of State DuUea skid thlat 
what waa happening in Indonesia 
was an internal affair which should 
not have outside interference. A 
day later, the State Department 
also p.ermitted the sale of small 
arms, to  th e ' Iiidonesian govern­
ment, not many daya after we had 
attacked Indonesia for seeking 
arms from Communist nations af­
ter we had refused to sell our­
selves. The next day we aold come 
rice to Indonesia, to help it feed 
its people. The same day President 
Sukarno paid a friendly and un­
precedented visit to the home of 
our ambassador at Ja k a i^ .

What rhyme or reason waa there 
behind thia metamorphesia 7 

The beat explanation aeema to be 
a sensible one—that our State De­
partment suddenly decided that, 
whatever the chance that Indo­
nesia might go Communist, we had 
better not play the kind of game 
which would make Indonesia's 
choice final and irrevocable—that, 
in short, we had ' better not 
heighten whatever danger there 
might be by pushing Indonesia to­
ward it. '  -

The fact is that we have to ll.ve' 
in a world where we cannot hope 
to cbntrol every'nuance of policy in 
other governments, and where, 
moreover, w’e .would be fopUsh to 
interpret every nuance aa a final 
certainty. There ia one other piece 
of wH,sd^ one hopes we will learn, 
too. That is that the way for us 
to keep the Communists out of a 
country ia not for ua to preach to 
that country against the Commu­
nists,. but for us to persuade that 
country that our own interest in 
^ a t  country is genuine and con­
stant, and hot dependent upon our 
strategic eagerness to deal a blow 
to Communism there.

At Tisl Ouaou, a hand grenade 
exploded today in a throng of 20,-

there was no panic in the crowd 
of Berber .tribesmen. They had 
been brought down from the 
Kabylle mountains to hear speech­
es by Salan and Soustelle.

X Moslem mayor from a nearby 
community was addressing the 
crowd when the grenade went off. 
Ambulances went to the scene and 
carried off several vlcflma drip­
ping with blood,

A French officer told a reporter 
that the explosion was caused ac­
cidentally by a military grenade 
carried by a French soldier. This 
could not be confirmed from ether 
sources.

After the grenade incident, the 
crowd began chanting "Vive De 
Gaulle" and singing th* "Maraelt- 
laise.”

The Berbers had been brought 
here in military trucks, llie  roads 
were heavily guarded by troops in 
half-tracks and weapons carriers.

During the height of the na­
tionalist anti-French ' rebellion, 
which thel insurgent government 
now claims has Virtually died..out, 
the Kabylie area was a rebel hot­
spot. Salan and Soustelle spoke 
here as part of their Algeria-wide 
campaign calling for the return to 
power of De Gaulle.

lionqr in Arlington National 
Cemetery.

The two Houses will . assemble 
separately in their chambera' and 
gb together to the rotunda to re­
ceive the hpnpred bodies. A spe­
cial Committee of each House was 
named to participate on the brief 
preliminary ceremonies at . the 
Capitol steps and in the rites on 
Memorial Day. --

built 93 years ago to support the 
casket of the martyred Civil War 
president, was brought Up earlier 
from its vault and re-covered In 
black velvet..

Duplicate Made
The Army hak made an exact 

duplicate. Whisn the casketa first 
are brought to the rotunda that 
of the World Wer II Unknown will 
be placed on the Uncoln cata­
falque and- the Korean conflict 
representative’s caaket on the 
duplicate. At noon Thursday the 
places will be . exchanged.

The Capitol guides who. usually 
steer chattering-groups .of toilrists 
through the big stone building will 
suspend their operations, tomorrow 
until after the Memorial Day cere­
monies.

Instead, as iif Lincoln’s Day, 
the public will be admitted a t the 
door opening on the broad east 
steps of the Capitol, to stream 
past the caskets with their mili­
tary guard and leave the building 
by the tarely-used west p o r t a l  
that frames the slender, distent 
Washington monument.

The rotunda has not been used 
for funeral honors since 1953, when 
the body of (Sen. Robert A. Taft 
of Ohio was brought there. Five 
years earlier Gen. John J. Persh­
ing, U.S. commander in. World 
War I, lay in state there;
' Four presidents, after Lincoln, 
'hkve received their final public

tributes in the rotunda—James A.

The ,4U-year-old hopelessly par­
alyzed Wojculewicz ts  imder death 
sentence at the atate prison in 
Wethersfield,-Conn., for the killing 
of a Near Britain, Conn., police 
sergeant and another m ui in a  
Nov. 5, 1961 robbery.

He asked the court for a hear- 
.ln|f, contending he had been denied 
a fair trial. , '

The New Britain man was con­
victed in the Shooting of PoUee 
Sgt. WUliam J . Grabeck imd Wil­
liam Otipka during a  robbery of 
the A.Y.O. Packing Oo. office in 
New Britain nearly seven years 
ago.

Since then he lias staved off- 
executlon with a dramatic series 
of legal maneuvers.

Early thla year, he lost his n th -  
hour, bid for a-new trial when the 
Connecticut ^p re m s Court of Er­
rors said.ttaere was no merit to Us 
claim that he .did not receive a fUr 
trial in 19S<2 when a S u p e i ' l b r  
Court Jury convicted him of the 
two kilUnga.'

Wojculewlca now has one last

chance to beat the death penalty 
in the electric chair. He can ask 
the Pardons Board to commute -Ms 
sentenoe to life Imprisomrient on 
the gixMmds mercy.-The Jury 
that convicted him refused .to 
recommend nierey, even thOugh-'M 
was tried on a stretcher;- 

The new date for his execution 
will bs set soon by Superior Court. 
Wojculewicz is alive now under 
gubernatorial reprieve, granted by
