Becretary of Btate John Foater
Dulles will have an understanding
and tolerant smile for the weighty
pronouncements on forsign policy
which have just come from his
own church, the new United Pres.
byterian Chureh in the U.S.A. He
himself has moments when he
plays the role of churchman, and,
in these momepnts, he himsell also
spoaks with the logic of angein
rather than with the practicality of
statesmen and diplomats.

It referred to the “contemporary
myth of the free world,” and then,
explaining what it meant by this,
wWent on to say:

“*This nation counts among ils
allies some nations which are in
no sense free. By our arclions we
prociaim to the world that lands
where human freedom i utterly
dead “ean qualify for membership
in the free world simply by sup-
plying militacy bases or atrategic
commodities.

“This kind of intefnational hy-
pocrisy should be abhorrent to
Christigns, and in its présence the

~ghurch dare not keep silent. In the
effort to achieve & posture of pow-
er, our nation must not ignore the
suppresaion of ' God-given human
" rights in any land.

“We Americans are In danger of
réjecting the heritage which made
us what we are. With penitence let
us.confeas that as & people we are
becoming leas interested in right-
eotiznesa than in natlonal securily
and international superiority,”

We can see Mr. Dulles,  the
churchman, nodding tolerantly,
pleasanily, and even giving a fer-
vent amen to all this. SBuch pious
sentiments do have their place In
the world. They represent, we sup-
pose, the lideals 1o which even
stateamen might turn, if the state
of the world ever permitted it
The only bothersome question is:
do we have.to suspend our ldeals
becauns of the state of the world,
or'does the staty of the world re-
flect our suspension of ideain?

This resull went opposite fig-
ures which "leaked'" earlier this
week from an unidentified CMS
official showing a majority of doc-
tors voted in favor 6f the plan.

The plan would incrense eligibil-
fty’ for prepaid medical service
coverage by CMS from families
with up to $5,000 incomes to those
receiving a total of $7,500 a year.

Dr. Freihell, vice chairman of
the “conservative” group in New
Haven County opposing the plan,
and vice president of the New Ha-
ven County Medical Association,
s2id the audit was carried by
Seward and Munde.

He said the figures showed 2,118
physicians, anmwered in the CMS
poll and only 874 voted for it. The
remaining 1,244 were opposed, he
said

In addition, he issued this state-
ment, as chairman of the conserv-
ative group:

YAt their own instigation, the
poll went decidedly against CMS,
with the: chicanery which has
always characterized the dealings
between CMS and the doctors.

“CMS8 carefully threw out =a
Iarge number of ‘no’ votes because
some of the doctors made atate-
ments on the voling cards, and
also threw out the votes of non-
participating doctors" (those who
do not accept CMS payments as
settiement in full for their serv-
fces),

“Anyone can win an election by
rigging up the vote. CMS did
just this. Then it asks the State
Medical Society Council for sze-
crecy while it promises not to re-
lease the manipulated figures un-
til it has time fo do some more
‘negotiating.' "

tors voted In the ’}mn with
