—Jlouder cheers for the civilian
firehrand, Soustelle, than for de
Gaulle—the insolence toward de
Gaulle himpelf of General Massu,
the paratroop revolt leader—quar-
rel with what de Gaulle himself
seemed to be saying from both
left and . pight—illustrated the
tangled difficulties of the prob-
lema he was facing.

But now he ix back in Paris, an
encouraging verdicl seenis pos~
sible. It would seem that he has
sccomplished the primary object of
his jourrdey to Algeria, which was
the reassertion of the authority of
Paris, and that he. has also laid
the groundwork for his future ef«
fort toward the final obligation he
Bbas toward Algeris, which is the
ecrestion of peace Itself,

Thd ambition of Soustells to take
office has been frustrated and set
aside By Premier de Gaulle's de-
cision to be his own minister for
Algeria, with General Salan as
his deputy in the fisld. The in-
solence of General Massu resulted
in a personsl dressing down which
left-the paratrooper red-faced, and
which Tinds General Maszsau now
making piblic’ pronouncements
which are in line with the passing
of authority in Algeria from''the
revolutionary junta back to the
government in Paris,

The army seema under control,

It appears, then, that de Gaulle

North African problem. Bo far, he
has made only one specific pro-
nouncement on this—his promise
of coming political equality for alil
the residents of Algeris, French
and Modlem alike. Had this been
proclaimed & few years ago, the
native revolt might never have oc-
curred. Now it seems Iate ‘as a
ey to the solution of the Algerian
problem. Bul, as a general prin-
ciple, {t has healing power, which
ia likely to grow as it sinks into
the minds of those involved. And
the fact that th:'bulc thing has
been promised is likely to oblain
attention and serious consideration
for the specific proposals Premier
de Gaulle eventually presents to be
the framework within which this
equality will be realized. This
framework will be, most observers
think, a proposal for some kind of
fedération not only of Algeria, but
of Tunisia and Morocco, with
France. Federation -as the British
Commonwealth of Nations (lus-
trates, can be 8o 100se as to amount
to actual Independence for mem-
bers, and Tunisia and Morocco may
help de Gaulle sell this kind of
solution Lo the Algerian rebels,

It is stil] very early in the game
of solution for the Algerian prob.
lem. But this much can already be
sald. There Is going to be & real
effort at solution, and it is going
to be a political effort, not a mill-
tary effort. There is thus a great
degree of hope possible in a situ-
ation where before there was none.

The Turks want the is-
land partitioned between the two
communities,

The new violence aroused great
indignation In Greece. The Greek
delegate to the North Atlantic
Trealy Organization Councll pre-
pared to ask the NATO group to
consider the new flareup on Cy-
prus at ita regular weekly meat-
ing tomortrow.
