We shall still be very
much surprised if the convention
doesn’t, In the end, behave just
like the House behaves, and simply
pick the candidate who, in its opin
lon, will bring the greater intell
gence, dignity and decency to his
service of party and state. If, at
this point, the name of Alsop is not
already in the mindy of our read-

Doctor Says

Judging All Wild Mshrooms
Deadly Is Only Safe Test

By EDWIN P. JORDAN, M.D,
Written for NEA Service

“Is there a good safo way™ a
reader asks, “for telling whether
& mushroom is edible or not?"

This is an important question,
indeed. Every year a good many
people pick mushrooms in the
woods or fields, take them home
and cook and eat 'them Some-
tUmes disastrous results occur angd
there are A good many deaths
from mushroom polsoning.

There Ia no reliable test for
determining whether mushrooms
pre edible or not. Such claims asx
that a mushroom Is safe unless i1
turns silver black, fails to peel, or
is found next to a rusty nall ean-
not be counted on.

Indeed, the popular mefhod of
testing the edibility of mushrooms
by preliminary tasting Is parii-
cularly dangerous, One of the most
polsonous mushrooms {s said to
have a good flavor—but I hope
never to try it.

The only safe mushrooms to eat
are those which are commercially
cultivated.

In the United States most cases
of poisoning are caused by mush-
rooms of the amanita family, the
best known of which Js some-
times callod the “death angel”
The poison from the  “death an-
gel” or amanita phalloldes, s
technically known as a loxin,

About six to 18 hours after eal-
ing this dungerous mushroom the
symploms begin to appear.

These usually consist of nausen,
vomiting, diarrhes and severe ab-
dominal pains. There may be great
thirst, inabllity to urinate, dizzi-
ness, jaundice after tweo or three
days and unconsclousness, .

More than half of those poison-
ed by the “death angel” die, gen-
erally about five to eight days

| after eating the mushrooms,

There ia no good treatment for
mushroom poisoning of this kind,
although if the stomach can be
washed out' early, most of the
toxin Is removed and the chances
of recovery are somewhat hetter.

Another type of _poisonous
mushroom (s called amanite mus-
caris, or the “fily amanita” The
poison of this mushroom is re-
iated to a diug commonly used in
medicine called pilocarpine,

The symptoms appear early—
usually within three hours after
eating this  mushroom., Whan

| death follows It {8 usually within
24 hourn.

In addition to the symptoms of
vomiting, diarrhea and abdominal
pain, there is also sweating, wa-
tering of the eyes, narrowing of
tie puplls of the eyes, siow pulse

+| and, in fatal cases convillsions and’

unconsclousness.

It identified early emough thia
kind of mushroom pofsoning can
be troated with atropine. In such
properly treated cases .about nine
out ‘of ten recover, .
It is surely unwise to pick
mughrooms In the wooda when safe
ones can be bought no earily, Even
experts have been caught hy fail-
ure to tell whether certain mushe
rooms were edible ‘or ‘were polsof-
ous. ;
