'West was tempted to take the 
ace of hearts end lead a spade.

Dulles outlined the United 
Slate.* approach to the prospective 
summit meeting In a  news confer-
ence yesterday. In the course of 
questions and answers, he made 
these m ajor  points on the summit 
and related issues:

1. The United S ta te s  will p r o ^  
ably recognize the new revolution-
ary  government in Iraq sipeF its 
Middle ^ r l t e m  allies .*uch 'as T u r-
key feel this is the "wise and pru-
dent course."

2. The U n ited ,« ia tes  will w ith-
draw its troops from Lebanon if 
asked to dp--*o by " a  duly consti-
tuted gpyefnment o f  Lebanon”  In 
this cotinectlon Dulle.* mentioned 
tha> United ' Nations Secretary  
(lAneral Dag Hammarskjold is a l-
ready t a k i n g  measures to 
strengthen the U.N. observer 
group in Lebanon and thereby cre-

ate greater  security for that na-
tion,

3. Eisenhower, Khrushchev. Mac-
millan and other chiefs of govern-
ment can go ahead with a  Security 
Council meeting without partici-
pation of French Prem ier De 
Gaulle, who opposes It. But the 
split between De Gaulle and his 
western Allies on the kind of sum-
mit meeting lo hold has not dam-
aged "the  fundamental* of our re-
lationship" with De Gaulle. .

4. The United States considers 
that Aug. 12 is an acceptable date 
for opening the proposed confer-
ence. That date was put forth yes-
terday by Macmillan in a mes-
sage to Khrushchev. De Gaulle 
had proposed Aug. 18 for a meet-
ing outside the United Nations. 
Dulles made clear that the United 
S la tes  is backing the Macmillan 
plan fully.

5. Dulles is not now planning to 
propose in the summit conference 
any broad .scale program for re-
solving all the issues in the Mid-
dle East. But If the summit con-
ference develops a constructive a t -
mosphere the United S la te *  may 
auggeat some basic principle* for 
permanent settlement.

ment with Batista's government.

Doing so, however, they are 
taking over a duty Batisla's troops 
have been trying to perform. By 
that act, they release these troops 
for use against rebels elsewhere. 
By thst act. therefore, they are 
taking an Indhecl part In Cuba’s 
civil war, snd the eide their mlll- 
tsry strength is on Is that of Ba-
tista. None of this m^ani much tn 
us. Wc are protecting a necessary 
water supply, and not giving too 
much thought ss to how thst art 
takes us directly on Cuban soli, 
and indirectly Into a Cuban in-
ternal struggle.

Ws are, In fart, getting ao we 
use the Marines quite readily, and 
withoni much apparent thought on 
our own pnrt. Vet, says the New 
York Times, "a solution should be 
.soiighl llinl would permit the swift 
witlidrswal of the Marines, for 
they will he like a barb eUick In 
the flesh of every Cuban as long ss 
they remain It ought lo be eaay 
and fensihle to gel a solemn pledge 
from Fidel Cnstio snd hIs Director-
ate I ha I they wdll not touch llie 
Guantanamo water sijpply.

Milwaukee, Aug. 1 lA’j A speed-
ing rrosa-coiintry streamliner sud-
denly began lo rork snd sway snd 
In a mailer of moments 11 rars 
rareened off the rails. Injuring •l.'I 
of Its 497 passengers.

The last six cars of the Milwau-
kee Road Olympian Hiawatha 
whlplaahed off the tracks snd slid 
down a 20-foot embankment as the 
train rayed Into Southern Milwau-
kee County at 90 miles an hour 
yesterday. About 1,000 feet ahead, 
the Diesel powered engine ground 
In a stop, five more car* tilling off 
the rails. All the car* remained 
upright.

Head Brakeman F ( ' Holden. 
34, of Milwaukee, said- "the train 
Just started to shake, ThS thir-
teenth car went Into the ditch and 
everything followed. The rest of 
the train Just wriggled snd bumped 
along.’’

A small fire atarted In one of 
the ileralled cars but was put out 
quickly as emergency vehiclei 
from six communities converged on 
Ihe wreck scene In the quiet farm 
roilntryside.

k'lfleen smhiilances conveyed the 
Injured lo four hospital*. Aulhorl- 
liea said most nf Ihe Injuries were 
minor. All the Injured were riding 
In Ihe diner, two ilome observation 
rars and eight Cnarhea that left 
the tracks.

'Hie 4-iinlt Diesel snd remaining 
cars went on lo Milwaukee where 
six more cars were added lo pro-
vide nrrommodsllnns for the un-
injured wl.xhing lo rontimie Ihelr 
Joiinieya The I rain was biiiind 
from Chicago lo -Seal He. Ws.sh

The cause of the wreck wai iin- 
delermlned, and there was no estl- 
iiisle of the damage, or when track 
lepalra would he rompleled.

A  Highway Department bull-
dozer was put to work on the proj- 
ert yesterday. And during the af-
ternoon sloYm, water poured from 
one of the leeching pipes which had 
been exposed and broken south of 
the well, beyond its southerly dike. 
It  discharged water Into the mud- 
fllleii-gulley whieh runs along 
the back of seven Bolton St. 
houses, but Sheekey said the pipe 
will be bricked up today.

In dlscuasing the storm, Sheekey 
pointed out that much of the water 
which used to pour down other 
eroded cuts In the bank was being 
retained in the parts of the basin 
which were dug yesterday. And the 
water was being absorbed quickly, 
he said.

Work Underway
Sheekey said the basin might be 

completed by tomorrow night. 
Work Is underway today, and he 
said four men will be assigned to 
the job tomorrow. It  had been dug 
to a depth of five feet this morn-
ing.

’The engineer bases his belief 
t5(it the ba.sin might hold moat of 
the water that overflows the well 
on a comparison with the impond- 
ment occurra behind two houses 
on lower Bolton St. where the 
guHey ends. Water accumulates 
there to a depth of roughly four 
feet, forming a pond about 20 feet 
wide and over 100 feet long.

But that pond 1* fed, Sheekey 
pointed out, by water entering the 
gulley at the west and east ends 
from waterways other than those 
caused by erosion from the well. 
He said his ba.sln could not solve 
that problem, though water from 
the east might be routed into It.

The Impondment at the r/id of 
the gulley overflows Into the yards 
o f Alvah Russell. 64 Bolton St., and 
James O. Perkins, 58 Bolton St., 
and enters' Adjoining yards. High-
way Department workmen were 
p\imptng out the yards this morn-
ing, while work progressed on 
Schaller Rd. above.

Sheekey said he has "hia fingers 
crossed" in regard to the success 
of his retention basin.

He pointed out that the soil 
around It Is loose sand, highly 
jinrous. And a heavy downpour, he 
added, might fill It up faster than 
Its rate of absorption.

Rome Belief
But It is a stopgap step, he said, 

to give Bolton St. people some re-
lief during the coneeivably long 
period of time It might take to 
get storm sewers on Schaller Rd. 
General Manager Richard Martin 
has .set aside funds in the tovyn'e 
storm sewer account to build such 
a project, which he guesses might 
coal 519,000.

Meanwhile, yesterday’* storm 
water impounded juat squth of 
the Waddell School and ran into 
Bolton St. from the east— another 
phase of the flood problem there 
which Sheekey has pointed out. 
He believes a atorm sewer from 
Leonard St. south along Main to 
Bigelow Brook In Center Spring* 
Park would divert Some of the 
flow which now goes west to the 
Broad St.-W. -Middle Tpke. area 
and thence to Bolton St.

Sheekey eaid auch a *ewer 
would also eUpilnate frequent lir- 
pondments at Main and Leonard 
St*, and' in front of Uagedorn'* 
Sen-Ice Station on  ̂ -W. Middle 
Tpke.

1 The 
government appealed today for 
htip in locating And preserving 
half a million brons discs 3’.4 
Inches in diameter, They're scat-
tered all over the countryside.

The discs are imbedde.d in con-
crete or rock and represent survey 
marks which are the basia for map 
making and engineering measure- 
menta.

A t least 1.100 of these marks 
disappear each year, the Coast and 
Qcodetic survey reported.

The discs cost only 72 cents each 
but the survey figures it spends 
240 to 865 to do all the surveying 
necessary to put in place an ordi-
nary bench mark, one which gives 
the elevation S t a given point.

Another type is the triangula-
tion station mark which gives pre-
cise latitude and longitude. These 
c'oet 81,600 or more in remote re-
gion#. .

Vandaia and souvenir huntera 
make o ff ^ th  some of the discs. 
But the survey said most of the 
marks vanish in the coiirst of road 
conatruction work.
