With production and eaminga 
off generally throughout the in­
dustry this year, the, auto makers 
have looked to recoup with the 
1959 models.

The execution of Nagy and three 
associates in the abortive revolt 
against Russian domination were 
annotinced June 16. They were ac­
cused of working with "western 
imperialists’’ to destroy commu­
nism,

Nagy clashed with his unidenti­
fied judges on when he first advo­
cated llirt Hunj.aiy quit the anti- 
NATO Warsaw Part. "The.se are 
points of fact and I am the. one 
who knows the facts, ” he was 
q lOted as saying. M'estern ob- 
.servera tliink his desire lo pull out 
o, the .Soviet Pact waa tlie atraw 
that broke Nikita Klirushchev’s pa­
tience and caii.sed him to send lh4 
tanka.

Nagy also contested the courl'i 
charge that he had drafted a final 
appeal to the woild, on Nov. 4, 
1956, as Soviet troops poured back 
into Budapest.

Would Cost $25

71 will be 40 or 60 yeara, in nay 

opinion, before men start coloniz­
ing the moon. One of their first 
projects may be the recovery of 
a "time capsule" which, we could 
launch from the earth today.

In It could be greetings ffom il l  
the present heads of'State, coi>l*a 
of Hie newspapers and magazine* 
of our time and articles outlining 
what we know about the moon and 
apace travel at the moment of 
launching.

Thl* forerunner of mall service 
to the moon coiil<< be dispatched 
today at a cost no' at all prohibi­
tive far lea* than that of a com­
bat plane.

Writing In a recent iaaue of 
Spfce Journal. Dr. H. W. Ritchey. 
Technical Dirertor of 'Thiokor* 
Research Division, says that for 
about 825 you could send a letter 
to the moon, not In the year 2,000, 
but TODAY.

He points '  out that techniques 
hsve already advanced lo the 
point where; trt a solid-fuel rocket 
engine, aa much aa 86 per cent of 
the gross weight of the rocket 
would be propellant. The charge 
could be bonded to (he walla of the 
pressure tank and the propellant 
so designed as to eliminate the 
danger of burning out the walls, 
Hs assumes also that the stage 
load ratio will be four lo one—
that la. each stage will weigh four 
times as much aa the payload It 
launches onward.

Need Retro-Rockrto
But how do you land a mall 

rocket on the moon undamaged ? 
Unbreked, the Impact velocity it 
about 8,,500 feet—more than a mile 
and a half—per »aecond. Could 
retro-rocket* ease the mall capsule 
to the aurface? This problem.' too, 
haa been solved.

Say we want to put a one- 
pound payload on the moon, this 
lo qrash with the above high 
■peed. What sort of aystam ia 
necessary?

Dr. Ritchey's rocket can achieve 
a speed of 8,400 feit per second. 
To get to the moon tequirea about 
37,1)00 feet per aecdnd to which 
must be edited the- speed penally 
of about 2,000 feet per second in­
curred by atmospherio drag and 
a "gravity”  loss o f from 1,400 to 
2,000 feet per second.

Thus the over-all velocity- ia on 
the order o f 41,000 feet per eec- 
oad'-Thle indleatee Uiht five ro^k- 
eU are peeded to g e tA  payload to 
tha moon. If tha payload la («  
eeme down unhamad a  aikUi 
»e k e t.ie  neeeeaaiy.

If the payload weighs one 
pound, the rocket which pula it 
on the moon—the fifth stage - 
must weigh five pounds. The 
fourth stage must weigh AWve 
tlriies a* much, or 25 pounds. The 
third stage must weigh five times 
as ■ much as the fourth stage, or 
125 pounds. The second stage 
weighs 625 pound* and finally the 
flrat stage —the rocket aa a whole 
—weighs in at 3,125 pounds.

This la a tiny weight compared 
lo the glanta In the rockets race 
today. In fact, It Is Jual allghlly 
more than the payload- the Ru.a- 
alan* put Into the sky for Sput­
nik IIi:-

Of courar. to land one pound 
aafel,y on the moon also requires 
a four-pound retro-rSeket - the 
sixth stage anti thprefore the to­
tal payload must weigh five 
pounds, not one. Multiply 3,125 by 
five and the complete 'rocket wlil 
weigh 15,625 pounds— about equal 
to the fuel nf the Vanguard rocket.

What will It cost ?
Dr. Ritchey Indicate* that If 20' 

system* were made In research 
and development quantities the 
cost per pound would be about 
810. The five stage rocket would 
cost about 832,000 and the six 
•Uge rocket 8160,000,

How would the mall ckpsule be 
made up?

About two ounces of aleel would 
be necessary for Ihe container It­
aelf. An additional four ounces 
would constat of a small explosive 
charge and a marker. The remain­
ing 10 ounces would be the pavinad 
of letters.

On 10 ounces of mlcroftlm,. 6,400 
two-page leters can be record^.

Thus for an investment ofeabout 
8160.000 you could get 8.400 letters 
to the moon, so the unit cost per 
letter would be about 825. t

If you're worried that the aim of 
the rocket system may not be good 
enough to hit - tlie moon it need
