Fatal to Mild—One-Century

Rtory of Perniclous Anemin
T By EDWIN P, JORDAN, M.D,

It is only Just over 100 years ago
that medicine recelved its first ne-
curate description of the disoase
knywn as perniclous anemia. The
English physician, Thomas Addi-
son, wrote in 1855:
“IL makes its approach in a0
slow and insidious a manner that
the patient can hardly fix a date
to the earliest feeling of that lan-
guor which s shortly to becomo
50 extreme.

““The countenance gets pale, the
whites ‘of the eyes become pearly
the general .frame flabby rather
than wasted, the pulsé perhaps
Iarger, but remarkably soft and
compresaible, and otcasionally
with a slight jerk, aspecially under
the sligh excilement,

*“Phere is an increasing indispo-
sition to exertion, with an uncom
fortable feeling of faintness, or
breathlessnesn in attempting It;
the heart Is readily made to palpi-
tate; the whole surface of the body
presents a blanched, smooth and
Waxy Aappearance.

*The lips, gums, and tongue
seam. bloodless, the flabhiness of
the wmolids increnses, the appetite
fails, extreme languor and faint-
ness supervene, hreathlessness and
palpitation are pFoduced by the
most trifling exertion or emotion,
