City 
t "payers  do n o t  wish to contribute 
reward a  rural police force, which 
providea protection outside the.lt' 
city.

The city residents feel th a t  the 
rural police protection should be 
supported by the 6re  district which 
now collects taxes  to cover plan­
ning and zoning as well as Ore pro­
tection. Opposing parties disagree 
aa to-whether the 6re  district 
could assume police protection 
without legislative action.

While there ara many way* for 
th* moon rocket to fall or merely 
flirt with iucdesa, there Is only 
one way, to completely lucceed.

What' the liclentlst* - aay they 
would really like to do,Is send up 
a rocket that would orbit around 
the moon a few time* and then, 
plunge back toward Barth, and 
probable destruction.

The rocket. In Its few t u r n *  
around the moon, would take a 
series of clossup picture* — In­
cluding never-before-seen ehots of 
the moon’s hidden side — and re­
lay those back to Earth,

It would alao measure the mag­
netic field of the moon, meaaura 
temperatures and count meteors.

How many of ita scientific tasks 
It completed would In a sens* 
measure the rocket's success.

To give their rocket the best 
(hance of finding the neighbor­
hood of the moon and ataylng- 
Ihere a while, Ihe scientist* hav* 
carefully picked the course and 
meeting place.

They hope lo save a few thou­
sand mTle* by walling until the 
moon comes closest to Earth.

Every 28 days, the moon makes 
one egg-shaped orbit armlnd the 
Earth and at one time during that 
lunar month it la la closer lo Ihe 
Earth than al any other.. Since the 
rnaxlrnuin distance of the Earth to 
the moon is abf)Ut 2,63,000 miles 
anrl the closest la about 221,000 
miles, the shooting date la crucial.

The moon comes closest lo the 
Earth this month on Sunday — 
specifically al J1 a m.

By coincidence nr plan. Ihe Air 
Force shot, If successful, will catch 
iKe moon In a good photographic

^poa«. I t  will be moving from a new 
moon to a first quarter phase.

Thia irlsahs that the stm will be 
lighting up part of the backside of' 
the moon — the side always 
turned aWay from Earth,

Th e ' moon •— soipewhat like a 
cagey boxer —  has' always circled 
the Earth with the same side fac­
ing In.' Consequently There la 
roughly half of the moon’s surface 
we’ve never seen — and won't see 
until we circle the moon to take 
pictures of It.

Wtia reported to follow closely the 
proviaions of a Jupancad plan 
vetoed by the Soviet Union in the 
fkcurity Council July 22.

Turkiah Foreign. Migiiate,' Fatin 
Zorlu, today’* flrat speaker, warm­
ly aupported the Eiaenhower pro­
gram. He dlaputed. the Soviet con­
tention that the main purpoae of 
the emergency asaenobly la to 
bring about the withdrawal of 
v/eatern fbreea. ,

Ahmad Shukalry, Saudi Arabian 
miniater of atate, aald he would 
"aupport every resolution that 
calls for Immediate evacuation, of 
foreign troops, not only In Leba­
non arid Jordan, but In every span 
of Arab land."

Shukalry said the woatern pow­
ers were .the mptn cause of the 
Middle East criais. v

Ha deplored -hostility to Presi­
dent Nasser of the United Arab 
Republic knd said: "This psycho- 
neurotic complex of hating Presi­
dent Nasser should be extracted 
from western thinking."

Japan's Foreign Minister Aiichi- 
ro Fujiyaiha urged the emergency 
Se.*sion to concentrate ita efforts 
on getting American Snd . British 
forces out of Lebanon and Jordan. 
He suggested that the long range 
proposals advanced by Eisenhower 
ahould be taken up during the fall 
assembl.v meeting.

The American and British dele­
gations to the U.N. Assembly's^ 
emergency session on the Middle 
East hoped, however, that Jordan's 
turndown was only a token ges­
ture. "A  lady never says yes right 
awa.v," one western olficial said.

Plana were also under way for 
another trip by Hammarskjold to 
the Middle East during which he 
could try to persuade King Hus 
sein's government to admit a U.N. 
force to his threatened HIJlS:dom.

Jordanian delegate Abdel Mon- 
em Bifal jolted the a s s e m b l y  
yesterday by declaring his gov­
ernment would not agree to per­
mit either U.N. observers or mili­
tary -tinita on Jordan territoi'y.

For Mideast 
Old Proposal

Washington. Aug. 15 lA’i - Presi­
dent Elaenhoweri’s Idea for some 
organization to Mevelop the Mid- 
east haa been kicking eroiind tn 
one form or another for at lea.st 
two years. He proposed it this 
week to the United Nation*.

This was a switch. Until now 
the Elsenhower Administration 
had relied mainly on a different 
approach to the problem of help­
ing the Arab countries develop in­
dustrially, agriculturally, and so 
on.

The emphasis hsd been on deal­
ing with the nations individually 
and giving them help Individually.

What Eisenhower offers now is 
a broad, regional Mideast develop­
ment organization to be run by 
the Arabs thpmselves with the 
money and technical help coming 
froth Interested countries, like the 
United Btates, and from private 
capital.

Th li Would, if the President’s 
words esn be interpreted riorrectly, 
put the Arab-run organization out- 
•slde the U.N.

Almost two years i.go On Dec. 
20, 1956— Sen. Hubert Humphrey 
(D-Mlnn) suggjcsted a reglonaf, 
rather than individual country-by­
country, development plan. Bui he 
differed from Elsenhower in sug­
gesting it be handled through the 
U.N.

Th* Idea, 10- various forms, has 
grown since then.

Humphrey laid out his idea after 
the Suez Canal crisis of 1956. That 
was .when Britatri, France and Is­
rael attacked Egypt following 
^ItypUen P r e s i d e n t  Nasser’s 
seizure of the canal that summer.

Nasser—perhaps during a temp­
er-tantrum— took the canal after 
Secretary of State Dulle* sudden­
ly and curtly canceled an Ameri­
can proposal to help Nasser build 
the Aswan- Dam on the Nile. Dulles 
•offended Nasser by doubting 
®8ypt'a ability to pay hack.

Since that time American dif­
ficulties with the Arabs have mul­
tiplied. Western influence In the 
area has dwindled shockingly. Nas­
ser has increased his grip on the 
Mldeast Arabs. And Russian tn- 
fluence among them has ateadily 
grown. .

Einotloas Can Have Great Effect 
On Operation of Body's Glands 
By EDWIN P. JORDAN, M.D,

A highly complex subject, but 

a most Intriguing'one, is brought 
up .by today's first inquirer.

Q—Is ft true.that our emotions 
influence our glands? —M. D.

A —It certalniyf is. Most of us 
have experienced a sudden divness 
of til* mouth (or excessive saliva­
tion) when We were undergoing an 
emotional experience. This is a 
clear example of the effect of the 
emotions on tbs saliva-producing 
glands.

Another somewhat less common 
experience is that which occurs 
when a person carries out a box,

__  or other he^vy objects, when
„  j threatened by fire or some other 
to  catastrophe, and later--finds that 

it takes two strong men to lift 
the same thing. This is probably, 
at least in part, the result of the 
'action of the emillons ,on the 
adrenal glands.

Doubtless the emotions have 
many otlier effects on many other 
glands through ways which are 
still somewhat obscure.

W est Seeks Votes 
For M ideast-Plan

United Nations, N. Y., Ang-fwara conalderinr aupportirtg the
16 (/P)— Western diplomats at 
the U.N. Assembly’s special 
session are delaying introduc­
tion of a resolution to lay the 
groundwork for President Ei­
senhower’s Middle Blast plan 
in hopes they can line up de­
cisive support in advance.

The assembly : -took a weekend 
recess until Monday morning. In­
dies tiona today were that the 
western proposal, which would 
give U.N; Secretary General Dag 
Hammarakjold the key role, would 
be introduced by Norway.

A number o f Aslan and Eu­
ropean nations not directly In­
volved In the U.S.-ftusslah Cold 
War would be co-sponsora.

Informed sources said the West 
was working hard to enlist support' 
o f the United Arab Republic, the 
yeast of Middle East ferment. The 
USR haa insisted that American 
and British troops leave I^ehanon 
and Jordan before any considera­
tion of the long-range solutions to 
the area's basic problems on which 
Eisenhower put chief emphasis.

UAR Foreign Minister Mah­
moud Fawzi In his brief opening 
address lo the assembly session on 
the Middle East, hinted that he 
would be willing tp listen lo what 
the West has to say and la waiting 
to hear more.

Western delegates also were 
seeking support from India, whirh 
haa been trying to enlist hacking 
for a resolution of Its own. in­
formed sources aald the Indiana

Norwegian resolution because they 
thought it would command more 
votes than their own.

Hammarjakold conaulted ’Thurs­
day with' Fawat alid Jiad a long 
luncheon conference** yesterday 
with Soviet Foreign Minister An­
drei Gromyko, who already has put. 
In hia own proposal demaridlng im- 
hiedlate,withdrawal of .British and 
American troops and U.N. observer 
forces to supervise the pullout.

One theory wsa that the dele­
gates were marking time to see 
whether Hammarjakold would 
bring the big-four foreign minis­
ters'together In a "little summit" 
session. Secretary of State DuUss, 
Gromyko ahd British Foreign Min­
ister Selwyn Lloyd are on hand, 
and French Foreign Minister Mau­
rice Couve de Miirville Is expected 
to arrive next week. Agreement at 
that level would have a controlling 
effect on assembly action.

The United States and Britain 
presently plan to keep their names 
off the list of co-sponsors for the 
Norwegian resolution, to avoid 
scaring off any nations fearful 
that support of a Brltish-American 
resolution might comtnlt them for­
mally to the western camp, f

The resolution in the bill was 
said to embody these main points:

Hammarakjold would be in­
structed to make necessary ar­
rangements to safeguard the inde­
pendence of Jni'dan and Lebanon, 
in .Order to permit withdrawal^ of 
British and American troops.

Autopaies .were performed on 
the recovered victims - 25 wom­
en. eight men and one child. .

Most were mutilated and, some 
badly bumed,- Thelc clothei had 
been torn to shreds — another in- 
dicatioii of a possible explosion In- 
aide the Super Constellation.

Bits of wreckage were being 
pieced togetheo in an attempt to 
solve the mystery of how the air­
liner, equipped with every safety 
device, could have crashed without 
warning of trouble.
