A federal district judge says 
that if  the U.S. Supreme 
Court permits a 21/j-year 
dday in the integration of a 
Littlg Rock School he will not 
desegregate Norfolk ScKbols.

Judge Walter Hoffman t o l d  
Norfolk City Atty. Leonard H. 
Davia last night that If the'High^ 
est Court upholds District Judge 
Harry LernWy’s cooling-off period 
at Little Rock’s C ^tral High, 
‘'come~9kliJ< to see me and I’ll 
end all y « r  troubles... I ’ll end 
this case with four lines."

He.^added that if the delay or­
dered by. Judge Lemlev had been 
upheld by the U.S. 8lh Circuit- 
Court of Appeals, "you would not 
be arguing this case now because 
I had made up my mind to stop 
all proceedings."

His -commenf came during ar­
guments after several da.vs of 
hearings on the petitions of ."iO 
Negro pupils that Hoffman over­
rule the city school board, which 
turned down their applications to 
white schools.

Hoffman asked all members of 
the schpol board to be in court 
Monday when he will give his in­
terpretations of the legal a.specls 
Of the five major grounds on 
which the board denied the appli­
cations of the Negroes.

Reoovery from Polio I* No 
(iiiarantee of Future Immunity

By EDWIN P. JORDAN, M. D.

A good and important question 
cornea In from today’s first In­
quirer.

Q — 1* It possible for a person 
who once had polio and recovered 
completely to got It again’

—A. M.
A — Il is. There are t h r e a 

principal alraina of the virus caus­
ing polio. Infection with one ot 
them will result in immunity to 
that strain, but not to the other 
two.

Thia la one of the reasons why 
It Is so terribly Important for 
everyone under 40, wlielher or not 
he or she hM already had polio, 
to receive the vaccine which ia 
almtd at producing resistance to 
all three virus strains.

Q - Is It still true that a preg­
nant woman dhould be careful not 
to paint or spend much time in a 
recently painted room. U A.

A - - So far as I am aware, the 
paint used today does not contain 
chemicals or fumes which might 
lead lo a miscarriage. However, a 
pregnant woman should be care­
ful in painting fand other activ­
ities I lo avoid the risk of falling 
or of excessive muscular strain.

Q - - Whal ia the cause of heart­
burn T - F. M,

A — This ia probably due lo a 
small amotinl.of ragiirgitalion of 
slomach juices into the pa.saage- 
way known aa the esophagus, 
JLfading from the mouth to the 
stomach. The acidity of the stom­
ach >i^cea may Irritate the lining 
of the eApphagua and cause what 
IS commoi^ called heailburn.

Q - Aiitiibrjlles on cancer as­
sure us that Ifta  not contagipus. 
I have been piiszlefl'hy recent dia- 
covarlea which Indlcals  ̂that some 
types of cancer may be triggered 
by virus. Can you explain

- Mrs. Lr^S.
A - It la quite clear that cariN 

cer la not cunlagioiis or catching. 
However, as pointed out, there 
ia svidjmee that viruses may be 
associated In some fashion with 
cancer, though the matter is still 
under study.

If viruses are Involved In the 
production of cancer. In all prob­
ability they are locked within the 
cells. There-la iniiih still to be 
learned on this extraordinarily in­
teresting subject.

Q - Please diacus.s vascular 
spasm. Mrs. O-. F.

A ■ - Tills Is a vague subject-. 
Mr*. E. refers, 1 presume, lo tem­
porary contractlpns of .the blood 
vessel*. This probably dccurs In 
ordinary fainting as ih«(̂  result of 
spasm in the blood veisels of the 
brain. It can alao occur In almost 
any part of the body and Is closely 
related to what la known as tha 
■ympathetic nervous s y s t e m,  
which Is not under mental con­
trol.

The  offer is being examined, 
Pa r i s  said, but France  "will stick 
lo i ts  positions and to its pro­
g ra m ” until  general agreement is 
reached on m anufacture  of new 
nuclear weapons and destruction 
of existing slocks. These two 
points  were riot rovered in the 
offer because neither the United 
S ta te s  nor Britain  Intends to s tr ip  
itself of nuclear weapons and no 
one believes the Russian* will.

Tass gave the Soviet govern­
m ent full c redit  for the agreement 
announced In Geneva Thursday 
th a t  a sys tem  of detecting nu­
clear bias, is possible.

"The deci.sion 6f the Geneva 
ronference reflects the efforts un ­
d er taken  by the Soviet Union on 
the question of the detection of 
atomic and hydrogen weapons 
tests ,"  Tass said.

Britain touched off a amall ba l­
loon-borne H-bomb high over the 
mid-Paclfie Chris tmas 4sland yes­
terday and termed the test a suc- 
ceas. The blast was part  of a se ­
ries scheduled long before the ban 
announcement.

West Germ an Chancellor Konrad 
Adenauer aald the auspenslon "is 
bound to encourage all people who 
consider controlled^ d isarm am ent 
a* a basis for  a general re laxa­
tion of tensiona In the world.
