Forecasts on the eve of the elec­
tion had predicted .lot much more 
than a 2-1 margin ’ for 'Statehoo,d.

Most of ths opposition to state­
hood in Alaska had bfgn baaed 
on a faar that increased costa of 
state government' would mean a 
new boost In taxes for the terri­
tory’s 215,000 residents.

Capital Offense in Alabama

;ro Faces Chair 
For $1.95 Robbery
- Montgomery, Alar, Aug. 27 i/P> 
Aiabama’e ''governor, who may 
have to decide the fate of a Ne­
gro condemned to -be executed for 
robbery, said yeeterd|y he pre­
fers to conun'uta deaui sentences 
whenever possible.

" I f  I  can find some excuse to 
turn aomebody looa'e. I ’ll always 
do It,” Gov- Jam es E. Folsom said 
at-a  press conference.
^  Stats Supreme court is 
conaiderlng aa appeal for a re­
hearing In the case of 65-year-old 
Jimmy Wilson, a  Negro ex-cohvict 
sentenced to death for robbing a 
white womsm of $1.95,

Folsom said ihe had no Intention 
of attempting to influence the 
court • 6r Infringe on its jurisdic­
tion and repeated he could . not 
dlscuas the- caae as long as it is 
being considered by the High Tri­
bunal. .

Once a condemned prisoner in 
Alabama has -exhausted hie ap­
peal to the courts, only the gov­
ernor can spare hie life. Since 
Folsom first took office In 1947, 
he has had to decide the fate of 
85 persons. He let 16 men and 
one woman die • In the electric 
chair and apared the Uvea of 18 
condemned men.

Wilson'e fate will rest in the 
govemor'e hands If the State Su­
preme Court- turns down his re; 
quest for a rehearing.

The Negro,, who has served two 
prison terms for grand larceny, 
was convicted of robbing Mrs. Es­
telle Barker, 82. She testified that 
before taking the money, the Ne­

gro choked her and tried to rape 
her.

Wilson was charged with rob­
bery, which is defined by Alabama 
law as the. taking of money or 
goods of value from another per-, 
son by foree or fear of violence., 
whether or not a weapon ii  useb. 
The law does not specify any 
amount of money which must 
be taken before the offense cottstL 
tutes robbery. In Alabama, rob­
bery Is a capital offense.

Although he was only tried on 
the robbery charge, Wilson waa 
also indicted, for another capital 
offense, nighttime burglary. He 
was not Indicted for attempted 
rape, which ia punishable by. a 
maximum sentence of 20 years.

tthat the bidding encouraged him to 
hope for a diamond lead. In which 
case his king would win a trick.

As it happened, VC’est had a nat­
ural club opening. South had to 
find a way to avoid th e  loss of 
three diamond pricks. 1

It was quite clear that West had 
most of the phasing high cards for 
his vulnerable overcall'•of one no- 
trump. The opponents held only 19 
points In high cards between 
them, and West’s bid showed about 
18 or 17 of these points. East had 
only 2 or 8 points.

For this reason South assumed 
that West held the ace of dia­
monds. The king of diamonds 
would never win a trick, so Couth- 
had to plan to ruff a diamond In 
dummy.

Normal P hij Falla
South cannot ruff a diamond In 

dummy if he makes the normal 
play of leading a low dikmond at 
the second trick. East wins and 
returns a trump.-This will permit 
West to win uie second diamond 
and lead the king of. trumps. Dum­
my then has no trump for' the 
needed diapiond ruff.

South cah get the diamond ruff 
and make his con,traot by'm eans 
of an unusual play. At the second 
trick. South must lead the king of 
diamonds!: West wins, of course, 
and retiuns a, low trump.

Declarer n<lw leads another dia­
mond, and the defenders are lick­
ed. If West leads a  second frump, 
he loeee hie king of trumps. If he 
doeen’t Jead a second trump. 
South will eventually ruff a dia­
mond in dummy.

New Haven Railroad can't afford 
to run confmuter scrvica Into Naw 
York City any longlh* without fl-» 
nonclal help. George Alpert, presi­

Alpert said he would meet with 
officials tpf New York City and 
Westchester County, N.Y.,. and 
Fairfield County, Conn., wlthlif one 
month to seek some form of relief 
for the road.

The railroad president suggest­
ed financial help could be a tax 
reduction or subsidy. He said the 
road wss not seeking higher fare*.

The New Haven carries 30.000 
pas.sengers round trip a. (\ay Into 
Grand Central Terminal In New 
York, City. It serves soiiisk of the 
wealthiest ailhiirbflti towns In 
Westchester apd Fairfield Coun­
ties.

Alpert paid that If local auUiort- 
tlea In these towns were not wlll- 
Inij to cooperate to see tha t the 
road obtains, financial relief, the 
New rtaven would have to apply 
for a discontinuance of aervlce.

He emphailr.ed. however, that 
from a previous meeting with 
Westchester authorities he felt 
people In the communities served 
were anxious lo seek some solution 
for the New Haven's troubles.

Alpert said the- New Haven had 
a liri'..i million passenger deficit | 
In lllft'7, to which the commuter 
operation In New York City con­
tributed 16 million. He aaid the : 
road paid a tax of $3,974,000 on 
Its New York City properties, in­
cluding freight facilities.

For the past several months.

\lp«rt laid, the road has been 
studying plAns to get rid of cer­
tain branch Hnea which are un- 
oro/iUble. He did no^ name theoe 
Hnea. ' 'y

In addition, the road is maHliig 
on analysis of the 12 round tripe 
it currently, runs betwpefi New 
'York and Boston. It nuiy be that 
some of these trips tvill be ellmi* 
nated. The road formerly ran 16 
round trips a day.

Alpert sold some form of legis­
lative sanction may be necessary 
for H>ekl tpwns to do something to 
help the railroad.

The problem has a  way of flnd- 
t n r  those w ho make easy claims 
they have solved It. I.lttle Uoek, 
otfcA again,. Is sverywhere. If It 
Isn't everywhere. It la likely to be 
there soon.

For  a  long time, the people of 
Britain  couldn't understand whal 
they thought to he a special 
American prnlilcm, deriving, they 
seemed to think, from some spe­
cial deflcleney In onr rharacler .  
Perhaps,  they thoughl,  we weren't 
quite clvllir.ed yet.
